+ Equipment: Handlers should use a standard
training collar (slip collar) or buckle collar, and a
6-foot leather or fabric leash. (You can purchase CH ARLES RIVER
equipment at the club at nominal cost.) Other
equipment must be approved by the instructor.

+ Requirements: Handlers should be at least DOG TRAINING

15 years old. Except for puppy class, dogs must be
at least 6 months old with all vaccinations up to
date. Female dogs in heat may not attend class.

¢ Check-in: Handlers should check in at the front CLUB, Inc.
desk before each class. Family and friends are
welcome to observe as long as they remain seated Established 1941

quietly. Children must be supervised.

¢ Control: It is your responsibility to have your
dog under positive control at all times. Any dog
that attacks another dog or person is subject to
immediate removal from class. The club assumes
no liability for the actions of any dog, owner, or
handler.

+ No abuse of dogs will be permitted or
tolerated.

+ Clean-up: “Exercise” your dog before coming to
class. You must clean up after your dog both

inside or outside the building. CRDTC provides the OBEDIENCE & PUPPY

necessary supplies.

LOCATION / DIRECTIONS

Most classes are held indoors at the UMass Field
Station, 240 Beaver Street, Waltham MA.

From Route 128: Take Exit 28A Trapelo Rd east
toward Belmont. After 3 to 4 miles, turn right
onto Route 60.

Beginner Obedience Clicker Course
