Upcoming Events:

1) Arielle is teaching at “University of Scouting” on March 8, 2008.
2) The crew decided to do the do the Pamlico Seabase this summer (http://www.pamlicoseabase.org/index.html ) in place of the rafting/climbing trip.  Pamlico offers a package similar to the “Keys Adventure” at Sea Base in Florida call the OBX Adventure (Outer Banks Adventure). The fee is considerable less at $325 per person and we can drive to the location.  Mr. Coffelt has reserved the week of July 6-12, 2008 and will be covering the deposit $50 deposit per person.
