Minutes from January 13, 2008 meeting: Minutes accepted as written.
Event recap:
1) The ski trip was fun but cold on Sunday.  For those that did not attend, Mrs. Holt broke her collar bone.
Upcoming Events:

1) Arielle is teaching at “University of Scouting” on March 8, 2008.
2) The crew decided to do the Mall Show February 9.  We will have swift water rescue/white water rafting as our display.  We will have the throw lines and Z-drag set up.
3)  Scout Sunday:  The crew is not attending Mount Hebron due conflicts in schedule.  The Walkers will be at a church youth group conference in Ocean City, while several others are attending their churhes.
4) The crew decided to do the do the Pamlico Seabase this summer (http://www.pamlicoseabase.org/index.html ) in place of the rafting/climbing trip.  Pamlico offers a package similar to the “Keys Adventure” at Sea Base in Florida call the OBX Adventure (Outer Banks Adventure). The fee is considerable less at $325 per person and we can drive to the location.  Mr. Coffelt has reserved the week of July 6-12, 2008 and will be covering the deposit $50 deposit per person.  Please reimburse Mr. Coffelt in a timely manner.  Note that the maximum crew size for this trip is 8 people.  At this time we have 7 committed (Dale, Lee, Todd, Ashleigh, Arielle, Doug and Colin.)   We will fill the last position on a first come first serve basis.  The maximum is strictly enforced by the facility but there may be the possibility of having a second crew if we can meet the minimum numbers.  All participants are required to be registered with BSA.
