Minutes from October 28, 2007 meeting:

Minutes were approved as written.
Event recap:
1) There was no events to report on during the period between meetings.
Upcoming Events:

1) The crew is looking at doing the leadership training at the “Winter Rendezvous” scheduled for January 4-6, 2008.  Leader training is also going to be offered.
2) The crew decided to do the 6.6 mile trek on November 16-18, 2007 at Dolly Sods.  This event is being opened to Troop 759 and friends.
