Event recap:

Upcoming Events:

1) The crew is looking at doing the leadership training at the “Winter Rendezvous” scheduled for January 4-6, 2008.  Leader training is also going to be offered.
2) The crew decided to do the 6.6 mile trek on November 16-18, 2007 at Dolly Sods.  This event is being opened to Troop 759 and friends. The tentative plan is to tent at Dolly Sods' Red creek campground Friday night, hike 3.3 miles in to the back country on Saturday and then hike out the 3.3 miles on Sunday.  This is a fairly easy trek for those that need to get some experience and/or for those of us that are not in top physical condition.
