Minutes from October 13, 2007 meeting:

Minutes were approved with two minor adjustments in the “Event Recap” section.
Event recap:
1) The crew had a fund raiser on October 25 at Chick-fil-A in Columbia.  It was a fun time with a contest between the crew and the troop.  The crew raised about $60 during the event.  Ashleigh is talking to Amy the manager to schedule another night.  We need to really advertise this event to make it worth our efforts.
Upcoming Events:

1) The crew is looking at doing the leadership training at the “Winter Rendezvous” scheduled for January 4-6, 2008.  Leader training is also going to be offered.
2) The crew decided to do the 6.6 mile trek on November 16-18, 2007 at Dolly Sods.  This event is being opened to Troop 759 and friends. The tentative plan is to tent at Dolly Sods' Red creek campground Friday night, hike 3.3 miles in to the back country on Saturday and then hike out the 3.3 miles on Sunday.  This is a fairly easy trek for those that need to get some experience and/or for those of us that are not in top physical condition. Lee suggested raised an option to leave Saturday morning, since the hike is relatively short.
3)  The troop/crew ski trip is scheduled for January 18-20, 2008.  Cost is $149 for 2 night package and $199 for the 3 night package.  Down payment (1/2 of total fee) is due by October 30, 2007. More info is on the troop web page.  Note the due date has been changed to November 6.
