The Residential Center for Educative Opportunities of Mayagüez is located in street 349 Km. 6.6 of Cerro Las Mesas. It has a panoramic view of 360 degrees where you can see the municipalities of Cabo Rojo, Hormigueros, San Germán and Lajas as also the Caribbean Sea. 
 

It was founded on the 1967-1968 school year. On the1990 -1991 school year, it was academically adopted by the University Campus of Mayagüez. In the 1992 - 1993 school year it was inscripted in the Specialized School Unit. That same year, in it’s silver anniversary, it obtains the "Blue Ribbons" award, an award of excellence of the Federal Department of Education. That is summed to achieving the school’s accreditation from the General Council of Education for six years. 

OBJECTIVES
The objectives of the center are: to offer new choices in the process of teaching-learning to a group of talented students in science and math.  We try to develop to the maximum their academic potential, combining it with an environment of healthy coexistence, in a way that when they arrive to university, their adjustment period is more pleasant.

We emphasize in the areas of science and math, plus the students are offered with an ample variety of specialized courses and laboratories.

HOURS: 
  The flexible work hours allow the development of classes, independent studies, extra curricular activities, scientific investigation and socialization.  Courses are offered from 7:30 am. till 8:00 pm. Each students prepares it’s own academic program.

· Library: Its resources are available from 8:00 AM till 8:30 PM Monday to Friday. We are connected through a computer terminal to the General Library of the Mayagüez University Campus, which males easier our information searches from our center. 

· Center of Information: Our Center has an Information Center and Electronic Resources. This offers and ample variety of services and access to diverse resources that the student can use for his academic development.  We belong to the Star Link Project of the Ana G. Méndez University System.  This project enriches the scholar curriculum by the effective integration of different technologies.  

· Orientation: This program is directed to making the student visualize all his university options that exist.  It is why we coordinate orientations of university careers and various Universities of the island and out.  We should say that 100 % of our students are accepted in the best universities of Puerto Rico and the United States.
· Social Work: The purpose of this program is to help the student with necessities and questions in the area of institutional adaptation and psychosocial development. 
Residencies:  In our campus there are 2 feminine residencies and 1 masculine residencies.  These have a study room, entertainment room, and a laundry.  The students are supervised in the residential area by teachers and capacitated staff, specially selected to do this important task.

The Prerequisites are the following:
1GPA: A GPA of 3.50 is required in the following areas: general GPA, mathematics and sciences.  The last 3 studied semesters will be taken into consideration.  You must submit an official credits transcription of your school of precedence.
2) Standardized Tests: Each applicant is required to take admission tests.  These tests are from The Collage Board (CEEB).  These tests vary by what grade is applied for, for 9th grade the test is the PIENSE I, for 10th the PIENSE II, for 11th and 12th the PEAU.  The applicant will be informed the day, hour and place where to take it.
