Conference:

1. believes that the people of Wales should be provided with a referendum to decide if they consider the 1536 Act of Union to be relevant to a devolved, modern, multi-cultural Wales.

2. resolves to establish and develop a National Theatre of Wales to provide quality touring productions through the medium of Welsh and English and to provide a training centre for Welsh script writers.

3. Demands that each child in school in Wales swear a daily allegiance to Wales in line with curriculum recommendations pertaining to citizenship.

4. Recognises that where possible place names in Wales should be recognized and acknowledged by their Welsh name only. Furthermore due to the insensitivity of the English word that Cymru – Wales be officially known only as Cymru.

5. Demands the abolition of student fees and the introduction of the required support structure to enable all children in Wales to benefit from further education.

6. Urges for increased accessibility to public transport in all areas of Wales, specifically instigating investment on current rail infrastructure in order to provide local passenger services through the establishment of local passenger stations.

Specifically;

The establishment of 4 passenger stations and a daily passenger return service between Ystrad Mynach and Bedlinog.

The establishment of a local passenger service for the Vale of Glamorgan including increased public transport links with Cardiff International Airport.

7. In order to enable the inhabitants of the South Wales Valleys to benefit from the investment in Cardiff by providing an integrated all-hours public transport network thereby reducing the environmental impact of private vehicle use.

8. Prohibits councillors from accepting paid positions with external organisations.

9. Demands that St. David’s Day be recognised as a public holiday in Wales.

10. Demands that the BBC recognises the League of Wales as the national football league and closes the funding gap between the national rugby league and the national football league by providing at least two hours dedicated coverage weekly within its identified programming schedule.

11. Recognise Merthyr Tudful as an area of specific social and historical importance.

12. Demands that the border of landfill sites be at least 1000 metres from street-lit residential areas.

13. Accepts that the compulsory teaching of Welsh within the National Curriculum lacks the necessary impetus for the creation of a fully bilingual Wales.

Conference demands:

1) Fully bilingual education for every child between 3 & 5 years old in schools in Wales

2) That each child of primary school age benefits from at least 5 hours of directed tuition in the Welsh Language per week

3) That the emphasis on written Welsh in Key Stage 3 is replaced by increased emphasis on speaking and reading Welsh

4) That the curriculum for Key Stage 4 is focused solely on the aim of bilingualism, replacing the current GCSE with an award rewarding spoken bilingual ability

5) That Welsh is designated as a Specific Social Subject reflected in the need for class sizes with a maximum of sixteen pupils during Key Stage 3 and Key Stage 4 and a minimum of 2 hours instruction weekly.

14. acknowledges the contribution of the 16-18 population in economic, cultural and social terms and recognises this contribution by awarding the right to vote.

15. Recognises the importance of its history to any region or nation and therefore desires an upheaval within the National Curriculum for the teaching of history in Wales to prioritise Welsh history as an integral factor within the curriculum, including the Welsh contribution to early British history.

To include within the curriculum modules which focus on local or regional-relevant history.

16. Believes that due to its rich cultural inheritance the role of Culture Minister for Wales within the Assembly lacks focus and relevance. Conference declares that seperately designated Ministers should be accountable for Sport and Tourism.
