Plaid Cymru MEP support petition calling for an investigation into Trecatti Landfill Site

Plaid Cymru – The Party of Wales MEP, Jill Evans, has given her full support to major petition calling on the Assembly to hold an investigation into Trecatti Tip.

Ms Evans said:

 "Nobody should have to live in a community where the environment and the health of its residents are affected by waste tips. Plaid Cymru is opposed to landfill and believes in more environmentally responsible means of waste disposal. Trecatti takes in waste form other countries, including toxic waste, and we're determined that it stops being the dumping ground of Europe.
