1. Introduction

Visual Basic (VB) is an event driven programming language and associated development environment from Microsoft for its COM programming model.[1] Visual Basic was derived from BASIC and enables the rapid application development (RAD) of graphical user interface (GUI) applications, access to databases using DAO, RDO, or ADO, and creation of ActiveX controls and objects. Visual Basic was designed to be easy to learn and use. The language not only allows programmers to create simple GUI applications, but can also develop fairly complex applications as well. Programming in VB is a combination of visually arranging components or controls on a form, specifying attributes and actions of those components, and writing additional lines of code for more functionality.

How to Login

Please input “admin” as the username and “aphrodite” as the password (without quotation marks). If you make a mistake, you can clear both textboxes by clicking the ‘Cancel’ button. Click ‘OK’ button to begin the authentication process. If both username and password are correct, you will be directed to the main form.

 How to Add a New Record

Go to the main form, then click ‘Add’ button to add a new record. It will make a new blank record to appear, which can be filled with new member information. After the data fields are filled, click ‘Update’ button to update the database.
How to Delete the Current Record

Click ‘Delete’ button in the main form. It triggers a confirmation box to appear. The current record will be deleted if you select ‘Yes’. 
How to Edit the Current Record

Make changes in the data fields, then click ‘Update’ button to save the changes.

How to Find a Particular Record
In the main form, click ‘Search’ button to open the search form. Select what data field you want to use for searching in the ‘Search By’ combo box, then fill the value in the ‘Value’ textbox. For example, (Search By: Age, Value: >25) shows the records from people with age above 25, while (Search By: ID, Value: 1010) shows a record with that particular member ID.
