Lesson Plan

Day 4

Grade: 4
Subject: Language Arts and Visual Arts
Topic: Spanish Language/Observations
MI: Linguistic, intrapersonal

Curriculum Standards: The Connecticut Framework K-12 Curricular Goals and Standards (http://www.state.ct.us/sde/dtl/curriculum/ctframe.pdf): “Students will reflect upon, describe, analyze, interpret and evaluate their own and others’ works.”  “Students will make connections between the visual arts, other disciplines and daily life.”

Objective: Students will listen and observe a television show filmed in Spanish by the people of Mexico.

Materials Needed: pencil, paper, television, VCR, video tape from Spanish television program

Anticipated Length of Lesson: 45 minutes

Grouping: individual

Background Information: The teacher will need to record an age appropriate television show from one of the Spanish speaking television channels, preferably a television show that was filmed in Mexico and depicts Mexican people.  The television show needs to be 30 minutes long.

Procedure: Hand out pieces of white-lined paper and tell the students to take out a pencil.  Put the tape into the VCR and have the students watch the 30-minute show.  The students should take notes on what they observe and hear.  The last fifteen minutes of the lesson will be for students taking a few moments to collect their thoughts and put it on the paper.  This paper will be saved with all the other papers they have written the last few days.

Assessment of Learning: The teacher will know the objective was met by reading the quality of notes taken while watching the Spanish television program.

Management: The students will stay in their seats and will all have their own paper and pencil.

Child Guidance: Students who do not wish to participate will be reminded that the next lesson will be difficult to do without this background and if he/she still refuses, he/she will be asked to leave the classroom.
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
