Lesson Plan

Day 5

Grade: 4
Subject: Visual Arts 
Topic: Role Playing
MI: Linguistic, spatial, bodily kinesthetic, interpersonal

Curriculum Standards: The Connecticut Framework K-12 Curricular Goals and Standards (http://www.state.ct.us/sde/dtl/curriculum/ctframe.pdf): “Students will consider, select and apply a range of subject matter, symbols and ideas.”  “Students will reflect upon, describe, analyze, interpret and evaluate their own and others’ works.”  “Students will make connections between the visual arts, other disciplines and daily life.”

Objective: Students will express what it would be like as a Mexican based on their current knowledge.

Materials Needed: wide open space in classroom, papers (notes) from previous lessons

Anticipated Length of Lesson: Two 60-minute blocks (before and after lunchtime)

Grouping: small group (5 students per group) and whole group

Background Information: The teacher needs to have in mind what five students to put in each group (numbers may vary based on class size and dynamics).  

Procedure: Students will be split up into groups that are compatible.  The students are going to be doing role-playing (a skit basically) on Mexican people.  Based on what they have learned the past four lessons, they will role-play what they understand Mexican people do and act.  Be sure to have all the students take out their notes to look back on.  The first hour will be brainstorming and starting to put together their skit (jotting down ideas and practicing).  The second hour will be actually performing the skit in front of the class.  

Assessment of Student Learning: The teacher will know the objective was met by grading the students’ knowledge based on the skit.  

Management: Enforce to the students that this is a graded assignment and everyone’s participation is mandatory.  All the groups will have a designated part of the room where they can spread out and work on their skit in privacy.

Child Guidance: Make clear that the students don’t have a lot of time to work on their skits, so time management skills are a most, as well as, cooperation.
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
