NIT BASKETBALL RULES 2005

N.C.A.A. RULES will govern all play

LENGTH OF GAME

· First Half:
20 minutes running time

· Halftime:
5 minutes

· Second half:
20 minutes running time, last 2 minutes stop time (if teams are within 10 

points)

· Time Outs:
2 per half (regulation time)

· Overtime:
2 minutes stop time, 1 one-minute time-out

SCORING RULES

· Two (2) points per goal

· Three (3) point shots may be achieved only where there is a three-point line designated on the court.

SPORTSMANSHIP

· THE DECISION OF THE REFEREE IS FINAL.

· Two technical fouls is an automatic elimination from the game.

· Any player or participant that causes violent acts will be disqualified from further competition in the tournament.

· NO REFUNDS WILL BE GIVEN

CHALLENGES

· All matters of question shall be referred to the Northridge Invitational Tournament Committee for ruling, 1 (one) hour before the game OR before the end of the first half. 

PENALTIES

· Any team will receive a ten (10) point deduction if: 

· There are not at least three (3) Filipino players on the court at ALL TIMES.

· Failure to comply with this rule will be given a verbal warning by either the referee or an N.I.T. Coordinator. Repeat offenders will be automatically disqualified from the tournament.

· A team fails to provide one (1) person for score keeping.

· Any player fails to present and acceptable form of identification.

FORFEIT

· If a team is ten (10) minutes late for their scheduled game, they are considered to have forfeited that game.

· A team can play with a minimum of four players if they choose to do so.  But the Filipino rule still applies.
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
