Parents: Work hinders quality time with kids ��Most parents say it's important to spend quality time with their children, but many find themselves coming up short, says a study released Wednesday by youth service organizations. Dr. Alvin Poussaint, a Harvard psychiatrist who helped oversee the study, said approximately 3.5 million households -- representing 7 million youngsters -- spend an hour or less a week in some type of physical activity with their children. The primary obstacle parents cited was their work schedules.





DNA extractable from fingerprints ��Even if the only evidence forensic analysts can pull from a crime scene is a fingerprint smudged beyond recognition, a new technique developed by Canadian scientists soon could harvest enough DNA from the print to produce a genetic identity.





Biometric passports coming soon ��With travel to all corners of the globe accessible by nearly everyone, tracking terrorists has become a daunting task. So imagine a document that contains personal data — from a digital fingerprint to an electronic iris scan. They’re called biometric passports, and they may soon be a reality.





Jerusalem - World Captial? ��While the Vatican, members of the European Union and the UN have endorsed this idea, Israel has always rejected the concept. However, comments by former Prime Israeli Prime Minister Shimon Peres last week indicate that the internationalization of Jerusalem has been gaining wider acceptance in Israel.





It's India Above China in New World Order ��Comparing India and China is to embark on an old puzzle that has fascinated smart people for centuries. The newer question of economic leadership, however—"Which country will overtake the other in the foreseeable future?" —is an urgent and important one, according to a provocative article in the July-August issue of Foreign Policy magazine. It is urgent and important because China and India are thought to be the world's next major powers.
