Eligibility: Any student of an MSMTA member, including adults, may participate. There are no age or grade
restrictions, with one exception for any level of the exam. High school students who are candidates for the
DMA Award must be tested at no lessthan Level 3 in at least four modules, and at a higher level each year
thereafter. Candidatesfor the junior DMA Award may begin at Level 1. They need not adhere to the same
requirements. The modules need not be in consecutive order. Effectivein 1997-98, two levels per year may be
entered and both levelswill count towards DMA points. Scales are compul sory.

Trophies Awards: One form should be submitted to the state chair for each student eligible to receive atrophy.
Photocopies of the examination report card with the judge’ s signature must be submitted for each year.
