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· Mommy I felt His presence
A 10 year old asked to go to adoration... while there, she told her Mother that she felt a tangible, physical warmth from the Eucharist.  It was not coming from the light bulbs or from any other source; it was ONLY warm for her directly in front of monstrance with the Body of Christ...

· Two, three times already...
I have now seen, several times, a three dimensional image of a tortured Christ on the Crucifix;  He's wrapped around the monstrance.  I haven't told many people... of course it could be my imagination, but I'm telling you it's been real to me!...

It's not the first time He's made his presence so obvious to me, the first time was at my son's wake...

· The phone call came...
I was within hours of foreclosure on my house, and I just cried out to Him, "Where ARE you, Lord?!" Then the phone rang.  That prayer was answered...thank you Lord; please help me move forward further...

· I didn't know what else to do for my son...
...so I prayed really hard, before the Blessed Sacrament, and I felt such a wave of relief come over me.  Amazingly, since then, the Doctors have diagnosed a problem, and found a medicine that is working; so school is going MUCH better now.  It all turned around for me when I surrendered my son to The Lord's care in Adoration...

· Remember my prayer(s) for conversion?
You know how I've been praying for my brother's "re-conversion" back to Catholicism?  Well, he called me just recently...and he said he's going to find a Catholic Church to attend (instead of his current non-denominational Christian one.)  I've been telling him how much I enjoy this time before the Blessed Sacrament, and I think he misses the real presence of Our Lord, too!  Praise God!

My husband has looked into the "Inquiry" class to possibly becoming Catholic! I've prayed for this for YEARS;

 but I think Adoration has "hurried" the process!

· Journalling…
Have other people felt the pressing need to write down the “promptings“ they get in Adoration, like I have?  I feel He is giving me IMPORATANT insights…

· I smelt evil...and good
I have smelled that stench of burnt meat; or an electrical smell with no explanation; a few times before; it's a distinctive odor!  Thank God I had been taught that satan can manifest himself in this physical way (with a smell), and also been taught how to rebuke him!  Well, I went to the Blessed Sacrament in Adoration, to pray a profound "Spiritual Warfare" prayer...and was FLABBERGASTED when I smelt that stench of an evil presence after the third paragraph! 

 Of course I felt safe in the Lord's presence, but I blessed myself with Holy Water, and verbally commanded satan and all his evil spirits to leave, and go to the foot of the cross, where Jesus would deal with them.  In a moment, the smell vanished... 

The last time I had smelled this bad smell was at our Parish's Wednesday evening healing Mass, when others received the Sacrament of Anointing. However,  I also have smelled the beautiful scent of roses (with no flowers apparent); Our Blessed Mother (and St. Therese) use this heavenly smell as their "calling card" at times!  Another parishioner told me she smelled roses at our communal Rosary a few months ago...

· So Glad

I am so glad that I have committed to coming to Adoration. At first I thought that I would have a hard time keeping the commitment but not anymore. I feel I have to go there like I am drawn because I now feel that Our Lord Jesus is not adored enough and so few people even know He is there. I have fallen in Love with Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament so much that I feel bad when I don't come for extra time during the week. My soul yearns for that intimacy. I feel a peace come over us...

I have more patience and understanding than before so Jesus is definitely working on my heart and soul. We try to go to Mass daily and she says, “Are we staying for adoration?”  So I definitely see and feel a difference in my life and I know that Jesus is being honored by our presence even if we have bad or good days. He just wants us there.
