We’re hearing (and overhearing) some incredible testimonies about Perpetual Eucharistic Adoration! (as of 12-15-03) 
· I’m feel like I’m dating…
“I am longing for the time when I can receive Holy Communion again, after my annulment come through…My time with The Lord, in Adoration, well, it’s like we’re dating now; and I enjoy the closeness.  But after my annulment, when I can again receive Holy Communion…it’s going to be like we’re married or something!  I yearn for that intimacy with Christ, and I’m so grateful to get to just spend an Hour with Him now.”

· I just had to go and pray…
“One early morning, I just felt compelled to get up and come to the Adoration Chapel.  I’ve been reading St. Faustina’s Diary, and I’m trying to respond more to the simple “promptings” in my life.  Anyway, when I got there, I then felt I needed to pray the Divine Mercy Chaplet (a devotion, prayed on Rosary beads, that is especially effective on behalf of or with the dying.)  I felt I needed to pray for a child; it seemed that there was some sort of abuse situation involved.  I can’t tell many people this, because they wouldn’t understand.  But I was so surprised when I also got a clear prompting, midway through the Chaplet, that I didn’t need to pray for that intention anymore…” 

· It’s working out perfectly…

“I don’t understand it, but it seems that there’s been times I’ve stopped by the Chapel, was able to stay, and have been able to replace an Adorer, who for some reason, couldn’t come that particular day.  It’s been amazing…” 

· My wife though I was nuts…

“I can hardly believe I’ve been able to come adore so regularly.  And my wife told me she though I was crazy for coming at all.  But one time she agreed to come on my behalf, and it seems the Lord got her attention.  She told me she loved that time, and now she’s willing to come again!  You have to know that she was adamantly opposed to the idea of Perpetual Eucharistc Adoration in the first place…” 

· God knew I needed refreshment…

“I was so tired, yet I was so thrilled that Adoration was happening.  And God gave me a “light show” to delight me.  Every time I looked at the Monstrance (cross-shaped holder that cradles Our Lord’s precious Body), the glass covering seemed to reflect the dim lights in unusual ways.  At first I just squinted and looked casually; but then I began noticing that I could see particular images in the reflections.  I could see the outlines of what seemed to me to be various Apostles (I cannnot explain why I felt that was who they were); then the Holy Spirit (in a bird-like form); then the mantle covering Our Lady, and many other images.  What seemed unusual was that the images continued even when I moved to a new position; it didn’t seem that the light angle would allow such reflections to be possible.  It was a small thing, and I could never prove it to someone else, but this experience definitely made me realize how joyful it was to be adoring Christ along with His heavenly family of Saints.”  

· I saw His Holy Face…

I have got to tell you what happened last Friday night.  You know “Anne”?  She saw it too.  I SAW CHRIST’S HEAD BEHIND THE MONSTRANCE.  Yes, I did.  It was up on the wall.  I called up my sister to come see; she came, and she saw it too.  She told me not to tell anyone, because they would think we were making it up.  But I asked the other Adorer who was there, and SHE said she saw Him, too.”  (Note: the other Adorer has never mentioned this experience…maybe she doubts we’d believe?) 

· She kneels the whole time…

“I can hardly believe it, but there’s this Adorer who comes and KNEELS THE WHOLE TIME.  I guess she’s really…I don’t know what to say, but she sure inspires me (to a greater faith in the Real Presence of the Body Blood, Soul and Divinity of Christ!”)

· You never know who is there with you…

“I was in Adoration, and a man came in, who I believe to have a gift of prophecy.  I saw him pull out a notepad, and he began writing and writing, for about 20 minutes.  When he was leaving, I spoke with him, and he said that Our Lord always gives him any messages while he is in Adoration; or immediately after he receives Holy Communion. 

He explained that after Communion, he prays in thanksgiving, instead of writing the messages down right away. Sometimes he jots a note or whispers to his wife what the message was about.  He told me that when it is time to write them, he can “read” them off his memory; word for word.  He said that at times he has been able to write only parts of the messages, and has even lost them (his wife has found them in his shirt, in the laundry.)  When she asks him what Our Lord’s message was, for a particular day (and has the half-finished note, out of the washing machine, for reference) he can recite back her the EXACT same words he has written prevously…Anyway, the message that particular day, received in Adoration (August 2003), was to avoid excessive dependence on technology and new devices…”

· We guard our time…

“I never talk about Adoration with my husband (who is also a scheduled Adorer.)  We just guard that precious; individual, and personal time with God!  I know how meaningful that time is for me, and neither one of us ever want to miss our scheduled Hours.”

· The suicide was so unexpected…

“ I just had to come here tonight…I just found out that a (teen aged) friend of mine committed suicide…Many of our friends are really shaken up pretty bad, and I’m here to pray for those who don’t believe…” 

· Join me in prayer…
“Would you pray with me?  I am really concerned about (my brother, my husband…) He has left the faith, and I so much want him to return and enjoy the real presence of Christ, like I do (here in Adoration)…” 
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
