John Steinbeck’s Of Mice and Men, is a good novel because it presents the reader with interesting characters and situations they are put in.

The main characters of the book are Lennie and George. An interesting characteristic about these two individuals is that they are totally different form each other. George is a small and quick whereas Lennie is strong, huge, and stupid. My favorite character is Lennie because of his innocence and also because he acts funny. The arguments between Lennie and George made me laugh on several occasions. The author did a fine job inserting two main characters in the book who were entirely the opposite from each other. Those two different characters are what made the novel interesting.

In their struggle to make their dream come true, in which they hoped to own a piece of land for themselves, George always reminded Lennie of how their life would be if one day, they were to succeed. Lennie would always trust in what George would say because George feels like he is in control of Lennie and consequently he would obey him. On the other hand, George does not have any faith in Lennie because he is hard-headed and stupid.


In Of Mice and Men, they are several interesting scenes. In one of them George and Lennie go for a job interview. George told Lennie in advance, not to say any nonsense. During the interview George would answer every question Lennie was asked and the only thing Lennie would say was “yes sir”. This was the only time Lennie followed George’s advice and did not cause any trouble.

In another scene of the story Lennie and Curly’s wife talk to each other. Lennie starts to touch her hair and, unfortunately, just like what he did to the furry animals, he kills her unintentionally. What is important to notice is that in this case Curly’s wife provoked him to touch her, talking to him softly and making inciting gestures. The author makes a link between what resulted whenever Lennie played with small furry animals and what happened when he caressed Curly’s wife’s hair.


In conclusion, Of Mice and Men is a good novel in which the author makes use of two entirely different characters. The difference between the main characters is the source of the story’s originality. One suggested writing topic on this matter would be to identify the differences between Lennie and George and justify them by examples taken from the novel.
