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Pack 67 Pinewood Derby Rules
1. The race will be held on Saturday, January 27th, 2007 at the Tyl Middle School.

2. All cars must be built from the standard Pinewood Derby car Kits issued by the Boy Scouts (including car size and weight limitations).  
· The overall width of the car should not exceed 2 ¾”.

· The overall length of the car should not exceed 7”.

· There will be no less than 3/8th “clearance between the bottom of the car and the track.

· Cars must not weight more than 5.0 oz.
· Wheel base may be altered, but may not extend out farther than the front or rear of the car. 
· The minimum length between axles shall be 4 ½ inches.
· You may put your own wheel grooves or holes in the body of the car.

· The wheel axles must be inserted in the cars body, not added underneath the car.
· No alteration to the standard wheels are allowed except light sanding to remove the flashing only.  No reduction in width, diameter or shape is permitted.

· Wheel Bearings, washers & bushings are prohibited

· Cars shall not ride on springs.

· Only powder graphite is permitted for wheel lubrication.
3. All cars must be this year’s model.  Previous years cars are not permitted.

4. Weigh-in will be required on race day morning from 10:30 – 11:00. 
5. Trial runs may be done prior to weigh in.  Once the car has been weighed in, it will be impounded may not be handled again until the participant is called up to race.

6. All decisions of the judges are final.

7. Adult/Sibling races will be run based upon interest level and time.  Adults & siblings must have their own cars.

8. Scout cars will be judged for the most colorful, most scout spirit and best design.

9. Parental assistance is allowed and encouraged, but the scout should be included and expected to do the majority of the work.

10.  Racing will begin immediately after the Opening Ceremony.  Opening will begin promptly at 11:00 AM and NO CARS WILL BE WEIGHED IN AFTER 11:00.
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
