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Dear Fellow Scouter,

Welcome to Pack 93. As a member of the pack you are now allowed to wear the Scouting Uniform. This guide is
designed to help you purchase the various parts of the uniform. Uniforms are most easily purchased at the Scout Store,
1401 Genesee Street where the variety is widest and your purchases are tax free.

CAP:

Tigers-Tiger Cub Cap (Orange)

Wolves-Cub Scout Cap (Blue and Gold)

Bears-Bear Cap (Blue)

Webelos-Webelos Cap. (Olive)

SHIRT:

Tigers wear the Tiger T-Shirt

Wolves and Bears wear the blue uniform shirt.

Jr. and Sr. Webelos have the option of khaki or blue. If you are just now buying one, buy the khaki as he will get
at least two years out of it. The khaki can be worn in Boy Scouts as well. With the khaki shirt, blue ribbons are worn on
the epaulets.

We recommend short sleeve due to the vast amount of activities we do in the Spring through Fall. It is easier to
throw a long sleeve shirt under your short sleeve scout shirt than it is to roll up the shirt sleeves.

NECKERCHIEF & SLIDE:

Tigers do not wear a neckerchief.

Wolves wear the blue and gold neckerchief with the Cub Scout slide

Bears wear the blue neckerchief with the Cub Scout slide

Webelos wear the plaid neckerchief with the Webelos slide.

There is no definitive rule but generally the Wolves and Bears wear their neckerchief under the open collar. Webelos
wear theirs over the color.
BELT:

Tigers, Wolves and Bears may wear the blue belt cut to length with the Cub Scout buckle.

Webelos may wear the blue belt with blue shirt or olive with khaki shirt. In either case they wear the Webelos
belt buckle.

PANTS:

Generally we do not wear the uniform pants but they are optional if you like.
PATCHES-Right Sleeve.

Flag-Supplied with shirt

Den Numeral- You are in den number ____. (Ask your den leader.)

Quality Unit- Pack 93 is a 2003 Quality Unit
PATCHES-Left Sleeve

Council Patch-Revolutionary Trails Council

Pack Numerals-93
OVER LEFT POCKET

World Crest Emblem. (Worn by Scouts in all countries as a sign of brotherhood.)

Pack 93 will supply all badges of rank, arrow points and beads as earned. Your popcorn sales help support your
son's advancement.

The inspection form supplied will guide you through patch placement. Most patches can be ironed on with an
iron set on high. Iron from the back side of the shirt first, then, iron the front. Repeat until you see the glue from the back
side.

Uniforms are to be worn with respect and dignity at official Scouting functions and field trips. The uniform and
the scout inside should be clean at all times. Neckerchiefs and slides are not worn while in the woods.
