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1st Degree Murder


Intent to Kill


Killing during the course of the felony, with the Intent to Kill that person


Killing someone important: cop, judge, peace officer





2nd Degree Murder


Intent to Cause Death OR


Reckless conduct w/depraved indifference OR


Felony Murder (don’t have to prove intent) Course of or flight from specific felonies  OR


Reckless behavior that leads to the death of a child under 11.





Manslaughter I


Intent to cause serious injury which causes the death of that person or another person 








Manslaughter II





Recklessly cause the death of a person OR


Commits Abortion OR


Aids someone in suicide








Criminally Negligent Homicide


Negligence that causes the death of another

Definitions of Culpability





Intentionally ( NEW YORK)- Purposeful (MODEL PENAL CODE) – the individual knew a certain result would occur. Conscious objective. Shooting someone with a gun because you want to kill them.  Natural and probable intent.  





Knowingly - when a person is aware that such conduct or circumstances exists, and that engaging in that conduct will have a particular result.  Ex:  Drug possession.





Recklessly - awareness of a risk, and disregard the risk, gross deviation. (Can’t get out of it with Willful Blindness)





Criminal Negligence - a failure to perceive a risk.  Risk must be an obvious risk that a reasonable person would observe. Ex: Plastic bags in the house that a baby could get into.
