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Personal Jurisdiction





“rem” jurisdiction


The court has obtained actual or constructive custody of some property of the defendant so that it is able (even w/o personal jurisdiction) to render a judgment effective at least to the extent of divesting the defendant of any interest in that property.








Subject Matter Jurisdiction


The courts ability to entertain a given case.  Jurisdiction received from the constitution and laws of the state.


Without Subject Matter jurisdiction, the judgment is void. (infrequent)
