2.1 Model View Control Organization

Model

The model will consist entirely of Bean objects.  Bean objects carry the data that is exchanged between the servlet and the JSP pages.  These are grouped together into the model package because they essentially represent the information that is coming from the database, which will either be viewed by the view package or manipulated by the control.

View
The view will contain a main servlet and JSP pages corresponding to web pages that will be displayed to the users through a web browser.  The web pages will display the information that will be obtained through the Bean objects in the model, and will manipulate that information through the servlets in the control.  The MVC design pattern is upheld here because JSP classes serve only to generate the web pages, which will be viewable to the users; they do not actually manipulate any information.  MVC will also prevent any unauthorized tampering because data is only accessible through the web pages.

Control
The control consists of servlets that will manipulate data in the database.  The control will be manipulated through buttons on the web pages that will be generated by the JSPs.  
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
