The task that I am best qualified for this project is the java coding.

· I have done java for 2 years of classes.

· I am unfamiliar with HTML but it is easy enough to learn.

Coding and Documentation - I plan on being one of the java coders. Just like Erik said, we can document our own code as we go to save time because we are familiar with our own code. Patron Perspective – 
First of we should do accounts for patrons. These accounts will have full name and CC#’s saved. It will save the patrons the hassle of entering in the CC# every time they want to get on our website like eBay and Paypal. So the patron html should have a login and setup account buttons. Accounts will be password protected of course.
Once logged in the patron should have a page that should allow them to 1. Order for takeout or 2. Manage Account or 3. Reserve table or 4. Look at menu.
If the patron chooses to go to Manage account, they can view and or change their personal info. This will be useful if incorrect information was entered earlier or a credit card expired or they would like to use a new default credit card. 
If the patron chooses to Look at menu then a page with the menu should pop up. 
If Order for takeout is chosen then we will do an order on a different page, it will be like the cart for other shopping websites. The patron can add meals to the order. Then they will be told the final amount and the patron would have to approve of the order or cancel it. 
If the patron wants to Reserve a table, then a reservation page will load. The patron will have to specify how many people, date and time. Or we could have a list of available tables and times after they say how many seats are needed (don’t want them reserving a big table for only 2 people if it’s the last open table). We will also inform the customer on this page that cancelled or unattended reservations will be charged a fee to the default Credit Card.
