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Resolution 5

That it is advisable that a consultative body should be formed to which resort may be had, if

desired, by the national Churches, provinces, and extra-provincial dioceses of the Anglican

Communion either for information or for advice, and that the Archbishop of Canterbury be

requested to take such steps as he may think most desirable for the creation of this consultative

body.
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Resolution 54

The existing Central Consultative Body shall be reconstructed on representative lines as follows:

(a) It shall consist of the Archbishop of Canterbury (ex officio) and of representative bishops

appointed as follows: Province of Canterbury 1, Province of York 1, the Church of Ireland 1, the

Episcopal Church in Scotland 1, the Protestant Episcopal Church in the United States of America

4, the Church of England in Canada 1, the Church of England in the Dioceses of Australia and

Tasmania 1, the Church of the Province of New Zealand 1, the Province of the West Indies 1, the

Church of the Province of South Africa 1, and the Church of Japan 1, the missionary and other

extra-provincial bishops under the jurisdiction of the Archbishop of Canterbury 1. Total 18.

(b) The foregoing scheme of representation shall be open to revision from time to time by the

Lambeth Conference.

(c) The mode of appointing these representative bishops shall be left to the Churches that appoint.

A representative bishop may be appointed for one year or for any number years, and need not be

a member of the body which appoints him. Each member shall retain office until the election of his

successor has been duly notified to the Archbishop of Canterbury.

(d) For the purpose of appointing the bishop who is to represent the body of missionary and other

extra-provincial bishops under the jurisdiction of the Archbishop of Canterbury, each of those

bishops shall be requested by the Archbishop of Canterbury to nominate a bishop to him. The list

of bishops so nominated shall be then sent to all the bishops entitled to vote, and each of them

shall, if he thinks fit to vote, send to the Archbishop the name of the one in the list for whom he

votes. The largest number of votes shall carry the election.
Resolution 55

The Central Consultative Body shall be prepared to receive consultative communications from any

bishop, but shall, in considering them, have careful regard to any limitations upon such references

which may be imposed by provincial regulation.
Resolution 56

The Consultative Body shall not at any meeting come to a decision on any subject not named in

the notice summoning the meeting.
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Resolution 44

Consultative Body

In order to prevent misapprehension the Conference declares that the Consultative Body, created

by the Lambeth Conference of 1897 and consolidated by the Conference of 1908, is a purely

advisory body. It is of the nature of a continuation committee of the whole Conference and neither

possesses nor claims any executive or administrative power. It is framed so as to represent all

branches of the Anglican Communion and it offers advice only when advice is asked for.

1. The existing Consultative Body shall be reconstructed on the following plan of

representation: It shall consist of the Archbishop of Canterbury (ex officio) and of

representative bishops appointed as follows: Province of Canterbury 1, Province of York

1, Province of Wales 1, the Church of Ireland 1, the Episcopal Church in Scotland 1, the

Protestant Episcopal Church in the United States of America 4, the Church of England in

Canada 1, the Church of England in the Dioceses of Australia and Tasmania 1, the

Church of the Province of New Zealand 1, the Church of the Province of the West Indies

1, the Church of the Province of South Africa 1, the Church of the Province of India and

Ceylon 1, the Churches in China and Japan and the Diocese of Corea 1, the missionary

and other extra-provincial bishops under the jurisdiction of the Archbishop of Canterbury

1. Total 18.

2. The Churches that appoint representatives shall be free to fix the method of appointment,

whether by the House of Bishops or by synod or convention. A representative bishop shall

be appointed for a definite term not exceeding six years, and need not be a member of the

body which appoints him. Any vacancy by death, resignation, or other cause, during the

term of office shall be filled by the Church in the representation of which the vacancy

occurs.
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3. For the purpose of appointing the bishop who is to represent the body of missionary and

other extra-provincial bishops under the jurisdiction of the Archbishop of Canterbury, each

of those bishops shall be requested by the Archbishop of Canterbury to nominate a bishop

to him. The list of bishops so nominated shall be be then sent to all the bishops entitled to

vote, and each of them shall, if he thinks fit to vote, send to the Archbishop the name of

the one in that list for whom he votes. The largest number of votes shall carry the election.

4. The Central Consultative Body shall be prepared to consider questions referred to it by

any bishop, but shall, before considering as well as in considering them, have careful

regard to any limitations upon such references as may be imposed by the regulations of

provinces or of national or regional Churches.

5. The Consultative Body shall not at any meeting come to a decision on any subject not

named in the notice summoning the meeting.
Resolution 45

Consultative Body

The Consultative Body is asked to take into its consideration the provisions of the Colonial Clergy

Act with a view to their modification.
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Resolution 50

The Anglican Communion - The Consultative Body

a. The Conference reaffirms the opinion expressed in Resolution 44 of the Lambeth

Conference of 1920, "that the Consultative Body is of the nature of a continuation

committee of the Lambeth Conference, and neither possesses nor claims any executive

or administrative power." The Conference recommends that:

b. The Consultative Body should be prepared to advise on questions of

faith, order, policy or administration, referred to it by any bishop or group of bishops,

calling in expert advisers at its discretion, and reserving the right to decline to entertain

any particular question.

Consequently, the Committee of Students of Liturgical Questions appointed in accordance

with Resolution 38 of the Lambeth Conference of 1920 need not be reappointed.

c. The usual duties of the Consultative Body of the Lambeth Conference should be:

i. To carry on the work left to it by the preceding Conference.

ii. To assist the Archbishop of Canterbury in the preparation of the business of the

ensuing Conference.

iii. To deal with matters referred to the Archbishop of Canterbury on which he

requests its aid.
iv. To deal with matters referred to it by any bishop or group of bishops, subject to

any limitations upon such references which may be imposed by the regulations of

local and regional Churches.

d. Hereafter the members of the Consultative Body should consist of not less than 18

members, appointed to represent the Lambeth Conference by the Archbishop of

Canterbury, with due regard to regional requirements, after consultation with the

metropolitans and presiding bishops: vacancies being filled in the same way. Further, the

first appointment should be made within 18 months of this meeting of the Conference, the

present Consultative Body continuing to function in the meantime, and those then

appointed should hold office until the next meeting of the Conference.
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Resolution 80

The Anglican Communion - An Advisory Council

(a) The Conference is of opinion that the setting up of an advisory council on missionary strategy

would enable the whole Anglican Communion to deal effectively with matters of world-wide

strategy which concern the task God has entrusted to it and the welfare of the whole Communion;

that the organisation and work of the council should follow the lines suggested in the Committee's

Report; and that such an advisory council should be established as soon as possible.

(b) We recommend that the proposed advisory council on missionary strategy shall work in close

conjunction with all Councils on Foreign Relations which are or may be set up by constituent

Churches of the Anglican Communion.
Resolution 81

The Anglican Communion - Appointment of Officers

To promote closer co-operation and a clearer understanding between the different parts of the

Anglican Communion, the Conference is of opinion that a responsible officer should be appointed

in each national or regional Church to keep in touch with the different Churches and to secure a

regular exchange of information between them.
Resolution 87

The Anglican Communion - A Congress

The Conference welcomes the suggestion that a congress representative of the Anglican

Communion be held if possible in June 1953, and respectfully requests the President to take steps

toward this end.
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Resolution 16

Church Unity and the Church Universal - Wider Episcopal Fellowship

The Conference reaffirms Resolution 74, passed by the Lambeth Conference 1948, regarding "A

Larger Episcopal Unity," and strongly recommends that within the next five years the Archbishop of

Canterbury should invite to a conference representative bishops from each province of the

Anglican Communion, together with representative bishops from each Church possessing the

historic episcopate with which Churches and provinces of the Anglican Communion are in full

communion or in a relation of intercommunion.
Resolution 37

Church Unity and the Church Universal - The Jerusalem Archbishopric

The Conference urges that at every stage reference be made to the Lambeth Consultative Body.
Resolution 61

Progress in the Anglican Communion Missionary Appeal

The Conference, while reaffirming the opinion expressed in Resolution 44 of the Lambeth

Conference of 1920 that the Consultative Body is of the nature of a continuation committee of the

Lambeth Conference, recommends that its duties and composition should be redefined as follows:

(a) The duties of the Consultative Body shall be:

(i) to carry on work left to it by the preceding Conference;

(ii) to assist the Archbishop of Canterbury in the preparation of business of the ensuing

Conference;

(iii) to consider matters referred to the Archbishop of Canterbury on which he requests its aid and

to advise him;

(iv) to advise on questions of faith, order, policy, or administration referred to it by any bishop or

group of bishops, calling in expert advisers at its discretion, and reserving the right to decline to

entertain any particular question;

(v) to deal with matters referred to it by the Archbishop of Canterbury or by any bishop or group of

bishops, subject to any limitations upon such references which may be imposed by the regulations

of local and regional Churches;

(vi) to take such action in the discharge of the above duties as may be appropriate, subject to the

condition that with regard to Churches, provinces and dioceses of the Anglican Communion its

functions are advisory only and without executive or administrative power.
(b) The Consultative Body shall consist of:

(i) The Archbishop of Canterbury as ex officio Chairman, and the Archbishop of York;

(ii) The primates or presiding bishops of national or provincial Churches in the following countries

or areas: Wales; Ireland; Scotland; USA; Canada; India, Pakistan, Burma, and Ceylon; Australia;

New Zealand; South Africa; West Indies; Japan; China; West Africa; Central Africa; Middle East.

(iii) Such members to represent other dioceses under the jurisdiction of the Archbishop of

Canterbury as he may appoint.

Each member shall have the right to nominate a bishop to take his place at any meeting which he

is unable to attend.

(c) The Archbishop of Canterbury with the approval of the Consultative Body shall appoint a

secretary, to serve under the directions of the Archbishop, who may, if the Advisory Council so

agrees, be also the Secretary of that Council.

(d) The Consultative Body shall meet when summoned by the Archbishop of Canterbury or on his

behalf; and in between meetings may conduct business by correspondence. All minutes and

papers shall be sent to every member and if so desired to alternates also.

(e) Expenses incurred on behalf of the Consultative Body shall be borne by the fund provided for

the Advisory Council on Missionary Strategy, if that Council so agrees.
Resolution 131

The Family in Contemporary Society - The Mutual Exchange of Information

The Conference, believing that a need exists within the Anglican Communion for a far greater

sharing of study, and that, especially in areas where research is advancing rapidly, and where

social and political changes are pressing, the usefulness of the Anglican Communion, under God,

depends upon the maintenance of the closest possible relations between the provinces and their

various activities of exploration and investigation, and recommends that His Grace the President

and the Consultative Body consider and adopt appropriate means of establishing and maintaining

such common conversations and mutual exchange.
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Resolution 18

The Study of Social and Political Change

The Conference recommends that the provinces should set up study groups, Anglican and

ecumenical, to study the documents on all aspects of violent and non-violent social and political

change.

In view of the urgent nature of this matter, it further recommends that these groups promptly report

their findings and recommendations to the Anglican Consultative Council or Lambeth Consultative

Body, which will make them generally available to the Anglican Communion.
Resolution 35

The Ministry - Ordination of Women to the Priesthood

The Conference requests every national and regional Church or province to give careful study to

the question of the ordination of women to the priesthood and to report its findings to the Anglican

Consultative Council (or Lambeth Consultative Body) which will make them generally available to

the Anglican Communion.
Resolution 36

The Ministry - Ordination of Women to the Priesthood

The Conference requests the Anglican Consultative Council (or Lambeth Consultative Body)

(a) to initiate consultations with other Churches which have women in their ordained ministry and

with those which have not;

(b) to distribute this information thus secured throughout the Anglican Communion.
Resolution 37

The Ministry - Ordination of Women to the Priesthood

The Conference recommends that, before any national or regional Church or province makes a

final decision to ordain women to the priesthood, the advice of the Anglican Consultative Council

(or Lambeth Consultative Body) be sought and carefully considered.
Resolution 38

The Ministry - Ordination of Women to the Priesthood

The Conference recommends that, in the meantime, national or regional Churches or provinces

should be encouraged to make canonical provision, where this does not exist, for duly qualified

women to share in the conduct of liturgical worship, to preach, to baptize, to read the Epistle and

Gospel at the Holy Communion, and to help in the distribution of the elements.
Resolution 39

The Ministry - The Episcopate

The Conference recommends that bishops should have opportunities of training for their office and

requests the Anglican Consultative Council to make provision for such training where regional

Churches are unable to do so.
Resolution 62

The Role of the Anglican Communion - The Anglican Presence in Geneva

The Conference recommends that the Anglican presence in Geneva should be strengthened, and

that the Lambeth Consultative Body (or its successor) should take appropriate steps to effect this.
Resolution 65

The Role of the Anglican Communion - General Episcopal Consultation

The Conference recommends:

(a) That a General Episcopal Consultation (drawn from many countries) be held in the near future,

and expresses the hope that the Archbishop of Canterbury will take the initiative in sending

invitations primarily to those Churches which are in full or partial communion with the See of

Canterbury or with other provinces of the Anglican Communion.

(b) That Regional Episcopal Consultations should be held on a wider basis of representation than

that suggested for the General Episcopal Consultation, under such local auspices and

arrangements as seem appropriate and helpful in each region.
Resolution 66

The Role of the Anglican Communion - Inter-Anglican Structures

The Conference approves the recommendations listed under the general heading "Inter-Anglican

Structures" in the Report of Section III.
Resolution 67

The Role of the Anglican Communion - Mutual Responsibility and Interdependence

(a) The Conference records its gratitude for the concept of mutual responsibility and

interdependence in the Body of Christ, and for the renewed sense of responsibility for each other

which it has created within our Communion.

(b) The Conference believes that a developing MRI has a vital contribution to make to our

relationships within the whole Church of God. It therefore summons our Churches to a deeper

commitment to Christ's mission through a wide partnership of prayer, by sharing sacrificially and

effectively their manpower and money, and by a readiness to learn from each other.

(c) The Conference urges that serious attention be paid to the need for co-operation, at every level

of Anglican and ecumenical life, in the planning, implementing, and review of all work undertaken,

along the line set out in the Report of Section III.

(d) The Conference believes that the time has come for a reappraisal of the policies, methods, and

areas of responsibility of the Anglican Communion in discharging its share of the mission of Christ

and that there is a need for a renewed sense of urgency.
Resolution 68

The Role of the Anglican Communion - Budgets

The Conference approves the approximate budgets for 1969, 1970 and 1971 submitted by the ad

hoc finance committee and asks the member Churches to support this Central Budget according to

the present tables of apportionment.
Resolution 69

The Role of the Anglican Communion - Anglican Consultative Council

The Conference accepts and endorses the appended proposals concerning the Anglican

Consultative Council and its Constitution and submits them to the member Churches of the

Anglican Communion for approval. Approval shall be by a two-thirds majority of the member

Churches and shall be signified to the Secretary of the Lambeth Consultative Body not later than

31 October 1969.

Anglican Consultative Council ANGLICAN CONSULTATIVE COUNCIL Functions 1. To share

information about developments in one or more provinces with the other parts of the Communion

and to serve as needed as an instrument of common action.

2. To advise on inter-Anglican, provincial, and diocesan relationships, including the division of

provinces, the formation of new provinces and of regional councils, and the problems of extraprovincial

dioceses.

3. To develop as far as possible agreed Anglican policies in the world mission of the Church and to

encourage national and regional Churches to engage together in developing and implementing

such policies by sharing their resources of manpower, money, and experience to the best

advantage of all.

4. To keep before national and regional Churches the importance of the fullest possible Anglican

collaboration with other Christian Churches.

5. To encourage and guide Anglican participation in the ecumenical movement and the ecumenical

organisations; to co-operate with the World Council of Churches and the world confessional bodies

on behalf of the Anglican Communion; and to make arrangements for the conduct of pan-Anglican

conversations with the Roman Catholic Church, the Orthodox Churches, and other Churches.
6. To advise on matters arising out of national or regional Church union negotiations or

conversations and on subsequent relations with united Churches.

7. To advise on problems on inter-Anglican communication and to help in the dissemination of

Anglican and ecumenical information.

8. To keep in review the needs that may arise for further study and, where necessary, to promote

inquiry and research.

Constitution Membership

1. The Council shall be constituted initially with a membership according to the Schedule below.

With the assent of two-thirds of the metropolitans, it shall have power to make alterations in the

Schedule as changing circumstances may require.

2. Members shall be chosen as provincial, national, or regional machinery provides. Alternates

shall be named by each Church and shall be invited to attend if a Church would otherwise be

unrepresented for a whole session of the Council.

3. The Council shall have power to co-opt as set out in the Schedule of Membership.

4. The term of office for members appointed according to the Schedule, and for co-opted

members, shall be six years. Except as provided in the recommendation below for the initial

period, members shall be ineligible for immediate re-election. Bishops and other clerical members

shall cease to be members on retirement from ecclesiastical office, and all members shall similarly

cease to be members on moving to another regional Church or province of the Anglican

Communion. Casual vacancies shall be filled by the appointing bodies, and persons thus

appointed shall serve for the unexpired term.

5. The Council shall have the right to call in advisers, Anglicans or others, at its discretion.

6.Officers.

(a) The Archbishop of Canterbury shall be President of the Council and, when present, shall

preside at the inaugural session of each meeting of the Council. He shall be ex officio a member of

its committees.

(b) The Council shall elect a Chairman and Vice-Chairman from its own number, who shall hold

office for six years.

(c) The Council shall appoint for a specified term a Secretary, who shall be known as the Secretary

General of the Council, and shall determine his duties.

7.Frequency of Meetings.

The Council shall meet every two years at the call of the Chairman in consultation with the

President and the Secretary General.

8.Standing Committee

The Council shall appoint a Standing Committee of nine members, which shall include the

Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the Council. The Secretary General shall be its Secretary. The

Standing Committee shall meet annually. It shall have the right to call advisers.

9.Locality of Meetings.

As far as possible, the Council and its Standing Committee shall meet in various parts of the world.

10.Budget

The Council shall produce an annual budget, including the stipend and expenses of the Secretary

General, his staff, and office, and this shall be apportioned among the member Churches of the

Anglican Communion.

Amendment of the Constitution 11. Amendments to this Constitution shall be submitted by the

Council to the constitutional bodies of the member Churches and must be ratified by two-thirds of

such bodies.
membership, at the beginning one-third of the delegates shall be appointed as elected for a twoyear

period, one-third for a four-year period, and the remaining third for a single period of six

years. Those elected for a two-year or four-year period shall be eligible for appointment for one

further period of six years. Thereafter all appointments or elections shall be for six years.

Schedule of Membership The membership of the Council shall be as follows:

(a) The Archbishop of Canterbury (b) Three from each of the following, consisting of a bishop, a

priest or deacon, and a lay person: The Church of England; The Episcopal Church of the United

States of America; The Church of India, Pakistan, Burma, and Ceylon; The Anglican Church of

Canada; The Church of England in Australia.

(c) Two from each of the following, consisting of a bishop, and a priest, deacon, or lay person: The

Church in Wales; The Church in Ireland; The Episcopal Church in Scotland; The Church of the

Province of South Africa; The Church of the Province of West Africa; The Church of the Province

of Central Africa; The Church of the Province of East Africa; The Church of the Province of

Uganda, Rwanda, and Burundi; The Church of the Province of New Zealand; The Church of the

Province of the West Indies; Nippon Sei Ko Ki; The Archbishopric in Jerusalem; The Council of the

Church of South-East Asia; The South Pacific Anglican Council; Latin America; any province of the

Anglican Communion not at present represented.

(d) Co-opted members: The Council shall have power to co-opt up to six additional members, of

whom at least two shall be women and two lay persons not over 28 years of age at the time of

appointment.
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Resolution 12

Anglican Conferences, Councils and Meetings

The Conference asks the Archbishop of Canterbury, as President of the Lambeth Conference and

President of the Anglican Consultative Council, with all the Primates of the Anglican Communion,

within one year to initiate consideration of the way to relate together the international conferences,

councils, and meetings within the Anglican Communion so that the Anglican Communion may best

serve God within the context of the one, holy, catholic, and apostolic Church.
Resolution 13

Lambeth Conferences

In order that the guardianship of the faith may be exercised as a collegial responsibility of the

whole episcopate, the Conference affirms the need for Anglican bishops from every diocese to

meet together in the tradition of the Lambeth Conference and recommends that the calling of any

future Conference should continue to be the responsibility of the Archbishop of Canterbury, and

that he should be requested to make his decision in consultation with the other Primates. While

recognising the great value which many set on the link with Canterbury, we believe that a

Conference could well be held in some other province.
Resolution 16

Sharing Resources

The Conference asks the Anglican Consultative Council to assist the member Churches to develop

a more effective system for responding to needs identified in Partners In Mission consultations,

including the sharing of resources, both of people and of material things.
Resolution 17

New Dioceses

The Conference urges that, when a new diocese is created,

1. adequate financial support should be underwritten by the member Churches concerned, and/or

by the Partners in Mission of the new diocese, to insure against unforeseen financial difficulties;

2. adequate provision should be made for the stipend of the bishop, preferably through the

creation of an episcopal endowment fund;

3. when, owing to unforeseen circumstances, a new diocese is faced with financial problems and

deficits, it should be aided financially by the member Church concerned and/or by the Partners in

Mission of the new diocese;

4. these matters be referred for the consideration of the Anglican Consultative Council at its

earliest convenience.
Resolution 21

Women in the Priesthood

1. The Conference notes that since the last Lambeth Conference in 1968, the Diocese of Hong

Kong, the Anglican Church of Canada, the Episcopal Church in the United States of America, and

the Church of the Province of New Zealand have admitted women to the presbyterate, and that

eight other member Churches of the Anglican Communion have now either agreed or approved in

principle or stated that there are either no fundamental or no theological objections to the

ordination of women to the historic threefold ministry of the Church.

We also note that other of its member Churches have not yet made a decision on the matter.

Others again have clearly stated that they do hold fundamental objections to the ordination of

women to the historic threefold ministry of the Church.

2. The Conference acknowledges that both the debate about the ordination of women as well as

the ordinations themselves have, in some Churches, caused distress and pain to many on both

sides. To heal these and to maintain and strengthen fellowship is a primary pastoral responsibility

of all, and especially of the bishops.

3. The Conference also recognises

(a) the autonomy of each of its member Churches, acknowledging the legal right of each

Church to make its own decision about the appropriateness of admitting women to Holy

Orders;

(b) that such provincial action in this matter has consequences of the utmost significance for

the Anglican Communion as a whole.

4. The Conference affirms its commitment to the preservation of unity within and between all

member Churches of the Anglican Communion.

5. The Conference therefore

(a) encourages all member Churches of the Anglican Communion to continue in communion

with one another, notwithstanding the admission of women (whether at present or in the

future) to the ordained ministry of some member Churches;

(b) in circumstances in which the issue of the ordination of women has caused, or may cause,

problems of conscience, urges that every action possible be taken to ensure that all

baptized members of the Church continue to be in communion with their bishop and that

every opportunity be given for all members to work together in the mission of the Church

irrespective of their convictions regarding this issue;

(c) requests the Anglican Consultative Council

(i) to use its good offices to promote dialogue between those member Churches

which ordain women and those which do not, with a view to exploring ways in

which the fullest use can be made of women's gifts within the total ministry of

the Church in our Communion; and

(ii) to maintain, and wherever possible extend, the present dialogue with

Churches outside the Anglican family.

6. Consistent with the foregoing, this Conference

(a) declares its acceptance of those member Churches which now ordain women, and urges

that they respect the convictions of those provinces and dioceses which do not;

(b) declares its acceptance of those member Churches which do not ordain women, and

urges that they respect the convictions of those provinces and dioceses which do.

(c) With regard to women who have been ordained in the Anglican Communion being

authorised to exercise their ministry in provinces which have not ordained women, we

recommend that, should synodical authority be given to enable them to exercise it, it be

exercised only

(i) where pastoral need warrants and

(ii) where such a ministry is agreeable to the bishop, clergy, and people where the

ministry is to be exercised and where it is approved by the legally responsible

body of the parish, area, or institution where such a ministry is to be exercised.

7. We recognise that our accepting this variety of doctrine and practice in the Anglican Communion

may disappoint the Roman Catholic, Orthodox, and Old Catholic Churches, but we wish to make it

clear

(a) that the holding together of diversity within a unity of faith and worship is part

of the Anglican heritage;

(b) that those who have taken part in ordinations of women to the priesthood

believe that these ordinations have been into [sic.] the historic ministry of the

Church as the Anglican Communion has received it; and

(c) that we hope the dialogue between these other Churches and the member

Churches of our Communion will continue because we believe that we still

have understanding of the truth of God and his will to learn from them as

together we all move towards a fuller catholicity and a deeper fellowship in

the Holy Spirit.

8. This Conference urges that further discussions about the ordination of women be held within a

wider consideration of theological issues of ministry and priesthood.

Resolution 23

Liturgical Information

The Conference welcomes and commends the adoption of a common structure for the Eucharist

as an important unifying factor in our Communion and ecumenically. We ask provincial liturgical

committees to continue to keep in touch with one another by circulating work in progress to the

chairmen of the other liturgical committees through the good offices of the Secretary General of

the Anglican Consultative Council.
Resolution 25

An Anglican Doctrinal Commission

The Conference endorses the proposal suggested in Resolution 8 of the third (Trinidad, 1976)

meeting of the Anglican Consultative Council, to set up an inter-Anglican theological and doctrinal

advisory commission, and asks the Standing Committee of the ACC to establish the commission

with the advice of the primates, and the primates and provinces, by whatever means they feel

best, to review its work after a period of not more than five years.
Resolution 30

Inter-Church Relations: Definitions of Terms

The Conference requests the Anglican Consultative Council, in consultation with other Churches,

to formulate appropriate definitions of terms used in inter-Church relations.
Resolution 33

The Anglican-Roman Catholic International Commission

This Conference:

1. welcomes the work of the Anglican-Roman Catholic International Commission which was set up

jointly by the Lambeth Conference of 1968 and by the Vatican Secretariat for Promoting Christian

Unity;

2. recognises in the three Agreed Statements of this Commission* a solid achievement, one in

which we can recognise the faith of our Church, and hopes that they will provide a basis for

sacramental sharing between our two Communions if and when the finished Statements are

approved by the respective authorities of our Communions;

3. invites ARCIC to provide further explication of the Agreed Statements in consideration of

responses received by them;

4. commends to the appropriate authorities in each Communion further consideration of the

implications of the Agreed Statements in the light of the report of the Joint Preparatory

Commission (the Malta Report received bringing about a closer sharing between our two

Communions in life, worship, and mission;

5. asks the Secretary General of the Anglican Consultative Council to bring this Resolution to the

attention of the various synods of the Anglican Communion for discussion and action;

6. asks that in any continuing Commission, the Church of the South and the East be adequately

represented.

Anglican-Roman Catholic International Commission (ARCIC I) * "Eucharistic Doctrine" (the

Windsor Statement, 1971), "Ministry and Ordination" (Canterbury, 1973), and "Authority in the

Church" (Venice, 1976).
Resolution 35

Anglican-Orthodox Theological Dialogue

The Conference:

1. welcomes the achievement of the Anglican-Orthodox Joint Doctrinal Commission as expressed

in the Moscow Agreed Statement of 1976, and believes that this goes far to realise the hopes

about Anglican-Orthodox dialogue expressed at Lambeth 1968;

2. requests the Anglican-Orthodox Joint Doctrinal Commission to continue to explore the

fundamental questions of doctrinal agreement and disagreement in our Churches; and to promote

regional groups for theological dialogue which would bring to the Commission not only reactions to

their work, but also theological issues arising out of local experience;

3. requests that all member Churches of the Anglican Communion should consider omitting the

Filioque from the Nicene Creed, and that the Anglican-Orthodox Joint Doctrinal Commission

through the Anglican Consultative Council should assist them in presenting the theological issues

to their appropriate synodical bodies and should be responsible for any necessary consultation

with other Churches of the Western tradition.

Resolution 3

"Baptism, Eucharist and Ministry": Report of the Faith and Order Commission of the World

Council of Churches

This Conference:

1. Welcomes the text "Baptism, Eucharist and Ministry" (BEM) as a contribution of great

significance in the search for the visible unity of the Church and notes that the ecumenical climate

has already been much improved by it in many places. It recognizes this text to be one part of a

wider agenda in which the Faith and Order Commission of the World Council of Churches is

engaged. It values the consonance between BEM and the bilateral and other multilateral dialogues

in which Anglicans are engaged and the fact that BEM enables us to see a convergence towards

substantial agreement in faith and practice between many Communions.

2. Endorses the view of the provincial responses that Anglicans can recognize to a large extent in

the text of "Baptism, Eucharist and Ministry" 'the faith of the Church through the ages.' 3.

Considers that Anglicans can draw important consequences from "Baptism, Eucharist and

Ministry" for their relations with other Churches, particularly with those Churches which also

recognize the text as an expression of the apostolic faith.

4. Recommends that provinces take guidance from the text for their worship, educational, ethical

and spiritual life and witness.

5. Encourages the Faith and Order Commission of the World Council of Churches to pursue its

work to develop the convergences of "Baptism, Eucharist and Ministry" and the study on "Towards

Common Expression of the Apostolic Faith Today" within the context of the study on "Unity and

Renewal." Anglicans urge the Faith and Order Commission to resume its work on structures of

authority and decision-making in order that the work of the bilateral dialogues may be seen in a

broader context.

6. Recommends that formal response be sought from those provinces that have not yet replied to

the World Council of Churches; asks the Anglican Consultative Council to find ways of promoting a

continuing reception of the BEM text in all provinces of the Anglican Communion; and hopes that

sufficient finances and personal resources will be set aside for this to be carried out effectively.

Baptism and Christian union World Council of Churches. Commission on Faith and Order The

Four BEM Questions The Faith and Order Commission of the WCC asked the Churches to

prepare an official response to BEM at the highest appropriate level of authority. Four questions

were to be answered:

1. the extent to which your Church can recognize in this text the faith of the Church through the

ages.

In the light of the provincial responses it is clear that Anglicans can recognise to an impressive

degree the faith of the Church through the ages.

BEM is found to be a positive document, balanced and comprehensive, in the subjects it treats. In

each of the three areas of baptism, eucharist and ministry we look forward to an even greater

development of the convergence.

In the area of baptism more work needs to be done on the inter-relationship of the various parts of

the initiation process and the strengthening of the theme of covenant in relation to baptism. In the

area of eucharist we should like to ensure that the anamnesis of the mighty acts of God in Christ

remains focused upon his saving death and resurrection, and that while at every eucharist the true

president is Christ, an ordained priest ought to preside. In the area of ministry we look for a fuller

treatment of the ministries of all the baptized and clarification of the nature of priesthood and the

respective roles of bishops, presbyters and deacons. In particular we think it important to develop

work on the personal, collegial and communal forms of ministry exercised at every point in the

Church's corporate life. It would be helpful to Anglicans if work on the ordination of women to the

priesthood was developed in the context of the multilateral dialogue.

The responses from the provinces detect three underlying issues of a more general nature that

need continuing exploration: the relation between Scripture, Tradition and traditions; the nature of

the sacraments, their efficacy and their relation to the word; the ecclesiology implicit in the text of

BEM.

2. the consequences your Church can draw from this text for its relations and dialogues with other

Churches, particularly with those Churches who also recognize the text as an expression of the

apostolic faith.

We should like to develop the ecumenical consequences of the fact that our common baptism is a

basic bond of unity. The responses of the provinces to BEM encourage us to take up specific

matters with particular partners in dialogue: the theology and practice of baptism with those who

practice only "believers" baptism; the question of eucharistic hospitality with Churches with whom

we have no eucharistic fellowship; the mutual recognition of ministries, and particularly the role of

the episcopate as a sign of unity and continuity.

3. the guidance your Church can take from this text for its worship, educational, ethical, and

spiritual life and witness.

We recognize that BEM brings to expression the fruits of recent liturgical revision in our

Communion and in others. The text challenges Anglicans to reform their own lives and practice in

the areas of: preparation for baptism, and the continuing nurture of the baptized; the eucharist as

the centre from which Christians go out to work as reconcilers in a broken world; the theology and

practice of the diaconate, the complementarity of women and men in ministry, and the exercise of

episcopacy.

4. the suggestions your Church can make for the ongoing work of Faith and Order as it relates the

material of this text on "Baptism, Eucharist and Ministry" to its long-range research project,

"Towards the Common Expression of the Apostolic Faith Today."

We look forward to the developing study on "Towards the Common Expression of the Apostolic

Faith Today." In light of the work of the bilateral dialogues on authority, Anglicans encourage the

Faith and Order Commission to resume as soon as possible the earlier study "How does the

Church Teach Authoritatively Today?" The study on the 'Unity of the Church and the Renewal of

Human Community' will help to locate the search for the visible unity of the Church in the proper

context of God's mission to the world for the sake of the Kingdom.
Resolution 10

Baptist World Alliance

This Conference:

1. Gives thanks for the many dialogues which are taking place between the Anglican Communion

and other Christian Churches and for the closer fellowship which these dialogues have enabled

between us.

2. In the light of the growing reception of "Baptism, Eucharist and Ministry," believes that the time

is ripe for a dialogue between the Anglican Communion and the Baptist World Alliance.

3. Requests the Anglican Consultative Council to initiate conversations with the Baptist World

Alliance with a view to the beginning of such a dialogue.
Resolution 12

United Churches in full communion

This Conference:

1. Expresses its gratitude for the presence of bishops from the Church of South India, the Church

of North India, the Church of Bangladesh and the Church of Pakistan, acknowledging that their

presence reminds us that our commitment as Anglicans is to the wider unity of the Church.

2. Affirms the request of ACC-7 (Resolution 17) that all United Churches with which the Churches

of the Anglican Communion are in full communion be invited to accept full membership in the

Lambeth Conference and the Primates Meeting (as is already the case with the Anglican

Consultative Council).

3. Welcomes the proposals entitled "Ministry in a Uniting Church" of the Covenanted Churches in

Wales, and insofar as the Welsh proposals are similar to the North India and Pakistan Scheme,

sees no difficulties in relation to the question of full communion if such proposals are brought to

fruition.

4. Encourages the development of similar proposals in other parts of the world.

Church of Bangladesh Church of North India Church of Pakistan Church of South India The term

"united Churches in full communion" is used of those Churches where Anglicans have entered into

union with Christians of other traditions. These Churches are in full communion with the Churches

of the Anglican Communion.
Resolution 18

The Anglican Communion: Identity and Authority

This Conference:

1. Resolves that the new Inter-Anglican Theological and Doctrinal Commission (or a specially

appointed inter-Anglican commission) be asked to undertake as a matter of urgency a further

exploration of the meaning and nature of communion; with particular reference to the doctrine of

the Trinity, the unity and order of the Church, and the unity and community of humanity.
2.(a) Urges that encouragement be given to a developing collegial role for the Primates Meeting

under the presidency of the Archbishop of Canterbury, so that the Primates Meeting is able to

exercise an enhanced responsibility in offering guidance on doctrinal, moral and pastoral matters.

(b) Recommends that in the appointment of any future Archbishop of Canterbury, the Crown

Appointments Commission be asked to bring the Primates of the Communion into the process of

consultation.

3. Resolves that the Lambeth Conference as a conference of bishops of the Anglican Communion

should continue in the future, at appropriate intervals.

4. Recommends that regional conferences of the Anglican Communion should meet between

Lambeth Conferences as and when the region concerned believes it to be appropriate; and in the

event of these regional conferences being called, it should be open to the region concerned to

make them representative of clergy and laity as well as bishops.

5. Recommends that the ACC continue to fulfil the functions defined in its Constitution (developed

as a consequence of Resolution 69 of the 1968 Lambeth Conference) and affirmed by the

evaluation process reported to ACC-6 (see "Bonds of Affection," pp 23-27); in particular to

continue its consultative, advisory, liaison and communication roles within the Communion (and to

do so in close co-operation with the Primates Meeting).

6. Requests the Archbishop of Canterbury, with all the Primates of the Anglican Communion, to

appoint an advisory body on Prayer Books of the Anglican Communion. The body should be

entrusted with the task of offering encouragement, support and advice to Churches of the

Communion in their work of liturgical revision as well as facilitating mutual consultation concerning,

and review of, their Prayer Books as they are developed with a view to ensuring:

(a) the public reading of the Scriptures in a language understood by the people and instruction of

the whole people of God in the scriptural faith by means of sermons and catechisms; (b) the use of

the two sacraments ordained by Christ, Baptism with water in the threefold name, and Holy

Communion with bread and wine and explicit intention to obey our Lord's command; (c) the use of

forms of episcopal ordination to each of the three orders by prayer with the laying-on of hands; (d)

the public recitation and teaching of the Apostles' and Nicene Creeds; and (e) the use of other

liturgical expressions of unity in faith and life by which the whole people of God is nurtured and

upheld, with continuing awareness of ecumenical liturgical developments.

Primates' Meeting Anglican Consultative Council On 1 above: If there is the possibility of ordination

of women bishops in some provinces, it will throw into sharper focus the present impaired nature of

communion. It is a matter of urgency that we have a further theological enquiry into and reflection

on the meaning of communion in a trinitarian context for the Anglican Communion. Such an

enquiry should relate to ecumenical discussions exploring similar issues. This, more than

structures, will provide a theological framework in which differences can be handled.

On 2 above: We see an enhanced role for the Primates as a key to growth of inter-dependence

within the Communion. We do not see any inter-Anglican jurisdiction as possible or desirable; an

inter-Anglican synodical structure would be virtually unworkable and highly expensive. A collegial

role for the Primates by contrast could easily be developed, and their collective judgement and

advice would carry considerable weight.

If this is so, it is neither improper nor out of place to suggest that part of the consultative process

prior to the appointment of a future Archbishop of Canterbury should be in consultation with the

Primates.

On 3 above: We are convinced that there is considerable value in the bishops of the Anglican

Communion meeting as bishops, both in terms of mutual understanding and as an effective agent

of interdependence.

On 4 above: Regional issues need regional solutions. Regional conferences can also provide for

wider representation.

On 5 above: We value the present work of the ACC. We do not see, however, that it ought to move

beyond its present advisory role.

On 6 above: Concern for how the Church celebrates the sacraments of unity and with what

consequences is a central expression of episcopal care and pastoral oversight in the Church of

God. As bishops of the Anglican Communion we have a particular responsibility for securing those

elements in worship which nurture our identity and unity in Christ and which therefore have an

authority for us as Anglicans. (A parallel but significantly different resolution has been proposed by

the Anglican Consultative Council: Resolution 12 of ACC-7.) (See further paras 113-152 of the

Report on "Dogmatic and Pastoral Concerns.")
Resolution 21

Inter-faith Dialogue: Jewish/Christian/Muslim

This Conference:

1. Commends the document "Jews, Christians and Muslims: The Way of Dialogue" for study and

encourages the Churches of the Anglican Communion to engage in dialogue with Jews and

Muslims on the basis of understanding, affirmation and sharing illustrated in it.

2. Recommends that the Anglican Consultative Council gives consideration to the setting up of an

inter-faith committee, which committee, in the interest of cost and in practical pursuance of our

commitment to ecumenism, would work in close co-operation with the Inter-Faith Dialogue

Committee of the WCC; and that this committee, amongst its other work, establishes a common

approach to people of other faiths on a Communion-wide basis and appoints working parties to

draw up more detailed guidelines for relationships with Judaism and Islam and other faiths as

appropriate.

3. Recommends that provinces initiate talks wherever possible on a tripartite basis, with both Jews

and Muslims.

4. Urges provinces to support those institutions which are helping Christians towards a more

informed understanding of Judaism and Islam.
Resolution 26

Church and Polygamy

This Conference upholds monogamy as God's plan, and as the ideal relationship of love between

husband and wife; nevertheless recommends that a polygamist who responds to the Gospel and

wishes to join the Anglican Church may be baptized and confirmed with his believing wives and

children on the following conditions:

(1) that the polygamist shall promise not to marry again as long as any of his wives at the time of

his conversion are alive;

(2) that the receiving of such a polygamist has the consent of the local Anglican community;

(3) that such a polygamist shall not be compelled to put away any of his wives, on account of the

social deprivation they would suffer;

(4) and recommends that provinces where the Churches face problems of polygamy are

encouraged to share information of their pastoral approach to Christians who become polygamists

so that the most appropriate way of disciplining and pastoring them can be found, and that the

ACC be requested to facilitate the sharing of that information.
Resolution 34

Marriage and Family

This Conference:

1. Reaffirming the 1978 Lambeth statement on marriage and the family, calls the Churches of the

Anglican Communion to ministries that prepare couples for marriage, sustain them throughout their

lives together with the spiritual, pastoral, and community life of the Church and, in the face of

increasing stresses, encourage and support them with the resources of the Church as an extended

family.

2. Recognises that the same range of pressures no less affect clergy marriages and families and

recommends that each diocese identify some means of providing confidential counselling and

support services for clergy families; 3. Noting the gap between traditional Christian teaching on
pre-marital sex, and the life-styles being adopted by many people today, both within and outside

the Church:

(a) calls on provinces and dioceses to adopt a caring and pastoral attitude to such people; (b)

reaffirms the traditional biblical teaching that sexual intercourse is an act of total commitment

which belongs properly within a permanent married relationship; (c) in response to the

International Conference of Young Anglicans in Belfast, urges provinces and dioceses to plan with

young people programmes to explore issues such as pre-marital sex in the light of traditional

Christian values.

4. Recognising the political, economic and social pressures on family life: (a) affirms the family in

its various forms, as the fundamental institution of human community; (b) calls our Churches to the

development of support systems for families at every level within the Church and to the advocacy

of public policies supportive of family life; (c) commends in particular the developing Family

Network inaugurated by the Anglican Consultative Council and encourages participation in the

continuing educational and pastoral work of the Network; (d) recognises that these pressures

serve to diminish the economic wellbeing and status of women, welcomes the World Council of

Churches "Decade for Solidarity with Women," and encourages dioceses to consider how they

might through their theological, structural and pastoral approaches help to achieve a fuller

recognition of the contribution and status of women in the Church and society.

5. Affirms that effective ministries to families and to individuals, who are thereby enabled to

experience the Church as an extended family, are signs of life and hope and are central to

evangelism that proclaims and models the oneness that Christ wills for all people.
Resolution 40

Environment, Militarism, Justice and Peace

This Conference:

1. Identifies four interrelated areas in which the misuse of people or resources poses a threat to

the life system of the planet, namely (a) unjust distribution of the world's wealth, (b) social injustice

within nations, (c) the rise of militarism, (d) irreversible damage to the environment; and therefore

2. Calls upon each province and diocese to devise a programme of study, reflection and action in

which the following elements should play a part:

(a) as a matter of urgency, the giving of information to our people of what is happening to our

environment, and to encourage them to see stewardship of God's earth for the care of our

neighbours as a necessary part of Christian discipleship and a Christian contribution to citizenship;

(b) actively to support by public statement and in private dialogue, the engagement of

governments, transnational corporations, management and labour in an examination of what their

decisions are doing to our people, and our land, air and water;

(c) opposition to the increase in the arms trade, questioning both excessive expenditure of scarce

resources on weapons and trade policies which look upon arms sales as a legitimate source of

increased export revenue;

(d) the encouragement of Christians to re-examine the currently accepted economic policies which

operate to the disadvantage of those with less bargaining power at every level from international to

personal, and to use God's gifts of technology for the benefit of all;

(e) the critical examination of the exercise of power, first within congregations and all other Church

bodies, and then in secular institutions which affect the lives of all. Insofar as the aim is to achieve
a just and sustainable society world-wide, priority must be given to those modes which nurture

people's gifts and evoke responsible participation rather than those which dominate and exclude.

3.(a) Commends, in general, the participation by every province in the WCC's programme for

"Justice, Peace and the Integrity of Creation";

(b) Urges Churches, congregations and individual Christians to actively support all other agencies

which share this urgent concern. In particular we commend a widespread study of the United

Nations report "Our Common Future" and a participation by Church bodies in the local responses it

requires;

(c) Recommends that, in view of the resolutions passed by ACC-7, information concerning local

needs and initiatives be shared throughout provinces, possibly by extending the terms of reference

for the existing Peace and Justice Network;

(d) Encourages people everywhere to make changes, personal and corporate, in their attitudes

and life-style, recognizing that wholeness of living requires a right relationship with God, one's

neighbour, and creation.

Justice, Peace and the Integrity of Creation Some effects, like famine, can be recognised

immediately; some, like pollution, are a creeping crisis which is nonetheless deadly. These major

threats to the earth's future cannot be averted by action in one region of the world alone, nor by

focusing on a single issue. Everything connects.
Resolution 41

Training of Bishops

This Conference:

(a) congratulates African provinces for having made provisions for the training of newly

consecrated bishops as recommended by Lambeth 1978 (Resolution 19);

(b) resolves that every province implement programmes of initial preparation and in-service

training for the episcopate, and accordingly that:

(1) A duration of one month, at least, be set aside for preparation, which should include instruction

regarding the tasks and functions of a bishop, finance and management control; such training

being in the language and culture of the bishop concerned.

(2) After six years in office, all bishops should be encouraged to have a period of sabbatical leave

for study and refreshment; and that financial support for such a period should be available from

appropriate sources within the province concerned.

(3) Where appropriate, preparation, training and support should also be made available to the

spouse.

(4) In view of the stress factor within the life of the bishop, bishops should present themselves for a

medical examination at least once a year.
Resolution 46A

Ministry of all Bishops

This Conference resolves that each province re-examine the principle that all bishops active in fulltime

diocesan work be made full members, with seat, voice and vote, of all provincial, national and

international gatherings of Anglican bishops.
Resolution 52

Primates Meeting and ACC

This Conference requests the Primates Meeting and the Anglican Consultative Council to give

urgent attention to implementing the hope expressed at Lambeth 1978 (and as confirmed by

recent provincial responses) that both bodies would work in the very closest contact.
Resolution 53

Anglican Communications

This Conference:

(a) Directs the ACC to explore the establishment of a telecommunications network linked to every

province in order to improve the communication and consultation process throughout the Anglican

Communion and to ensure that accurate information is available to the Churches.

(b) Urges the creation of a telecommunications centre for the Communion through the sharing of

resources between provinces and building on the experience of the Inter-Anglican Information

Network (IAIN).
Resolution 54

Inter-Anglican Budget

This Conference, recognising that there is a common secretariat for meetings of the Primates, the

Lambeth Conference, and the ACC, endorses the concept of an inter-Anglican budget and

requests the ACC to consult with the provinces about the best way in which this is to be achieved.

Resolution 34 of ACC-7 asks for a response from the Lambeth Conference on the subject of an

inter-Anglican budget about which provinces are being consulted. In addition resolutions will be

passed by the Lambeth Conference which have financial consequences and it is desirable to

remind the Conference that when they ask for work to be done the consequential bill falls upon the

provinces.
Resolution 56

Refugees

This Conference commends to the members of the Communion the Report of the ACC Refugee

and Migrant Ministry Network meeting held at Harare for study and action.
Resolution 59

Extra-provincial Dioceses

This Conference requests the Primates Meeting and ACC to give urgent consideration to the

situation of the extra-provincial dioceses, that they may be fully part of the structures of the

Anglican Communion.
Resolution 60

Recognition of Saints

This Conference:

1. welcomes the proposal by Africa Region that the Anglican Communion should recognise men

and women who have lived godly lives as saints by including them in the calendars of the

Churches for remembrance; and

2. recommends that the Anglican Consultative Council discusses this matter and advises the

provinces on the procedure to follow in recognition of such saints.
Resolution 61

Islamic Fundamentalism

This Conference:

1. Expresses concern that the emergence of Islamic religious fundamentalism has resulted in

serious violation of fundamental human rights, including the right of religious belief, practice and

propagation, as well as destruction of property of Christian Churches in such places as Northern

Nigeria and the Sudan.

2. Urges the ACC to find ways and means of bringing these concerns to international Islamic

organisations and the United Nations, and encourages dialogue with countries where pursuit of

Islamic religious fundamentalism has led to such violations of human rights.
Resolution 62

Peace in the Sudan

This Conference:

1. commends the effort of the Christian Churches in the Sudan in seeking peace and reconciliation

between southern and northern Sudan,

2. urges the government of the Sudan to take the initiative in beginning negotiations with the

Sudan People's Liberation Army as a first step towards peace in the Sudan, and further

3. urges the Sudanese government to consider accepting a third party to initiate peace talks, eg

World Council of Churches and the All Africa Council of Churches.
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Resolution I.5

Uprooted and Displaced Persons

This Conference commits its members to:

(a) promote within the Anglican Communion and beyond a greater awareness of the plight of

uprooted and forcibly displaced persons, including indigenous peoples, and the causes of such

disruption, including Third World Debt, religious conflict, economic deprivation, political oppression

and environmental degradation;

(b) recognise the plight of our brothers and sisters who are victims of forcible displacement, and

encourage prayer, worship, and study experiences which express the solidarity of the Anglican

Communion with uprooted and forcibly displaced persons, commending the exceptional courage

and leadership exercised on behalf of these victims by certain members of the Anglican

Communion;

(c) encourage effective advocacy on behalf of uprooted and forcibly displaced persons within the

Anglican Communion as well as within its individual provinces;

(d) promote greater co-operation within the Anglican Communion on behalf of uprooted and

displaced persons by designating contact persons in every province whose responsibility would be

to develop and guide this work, and by increasing the commitment of personal and material

resources for this work*; and

(e) encourage the revitalisation of the Anglican Communion International Migrant and Refugee

Network to assist the Anglican Communion in this work.

Resolution I.7

The Plight of the People of the Sudan, Rwanda and Burundi

This Conference, expressing its horror at the human disaster in the Sudan and Rwanda, urges

that:

(a) the Episcopal Church of the Sudan be encouraged to establish a dynamic network of reciprocal

communications with government bodies, sympathetic Muslims, and non-governmental

organisations, including the All Africa Conference of Churches, the Anglican Consultative Council,

the Primates of the Anglican Communion, the Anglican Observer at the UN, and specialised

organs of the UN and the UN Security Council;

(b) the member Churches of the Anglican Communion find ways to help provide technology,

equipment, vehicles and administrative support in order to make publicity about and response to

the urgent situation in the Sudan, Rwanda and Burundi possible;

(c) the member Churches of the Anglican Communion contribute as generously as possible of

expertise, labour, money, and material goods to aid in necessary rebuilding of these nations on all

levels; and

(d) help be sought from existing organisations whose mission is the facilitation of peace processes,

to aid in the implementation of this resolution.
Resolution I.9

Ecology

This Conference:

a. calls upon all ecumenical partners and other faith communities, governments and

transnational companies:

i. to work for sustainable society in a sustainable world;

ii. to recognise the dignity and rights of all people and the sanctity of all life,

especially the rights of future generations;

iii. to ensure the responsible use and re-cycling of natural resources;

iv. to bring about economic reforms which will establish a just and fair trading system

both for people and for the environment.

b. calls upon the United Nations to incorporate the right of future generations to a

sustainable future in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights.

c. asks the Joint Standing Committee of the ACC and the Primates to consider the

appointment of a co-ordinator of an inter-national ecological network within the Anglican

Communion, who would:

i. work in co-operation with other ecumenical and interfaith agencies;

ii. be funded through and responsible to the Anglican Consultative Council;

iii. support those engaged in grass-roots environmental initiatives;

iv. gather and disseminate data and information on environmental issues so that the

Church can play an informed role in lobbying for ecological justice in both the

public and private sectors; and
v. contribute to the development of environmental educational programmes for use

in the training of Christian leaders.
Resolution I.10

Human Sexuality

This Conference:

a. commends to the Church the subsection report on human sexuality;

b. in view of the teaching of Scripture, upholds faithfulness in marriage between a man and a

woman in lifelong union, and believes that abstinence is right for those who are not called

to marriage;

c. recognises that there are among us persons who experience themselves as having a

homosexual orientation. Many of these are members of the Church and are seeking the

pastoral care, moral direction of the Church, and God's transforming power for the living of

their lives and the ordering of relationships. We commit ourselves to listen to the

experience of homosexual persons and we wish to assure them that they are loved by

God and that all baptised, believing and faithful persons, regardless of sexual orientation,

are full members of the Body of Christ;

d. while rejecting homosexual practice as incompatible with Scripture, calls on all our people

to minister pastorally and sensitively to all irrespective of sexual orientation and to

condemn irrational fear of homosexuals, violence within marriage and any trivialisation

and commercialisation of sex;

e. cannot advise the legitimising or blessing of same sex unions nor ordaining those involved

in same gender unions;

f. requests the Primates and the ACC to establish a means of monitoring the work done on

the subject of human sexuality in the Communion and to share statements and resources

among us;
g. notes the significance of the Kuala Lumpur Statement on Human Sexuality and the

concerns expressed in resolutions IV.26, V.1, V.10, V.23 and V.35 on the authority of

Scripture in matters of marriage and sexuality and asks the Primates and the ACC to

include them in their monitoring process.

APPENDIX

Resolutions of Sections and Regions referred to in Subsection (f) of Resolution I.10 (Human

Sexuality)

Resolution IV.26 from Section IV

This Conference, noting that no province of the Anglican Communion has voted to change the

traditional ethical teaching on homosexuality, in order to have and promote credibility with our

brothers and sisters in New Churches and Independent Christian Groups, receives and recognises

the Kuala Lumpur Statement on Human Sexuality as a contribution of the 'South - South

Encounter' to the Anglican Communion.

Note: This Resolution was not voted upon, as the Conference agreed to pass to next business.

Resolution V.1 from Central and East Africa Region

This Conference:

(a) believes in the primary authority of the Scriptures, according to their own testimony; as

supported by our own historic tradition. The Scriptural revelation of Jesus the Christ must continue

to illuminate, challenge and transform cultures, structures, systems and ways of thinking;

especially those secular views that predominate our society to day;
(b) consequently, reaffirms the traditional teaching upholding faithfulness between a husband and

wife in marriage, and celibacy for those who are single;

(c) noting that the Holy Scriptures are clear in teaching that all sexual promiscuity is a sin, is

convinced that this includes homosexual practices, between persons of the same sex, as well as

heterosexual relationships outside marriage;

(d) believes that in this regard, as in others, all our ordained Ministers must set a wholesome and

credible example. Those persons who practise homosexuality and live in promiscuity, as well as

those Bishops who knowingly ordain them or encourage these practices, act contrary to the

Scriptures and the teaching of the Church. We call upon them to repent;

(e) respects as persons and seeks to strengthen compassion, pastoral care, healing, correction

and restoration for all who suffer or err through homosexual or other kind of sexual brokenness.

(f) affirms that it is therefore the responsibility of the Church to lead to repentance all those who

deviate from the orthodox teaching of the Scriptures and to assure them of God's forgiveness,

hope and dignity.

Note: This Resolution was put to the Conference in the form of an amendment to Resolution I.10

and was defeated.

Resolution V.10 from the Latin American Region

This Conference recognises the importance of strengthening Christian family values, and thereby

reaffirms traditional Anglican sexual ethics.

Note: This Resolution was put to the Conference in the form of an amendment to Resolution I.10

and was withdrawn by the mover.
Resolution V. 23 from the South East Asia Region

This Conference receives the Kuala Lumpur Statement on Human Sexuality with gratitude as an

authentic expression of Anglican moral norms.

Note: This Resolution was not voted upon, as the Conference agreed to pass to next business.

Resolution V.35 from the West Africa Region

This Conference:

(a) noting that -

(i) the Word of God has established the fact that God created man and woman and blessed their

marriage;

(ii) many parts of the Bible condemn homosexuality as a sin;

(iii) homosexuality is one of the many sins that Scripture has condemned;

(iv) some African Christians in Uganda were martyred in the 19th century for refusing to have

homosexual relations with the king because of their faith in the Lord Jesus and their commitment

to stand by the Word of God as expressed in the Bible on the subject;

(b) stands on the Biblical authority and accepts that homosexuality is a sin which could only be

adopted by the church if it wanted to commit evangelical suicide.

Note: This Resolution was put to the Conference in the form of an amendment to Resolution I.10

and was defeated.
Resolution I.12

Calling for a Commission on Technology and Ethics

This Conference:

(a) calls for consideration to be given to the establishment of a commission through the Anglican

Consultative Council to track technological developments, to reflect on them theologically and

ethically, and to inform bishops and other church leaders as to what is taking place; and

(b) recommends that such a commission does its work and informs the church of it, as far as

possible, through e-mail and Internet conferencing.
Resolution II.2

Mission And The Structures Of The Anglican Communion

This Conference:

a. acknowledges gratefully the contribution of many individuals and agencies in serving,

stimulating and assessing the work of the Decade of Evangelism, particularly the Church

of Nigeria for its gift to the whole church through its role in initially resourcing the

involvement of the ACC in this work by seconding Canon Dr Cyril Okorocha, the

continuing contribution of MISSIO whose report we received, and whose work we wish to

see continued, and the Anglican Communion Global Conference on Dynamic Evangelism

beyond 2000 at Kanuga in 1995;

b. believes that the instruments of unity (the Archbishop of Canterbury; the Lambeth

Conference; the ACC and the Primates meeting) need to work much more closely

together and to review their mutual accountability (e.g. the ACC and the Primates

meetings should consider communicating the results of their deliberations to all Bishops in

the Communion);

c. considers that regional networks and relationships should be reinforced and encouraged

and their work be fully publicised;

d. requests that the Joint Standing Committee of the Primates' Meeting and the ACC

consider, as a matter of urgency, how the budget and staffing of the Communion's official

networks might come to reflect the priorities of mission and evangelism;

e. similarly requests that the MISSIO be instructed to study further the most efficient and

effective ways for the Communion to extend mission and evangelism (e.g. through a

mission and evangelism secretary);

f. suggests that the Lambeth Conference be recognised as a significant consultative body

which gives a sense of unity and direction to the whole Communion, which should receive

and review reports of significant activities carried out as part of the work of the

Communion.
Resolution II.3

Companion Dioceses

This Conference;

a. notes that many dioceses in the Anglican Communion have not as yet been able to

establish companion relationships;

b. believes that the time has come for significant new initiatives in encouraging all dioceses

to develop companion relationships across provincial boundaries, as part of the process of

developing the cross-cultural nature of the communion;

c. believes that, in addition to the structures administered through Partners in World Mission

and the Anglican Communion Office, dioceses should be encouraged to take initiatives in

sharing information, contact and exchange.

d. accordingly resolves: that each diocese of the Communion should, by the time of the next

Lambeth Conference, have made a serious effort to identify one or more dioceses as a

companion, in formal and informal ways.
Resolution II.7

Urbanisation

This Conference:

a. calls upon the Member Churches of the Anglican Communion to address the processes of

urbanisation across the world, both in our cities and all other communities;

b. asks our Member Churches to give urgent attention to "Living and Proclaiming the Good

News" in our cities so that all that destroys our full humanity is being challenged, the

socially excluded are being welcomed and the poor are hearing the Good News (Matthew

11:3); and in order to assist this priority in mission

c. resolves;

i. to ask the Anglican Consultative Council to give support to the formation of an

Anglican Urban Network to share information and experience on urbanisation and

urban mission;

ii. to support the establishment of a "Faith in an Urban World" Commission, after

due consultation with ecumenical bodies.
Resolution III.6

Instruments of the Anglican Communion

This Conference, noting the need to strengthen mutual accountability and interdependence among

the Provinces of the Anglican Communion,

a. reaffirms Resolution 18.2(a) of Lambeth 1988 which "urges that encouragement be given

to a developing collegial role for the Primates' Meeting under the presidency of the

Archbishop of Canterbury, so that the Primates' Meeting is able to exercise an enhanced

responsibility in offering guidance on doctrinal, moral and pastoral matters";

b. asks that the Primates' Meeting, under the presidency of the Archbishop of Canterbury,

include among its responsibilities positive encouragement to mission, intervention in

cases of exceptional emergency which are incapable of internal resolution within

provinces, and giving of guidelines on the limits of Anglican diversity in submission to the

sovereign authority of Holy Scripture and in loyalty to our Anglican tradition and

formularies;

c. recommends that these responsibilities should be exercised in sensitive consultation with

the relevant provinces and with the Anglican Consultative Council (ACC) or in cases of

emergency the Executive of the ACC and that, while not interfering with the juridical

authority of the provinces, the exercise of these responsibilities by the Primates' Meeting

should carry moral authority calling for ready acceptance throughout the Communion, and

to this end it is further recommended that the Primates should meet more frequently than

the ACC;

d. believing that there should be a clearer integration of the roles of the Anglican

Consultative Council and the Primates' Meeting, recommends that the bishops

representing each province in the Anglican Consultative Council should be the primates of

the provinces and that -

i. equal representation in the ACC from each province, one presbyter or deacon

and one lay person from each province should join the primates in the triennial

ACC gathering;

ii. an executive committee of the ACC should be reflective of this broad

membership, and;

iii. there should be a change in the name of the Anglican Consultative Council to the

Anglican Communion Council, reflecting the evolving needs and structures to

which the foregoing changes speak;

e. reaffirms the role of the Archbishop of Canterbury as a personal sign of our unity and

communion, and the role of the decennial Lambeth Conference and of extraordinary

Anglican Congresses as called, together with inter-provincial gatherings and crossprovincial

diocesan partnerships, as collegial and communal signs of the unity of our

Communion.
Resolution III.9

Inter-regional groupings

This Conference requests that at a forthcoming meeting of the Anglican Consultative Council ways

and means be explored for bishops to gather in inter-regional groupings at convenient intervals for

communion, exchange, renewal and theological reflection whereby they might be enabled to take

back home ideas for guidance distilled from the global experience of fellow bishops.
Resolution III.12

The Monitoring of Inter-Faith Relations

This Conference requests the Anglican Consultative Council to consider setting up a body in the

Anglican Communion to monitor Christian/Muslim and other faith relations throughout the world for

the purpose of, promoting, educating, and advising on inter-faith dialogue with Muslim and other

faiths and to arrange for adequate support and relief for Christians who are persecuted.
Resolution III.15

Co-ordinator for Liturgy

This Conference

a. thanks the Anglican Church of Canada for seconding the Revd Paul Gibson to the

Anglican Consultative Council (ACC) in 1989 and for funding his work, and is grateful for

his contribution to the Anglican Communion as its Co-ordinator for Liturgy in the years

since then;

b. urgently requests the Anglican Consultative Council to take steps to find, appoint and

sustain a successor to him on his retirement; and

c. calls upon all provinces to keep the Anglican Consultative Council fully informed about all

official liturgical revision through the Co-ordinator for Liturgy or other members of the

Council's staff as necessary.
Resolution III.16

International Anglican Liturgical Consultations

This Conference welcomes the emergence in the 1980s of the International Anglican Liturgical

Consultations (IALCs); endorses the recognition given to the IALCs by, first the Standing

Committee of the Anglican Consultative Council (ACC) and then in 1993, by the Joint Meeting of

the Primates and the ACC; requests the IALCs to report regularly to the Primates' Meeting;

commends to study of each diocese and province the publications of the IALCs; asks each

province to send representatives to the Consultations held every four years in orde that these may

represent the whole Communion; and commends to the provinces which can afford to send more

representatives the principle of funding bursaries for those provinces which cannot.
Resolution IV.3

An Inter-Anglican Standing Commission on Ecumenical Relations

This Conference:

a. (a) while noting that expense will be involved, endorses the proposal of the Ecumenical

Advisory Group, endorsed by the ACC-10 in Panama (Resolution 16), that the EAG be

replaced by an Inter-Anglican Standing Commission on Ecumenical Relations; and

b. proposes that the tasks of this Commission should be:

i. to monitor and enable Anglican participation in multilateral and bilateral

dialogues, both regional and international;

ii. to monitor and encourage the process of response, decision and reception;

iii. to ensure theological consistency in dialogues and conversations by reviewing

regional and provincial proposals with ecumenical partners and, when an

agreement affects the life of the Communion as a whole, after consultation with
the ACC, to refer the matter to the Primates' Meeting, and only if that Meeting so

determines, to the Lambeth Conference, before the Province enters the new

relationship;

iv. to give particular attention to anomalies which arise in the context of ecumenical

proposals with a view to discerning those anomalies which may be bearable in

the light of progress towards an agreed goal of visible unity, and to suggest ways

for resolving them;

v. to consider, when appropriate, if and how an agreement made in one region or

Province can be adopted in other regions or Provinces;

vi. to address issues of terminology;

vii. to facilitate the circulation of documents and ecumenical resources throughout

the Communion, as far as possible in the languages of the Communion.
Resolution IV.4

Local ecumenism

This Conference:

a. welcomes the initiatives taken in many provinces and dioceses to work together at the

local level with Christians of other traditions; especially in the establishment of Cooperating

Parishes, Ecumenical Shared Ministries and Local Ecumenical Partnerships;

b. notes with interest the proposal for an Ecumenical Bishop in Wales and commends this

proposal to the first meeting of the proposed Inter-Anglican Standing Commission on

Ecumenical Relations for study;

c. commends joint ministerial and theological formation, wherever appropriate and possible,

including both pre-and post-ordination training;

d. encourages Christians to join together to witness to justice and peace and to moral, social

and environmental concerns entailed by life in Christ;

e. notes with interest the Covenant Agreement on Mutual Recognition of Ministers of the

Church Unity Commission in Southern Africa; and

f. welcomes the continuing work of the Church Unity Commission on the ministry of

episcope and requests that the result of the study be reported to the proposed Inter-

Anglican Standing Commission on Ecumenical Relations.
Resolution IV.6

Churches in Communion

This Conference:

a. recommends that the proposed Inter-Anglican Standing Commission on Ecumenical

Relations reflect upon the implications of being in communion with the See of Canterbury

with particular reference to the United Churches and Churches in Communion;

b. welcomes the fact that the International Bishops' Conference of the Union of Utrecht and

the ACC have agreed to the establishment of an Anglican-Old Catholic International Coordinating

Council;

c. recommends that consideration be given to ways of deepening our communion with the

Old Catholic Churches beyond the Bonn Agreement, including means of taking counsel

and making decisions together; the anomaly of overlapping jurisdictions; the implications

of wider ecumenical relationships, particularly with the Roman Catholic, Orthodox and

Lutheran Churches; and the importance of work together on issues of mission and

common witness;

d. welcomes the adoption by both churches of the Concordat between the Episcopal Church

in the Philippines and the Philippine Independent Church (1997), which establishes a

relationship of full communion;

e. welcomes the relationship of communion established in Northern Europe between six

Lutheran churches (Estonia, Finland, Iceland, Lithuania, Norway and Sweden) and four

Anglican churches (England, Ireland, Scotland and Wales) by the signing of the Porvoo

Declaration in 1996, and recognises the enrichment brought through the presence of

Finnish, Norwegian and Swedish bishops at this Conference as bishops in communion;

and
f. welcomes the decision by the Porvoo Church Leaders Meeting in 1998 that the Lusitanian

Catholic Apostolic Evangelical Church of Portugal and the Spanish Episcopal Reformed

Church should be regarded as being covered by the Preamble to the Porvoo Declaration

subject to their Synods' approval of the Declaration.
Resolution IV.13

Unity within Provinces of the Anglican Communion

This Conference:

a. notes with gratitude the ministry of support which the Archbishop of Canterbury has been

able to give in Sudan and Rwanda, and recognises that he is called upon to render

assistance from time to time in a variety of situations;

b. in view of the very grave difficulties encountered in the internal affairs of some Provinces

of the Communion, invites the Archbishop of Canterbury to appoint a Commission to

make recommendations to the Primates and the Anglican Consultative Council, as to the

exceptional circumstances and conditions under which, and the means by which, it would

be appropriate for him to exercise an extra-ordinary ministry of episcope (pastoral

oversight), support and reconciliation with regard to the internal affairs of a Province other

than his own for the sake of maintaining communion within the said Province and between

the said Province and the rest of the Anglican Communion.
Resolution V.17

Religions/World Faiths Desk

This Conference:

a. noting that the major religions were born in Asia and recognising the complexities and

challenges of religion, the role that religions have played in the lives of people and

civilizations throughout human history and foreseeing, as we enter the third Christian

millennium, that religious pluralism will bring many new challenges and dilemmas;

b. recognizes that in this milieu faith should be the source of reconciliation and hope; and

c. urges our Anglican Communion to give high priority to this challenge and invites the ACC

to consider setting up a Religions/World Faiths desk at the earliest opportunity.
Resolution V.19

On Pakistan

This Conference notes with deep concern the following resolution of the Church of Pakistan,

namely:

"The Church of Pakistan wishes to place before the Lambeth Conference their concern about the

deterioration of Christian/Muslim relations ever since the introduction of the Blasphemy Law into

the Pakistan Penal Code under Section 295 B and C.

While we affirm

a. our love for Pakistan as our homeland and our good wish for its safety and dignified

position among the community of nations;

b. our continued participation in the building of the nation which has been the hallmark of

individual Christians and our institutions;

c. our appreciation for Islamic moral values and the commonalities between the two faiths

enabling us to live together; We are deeply concerned with the increasing intolerance and

call upon the Conference to condemn:

i. the rise of intolerance towards minorities, especially Christians;

ii. the legal and judicial processes which marginalise minorities and isolate them

from the national mainstream, such as the separate electorates."

and therefore at the Church's request -

c. calls for

i. the repeal of the Blasphemy Law (PPC 295 B and C) which is the source

of victimization of the minorities in Pakistan;

ii. the release of all prisoners unjustly accused under the Blasphemy Law,

such as Ayub Misih; and

iii. the restoration of the rights of minorities as given in the 1973

Constitution;

d. requests the Anglican Consultative Council to use its good offices to promote and

develop harmony between the two major communities in Pakistan.
Resolution V.36

On Relations with People of Other Faiths

This Conference:

a. having heard about situations in different parts of the world where relations between

people of different faiths vary from co-operation to conflict, believes that the approach of

Christians to people of other faiths needs to be marked by:

i. commitment to working towards genuinely open and loving human relationships,

even in situations where co-existence seems impossible;

ii. co-operation in addressing human concerns and working for justice, peace and

reconciliation for the whole human community;

iii. frank and honest exploration of both the common ground and the differences

between the faiths;

iv. prayerful and urgent action with all involved in tension and conflict, to understand

their situation, so that everything possible may be done to tackle the causes of

conflict;

v. a desire both to listen to people of all faiths and to express our own deepest

Christian beliefs, leaving the final outcome of our life and witness in the hands of

God.

vi. sharing and witnessing to all we know of the good news of Christ as our debt of

love to all people whatever their religious affiliation.

b. recognises that by virtue of their engagement with people of other faiths in situations all

over the world, Anglican Christians are in a special position to explore and develop

genuinely Christian responses to these faiths;
c. also recognises that the Network for Inter-Faith Concerns (NIFCON) has been established

by the ACC at the request of the last Lambeth Conference as a way for sharing news,

information, ideas and resources relating to these concerns between provinces of the

Anglican Communion;

d. recommends:

i. that NIFCON be charged to monitor Muslim-Christian relations and report

regularly to the Primates Meeting and the ACC;

ii. that the ACC consider how to resource NIFCON adequately both in personnel

and finance;

iii. that all the other official Anglican networks should be encouraged to recognise

the inter-faith dimensions to their work.
