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Resolution 8

That, in order to the binding of the Churches of our colonial empire and the missionary Churches

beyond them in the closest union with the Mother-Church, it is necessary that they receive and

maintain without alteration the standards of faith and doctrine as now in use in that Church. That,

nevertheless, each province should have the right to make such adaptations and additions to the

services of the Church as its peculiar circumstances may require. Provided, that no change or

addition be made inconsistent with the spirit and principles of the Book of Common Prayer, and

that all such changes be liable to revision by any synod of the Anglican Communion in which the

said province shall be represented.
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Recommendation 7

Union Among the Churches of the Anglican Communion - Encyclical Letter 1.11-12: Of

diversities in worship

Your Committee, believing that, next to oneness in "the faith once delivered to the saints,"

communion in worship is the link which most firmly binds together bodies of Christian men, and

remembering that the Book of Common Prayer, retained as it is, with some modifications, by all

our Churches, has been one principal bond of union among them, desire to call attention to the

fact that such communion in worship may be endangered by excessive diversities of ritual. They

believe that the internal unity of the several Churches will help greatly to the union of these one

with another. And, while they consider that such large elasticity in the forms of worship is desirable

as will give wide scope to all legitimate expressions of devotional feeling, they would appeal, on

the other hand, to the apostolic precept that "all things be done unto edifying," and to the Catholic

principle that order and obedience, even at the sacrifice of personal preferences and tastes, lie at

the foundation of Christian unity, and are even essential to the successful maintainance of the

faith.

They cannot leave this subject without expressing an earnest hope that churchmen of all view,

however varying, will recognise the duty of submitting themselves, for conscience' sake, in matters

ritual and ceremonial, to the authoritative judgements of that particular or national Church in which,

by God's providence, they may be placed; and that they will abstain from all that tends to

estrangement or irritation, and will rather daily and fervently pray that the Holy Spirit may guide

every member of the Church to "think and do always such things as be rightful," and that he may

unite us all in that brotherly charity which is "the very bond of peace and of all virtues."
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Resolution 10

That, inasmuch as the Book of Common Prayer is not the possession of one diocese or province,

but of all, and that a revision in one portion of the Anglican Communion must therefore be

extensively felt, this Conference is of the opinion that no particular portion of the Church should

undertake revision without seriously considering the possible effect of such action on other

branches of the Church.
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Resolution 24

While the educative value of the Book of Common Prayer and the importance of retaining it as a

bond of union and standard of devotion should be fully recognised, every effort should be made,

under due authority, to render the forms of public worship more intelligible to uneducated

congregations and better suited to the widely diverse needs of the various races within the

Anglican Communion.
Resolution 27

In any revision of the Book of Common Prayer which may hereafter be undertaken by competent

authority the following principles should be held in view:

a. the adaptation of rubrics in a large number of cases to present customs as generally

accepted;

b. the omission of parts of the services to obviate repetition or redundancy;

c. the framing of additions to the present services in the way of enrichment;

d. the fuller provision of alternatives in our forms of public worship;

e. the provision for greater elasticity in public worship;

f. the change of words obscure or commonly misunderstood;

g. the revision of the Calendar and Tables prefixed to the Book of Common Prayer.
Resolution 28

The Conference requests the Archbishop of Canterbury to take counsel with such persons as he

may see fit to consult, with a view to the preparation of a Book containing special forms of service,

which might be authorised by particular bishops for use in their dioceses, so far as they may

consider it possible and desirable.
Resolution 75

The Conference receives with thankfulness and hope the Report of its Committee on Reunion and

Intercommunion, and is of opinion that, in the welcome event of any project of reunion between

any Church of the Anglican Communion and any Presbyterian or other non-episcopal Church,

which, while preserving the faith in its integrity and purity, has also exhibited care as to the form

and intention of ordination to the ministry, reaching the stage of responsible official negotiation, it

might be possible to make an approach to reunion on the basis of consecrations to the episcopate

on lines suggested by such precedents as those of 1610.* Further, in the opinion of the

Conference, it might be possible to authorise arrangements (for the period of transition towards full

union on the basis of episcopal ordination) which would respect the convictions of those who had

not received episcopal orders, without involving any surrender on our part of the principles of

Church order laid down in the Preface to the Ordinal attached to the Book of Common Prayer.

*When the episcopate was restored temporarily in the Church of Scotland through the agency of

three bishops consecrated in England.
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Resolution 36

Missionary Problems

While maintaining the authority of the Book of Common Prayer as the Anglican standard of

doctrine and practice, we consider that liturgical uniformity should not be regarded as a necessity

throughout the Churches of the Anglican Communion. The conditions of the Church in many parts

of the mission field render inapplicable the retention of that Book as the one fixed liturgical model.
Resolution 37

Missionary Problems

Although the inherent right of a diocesan bishop to put forth or sanction liturgical forms is subject to

such limitations as may be imposed by higher synodical authority, it is desirable that such authority

should not be too rigidly exercised so long as those features are retained which are essential to

the safeguarding of the unity of the Anglican Communion.
Resolution 38

Missionary Problems

The Conference recommends the appointment of a committee of students of liturgical questions

which would be ready to advise any diocese or province on the form and matter of services

proposed for adoption, and requests the Archbishop of Canterbury to take such steps as he deems

best to give early effect to this Resolution.
Resolution 50

The Position of Women in the Councils and Ministrations of the Church

In every branch of the Anglican Communion there should be adopted a Form and Manner of

Making of Deaconesses such as might fitly find a place in the Book of Common Prayer, containing

in all cases provision for:

1. prayer by the bishop and the laying-on of his hands;

2. a formula giving authority to execute the office of a deaconess in the Church of God;

3. the delivery of the New Testament by the bishop to each candidate.
Resolution 51

The Position of Women in the Councils and Ministrations of the Church

The Forms for the Making and Ordering of Deaconesses should be of the same general character,

and as far as possible similar in their most significant parts, though varying in less important details

in accordance with local needs.
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Resolution 78

The Anglican Communion - The Book of Common Prayer

(a) The Conference holds that the Book of Common Prayer has been, and is, so strong a bond of

unity throughout the whole Anglican Communion that great care must be taken to ensure that

revisions of the Book shall be in accordance with the doctrine and accepted liturgical worship of

the Anglican Communion.

(b) The Conference urges that special services of thanksgiving be held in 1949 throughout the

whole Anglican Communion to commemorate the English Books of Common Prayer, of which the

first was published in 1549.
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Resolution 69

Progress in the Anglican Communion Missionary Appeal

The Conference calls attention to the Anglican Communion Cycle of Prayer prepared by the

Overseas Council of the National Assembly of the Church of England, issued in response to the

request of the Lambeth Conference 1948, and commends it for the widest possible use in all our

Churches by circulation in the dioceses.
Resolution 73

The Book of Common Prayer - Prayer Book Revision

The Conference welcomes the contemporary movement towards unanimity in doctrinal and

liturgical matters by those of differing traditions in the Anglican Communion as a result of new

knowledge gained from biblical and liturgical studies, and is happy to know of parallel progress in

this sphere by some Roman Catholic and Reformed theologians. It commends the Report of the

Sub-committee on the Book of Common Prayer on this subject to the careful study of all sections

of the Anglican Communion.
Resolution 74

The Book of Common Prayer - Prayer Book Revision

The Conference, recognising the work of Prayer Book revision being done in different parts of the

Anglican Communion,

(a) calls attention to those features in the Books of Common Prayer which are essential to the

safeguarding of our unity: ie. the use of the canonical Scriptures and the Creeds, Holy Baptism,

Confirmation, Holy Communion, and the Ordinal;

(b) notes that there are other features in these books which are effective in maintaining the

traditional doctrinal emphasis and ecclesiastical culture of Anglicanism and therefore should be

preserved;

(c) and urges that a chief aim of Prayer Book revision should be to further that recovery of the

worship of the primitive Church which was the aim of the compilers of the first Prayer Books of the

Church of England.
Resolution 75

The Book of Common Prayer - Prayer Book Revision

The Conference commends to the study of the whole Anglican Communion the counsel on Prayer

Book revision given in the Report of the Sub-committee on the Book of Common Prayer.
Resolution 76

The Book of Common Prayer - The Holy Communion Service

The Conference requests the Archbishop of Canterbury, in co-operation with the Consultative

Body, to appoint an advisory committee to prepare recommendations for the structure of the Holy

Communion service which could be taken into consideration by any Church or Province revising its

eucharistic rite, and which would both conserve the doctrinal balance of the Anglican tradition and

take account of present liturgical knowledge.
Resolution 77

The Book of Common Prayer - The Commemoration of Saints and Heroes of the Christian

Church in the Anglican Communion

The Conference holds that the purpose of a Calendar is to increase our thankfulness to God and

to strengthen our faith by recalling regularly the great truths of the Gospel, the principal events in

the life of our Lord, and the lives and examples of men and women who have borne pre-eminent

witness to the power of the Holy Spirit, and are with us in the communion of saints.
Resolution 78

The Book of Common Prayer - The Commemoration of Saints and Heroes of the Christian

Church in the Anglican Communion

The Conference considers that the power to revise or amend Kalendars should be exercised by

the same authority as is required for the revision of the Book of Common Prayer within each

several Church or province, which authority may allow supplementary commemorations for local

use in addition to the Calendar at the request of a diocese.
Resolution 79

The Book of Common Prayer - The Commemoration of Saints and Heroes of the Christian

Church in the Anglican Communion

Heroes of the Christian Church in the Anglican Communion The Conference is of the opinion that

the following principles should guide the selection of saints and heroes for commemoration:

(a) In the case of scriptural saints, care should be taken to commemorate men or women in terms

which are in strict accord with the facts made known in Holy Scripture.

(b) In the case of other names, the Kalendar should be limited to those whose historical character

and devotion are beyond doubt.

(c) In the choice of new names economy should be observed and controversial names should not

be inserted until they can be seen in the perspective of history.

(d) The addition of a new name should normally result from a wide-spread desire expressed in the

region concerned over a reasonable period of time.
Resolution 80

The Book of Common Prayer - The Commemoration of Saints and Heroes of the Christian

Church in the Anglican Communion

The Conference recommends that the Church should continue to commemorate the saints in three

ways: by Red Letter days, Black letter days, or a memorial collect alone.
Resolution 101

The Reconciling of Conflicts Between and Within Nations - The Church's Work of

Reconciliation

The Conference urges all members of the Anglican Communion to further the ministry of

reconciliation by:

(a) developing deeper understanding and fellowship with churchmen of every land;

(b) extending the use of clergy and lay workers in lands other than their own, the exchange of

teachers and seminarians, and the participation by lay visitors in the Church life of the countries

they visit;

(c) the general use of the Anglican Cycle of Prayer to undergird this wider sense of community;

(d) participation everywhere in the wider community of all Christian people in the ecumenical

opportunities open to them.
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Resolution 4

The Contemporary Life of Prayer

The Conference affirms that the primary task of the Church is to glorify God by leading all mankind

into life in Christ, and that this always involves a continuous advance in the practice of prayer in

the Spirit; and therefore calls upon the clergy and laity of the whole Anglican Communion to join

with the bishops in their determination, in humble and penitent dependence upon God, to deepen

and strengthen their life of prayer, remembering always that our Lord's periods of withdrawal for

prayer were a prelude and preparation for his further service in the world that the Father might be

glorified.

To this end the Church should search to discover those forms of spirituality and methods of prayer,

both corporate and personal, which meet the needs of men and women today, such as those

expressed by Abbe Michel Quoist in his book "Prayers of Life." The Church should pay more

attention to the development of that capacity for silent prayer which exists in all her members, and

should encourage corporate and personal waiting upon God.
Resolution 43

The Ministry - The Thirty-Nine Articles

The Conference accepts the main conclusion of the Report of the Archbishops' Commission on

Christian Doctrine entitled "Subscription and Assent to the Thirty-nine Articles" (1968) and in

furtherance of its recommendation:

(a) suggests that each Church of our Communion consider whether the Articles need be

bound up with its Prayer Book;

(b) suggests to the Churches of the Anglican Communion that assent to the Thirty-nine

Articles be no longer required of ordinands;

(c) suggests that, when subscription is required to the Articles or other elements in the

Anglican tradition, it should be required, and given, only in the context of a statement

which gives the full range of our inheritance of faith and sets the Articles in their historical

context.

Voting: Adopted, with 37 dissentients.
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Resolution 7

The Holy Spirit and the Church

1. The Conference rejoices at the abundant evidence from many parts of the world that there is

renewed awareness of the power and gifts of God's Holy Spirit to cleanse, sustain, empower, and

build up the Body of Christ.

2. We have seen increased instances of parish life being renewed, of individual ministries

becoming effective agencies of God's power to heal and reconcile, of witness to the faith and

proclamation of the Gospel with converting power, and of a deeper involvement in the sacramental

life of the Church.

3. We rejoice at the prompting of God's Spirit within the many expressions of ecumenity among

Christians, for the new forms of Christian communal life springing up and for Christian witness on

behalf of world peace and the affirmation of freedom and human dignity.

4. The Conference, therefore, recalls the entire Anglican Communion to a new openness to the

power of the Holy Spirit; and offers the following guidance to the Church, in the light of the several

ways this Spirit-filled activity may be best understood and represented in the life of the parish.

(a) We all should share fully and faithfully in the balanced corporate and sacramental life of the

local parish church. Informal services of prayer and praise need this enrichment in the same way

as the sacramental life needs the enrichment of informal prayer and praise.

(b) We all should ensure that reading and meditation of the Bible be part of the normal life of the

parish and be accompanied by appropriate study of scholarly background material so that the

Scripture is understood in its proper context. Those who search to understand the scholarly

background material in their reading of the Bible should ensure that they do so under the guidance

of the Holy Spirit, so that the Scripture is understood in its proper context.
(c) We all should search out ways to identify with those who suffer and are poor, and be involved

personally in efforts to bring them justice, liberation, healing, and new life in Christ.

(d) We should remember always that the power of the Spirit is not to be presented as either an

exemption from suffering or a guarantee of success in this life. The road from Palm Sunday to

Pentecost must pass through Good Friday and Easter. It is at the cross that new life through the

Holy Spirit is found, and in the shadow of the cross that Christians must pray "Come, Holy Spirit."
Resolution 8

The Church's Ministry of Healing

The Conference praises God for the renewal of the ministry of healing within the Churches in

recent times and reaffirms:

1. that the healing of the sick in his name is as much a part of the proclamation of the Kingdom as

the preaching of the good news of Jesus Christ;

2. that to neglect this aspect of ministry is to diminish our part in Christ's total redemptive activity;

3. that the ministry to the sick should be an essential element in any revision of the liturgy (see the

Report of the Lambeth Conference of 1958, p.2.92).
Resolution 23

Liturgical Information

The Conference welcomes and commends the adoption of a common structure for the Eucharist

as an important unifying factor in our Communion and ecumenically. We ask provincial liturgical

committees to continue to keep in touch with one another by circulating work in progress to the

chairmen of the other liturgical committees through the good offices of the Secretary General of

the Anglican Consultative Council.
Resolution 24

A Common Lectionary

The Conference recommends a common lectionary for the Eucharist and the Offices as a unifying

factor within our Communion and ecumenically; and draws attention to the experience of those

provinces which have adopted the three-year eucharistic lectionary of the Roman Catholic Church.
Resolution 25

An Anglican Doctrinal Commission

The Conference endorses the proposal suggested in Resolution 8 of the third (Trinidad, 1976)

meeting of the Anglican Consultative Council, to set up an inter-Anglican theological and doctrinal

advisory commission, and asks the Standing Committee of the ACC to establish the commission

with the advice of the primates, and the primates and provinces, by whatever means they feel

best, to review its work after a period of not more than five years.
Resolution 26

An Association of French-speaking Dioceses

The Conference gives thanks to God for the special role and witness of the French-speaking

dioceses of our Communion. We learned with deep interest of the emergence of a Frenchspeaking

province in Central Africa. We recognise the special difficulties of French-speaking

dioceses in communication, in the production of literature, and in training for the ministry. We call

for the active encouragement, under the Partners in Mission scheme, for all forms of support from

the dioceses of our Communion to French-speaking provinces and dioceses.
Resolution 35

Anglican-Orthodox Theological Dialogue

The Conference:

1. welcomes the achievement of the Anglican-Orthodox Joint Doctrinal Commission as expressed

in the Moscow Agreed Statement of 1976, and believes that this goes far to realise the hopes

about Anglican-Orthodox dialogue expressed at Lambeth 1968;

2. requests the Anglican-Orthodox Joint Doctrinal Commission to continue to explore the

fundamental questions of doctrinal agreement and disagreement in our Churches; and to promote

regional groups for theological dialogue which would bring to the Commission not only reactions to

their work, but also theological issues arising out of local experience;

3. requests that all member Churches of the Anglican Communion should consider omitting the

Filioque from the Nicene Creed, and that the Anglican-Orthodox Joint Doctrinal Commission

through the Anglican Consultative Council should assist them in presenting the theological issues

to their appropriate synodical bodies and should be responsible for any necessary consultation

with other Churches of the Western tradition.
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Resolution 18

The Anglican Communion: Identity and Authority

This Conference:

1. Resolves that the new Inter-Anglican Theological and Doctrinal Commission (or a specially

appointed inter-Anglican commission) be asked to undertake as a matter of urgency a further

exploration of the meaning and nature of communion; with particular reference to the doctrine of

the Trinity, the unity and order of the Church, and the unity and community of humanity.
2.(a) Urges that encouragement be given to a developing collegial role for the Primates Meeting

under the presidency of the Archbishop of Canterbury, so that the Primates Meeting is able to

exercise an enhanced responsibility in offering guidance on doctrinal, moral and pastoral matters.

(b) Recommends that in the appointment of any future Archbishop of Canterbury, the Crown

Appointments Commission be asked to bring the Primates of the Communion into the process of

consultation.

3. Resolves that the Lambeth Conference as a conference of bishops of the Anglican Communion

should continue in the future, at appropriate intervals.

4. Recommends that regional conferences of the Anglican Communion should meet between

Lambeth Conferences as and when the region concerned believes it to be appropriate; and in the

event of these regional conferences being called, it should be open to the region concerned to

make them representative of clergy and laity as well as bishops.

5. Recommends that the ACC continue to fulfil the functions defined in its Constitution (developed

as a consequence of Resolution 69 of the 1968 Lambeth Conference) and affirmed by the

evaluation process reported to ACC-6 (see "Bonds of Affection," pp 23-27); in particular to

continue its consultative, advisory, liaison and communication roles within the Communion (and to

do so in close co-operation with the Primates Meeting).

6. Requests the Archbishop of Canterbury, with all the Primates of the Anglican Communion, to

appoint an advisory body on Prayer Books of the Anglican Communion. The body should be

entrusted with the task of offering encouragement, support and advice to Churches of the

Communion in their work of liturgical revision as well as facilitating mutual consultation concerning,

and review of, their Prayer Books as they are developed with a view to ensuring:

(a) the public reading of the Scriptures in a language understood by the people and instruction of

the whole people of God in the scriptural faith by means of sermons and catechisms; (b) the use of

the two sacraments ordained by Christ, Baptism with water in the threefold name, and Holy

Communion with bread and wine and explicit intention to obey our Lord's command; (c) the use of

forms of episcopal ordination to each of the three orders by prayer with the laying-on of hands; (d)

the public recitation and teaching of the Apostles' and Nicene Creeds; and (e) the use of other

liturgical expressions of unity in faith and life by which the whole people of God is nurtured and

upheld, with continuing awareness of ecumenical liturgical developments.

Primates' Meeting Anglican Consultative Council On 1 above: If there is the possibility of ordination

of women bishops in some provinces, it will throw into sharper focus the present impaired nature of

communion. It is a matter of urgency that we have a further theological enquiry into and reflection

on the meaning of communion in a trinitarian context for the Anglican Communion. Such an

enquiry should relate to ecumenical discussions exploring similar issues. This, more than

structures, will provide a theological framework in which differences can be handled.

On 2 above: We see an enhanced role for the Primates as a key to growth of inter-dependence

within the Communion. We do not see any inter-Anglican jurisdiction as possible or desirable; an

inter-Anglican synodical structure would be virtually unworkable and highly expensive. A collegial

role for the Primates by contrast could easily be developed, and their collective judgement and

advice would carry considerable weight.

If this is so, it is neither improper nor out of place to suggest that part of the consultative process

prior to the appointment of a future Archbishop of Canterbury should be in consultation with the

Primates.

On 3 above: We are convinced that there is considerable value in the bishops of the Anglican

Communion meeting as bishops, both in terms of mutual understanding and as an effective agent

of interdependence.

On 4 above: Regional issues need regional solutions. Regional conferences can also provide for

wider representation.

On 5 above: We value the present work of the ACC. We do not see, however, that it ought to move

beyond its present advisory role.

On 6 above: Concern for how the Church celebrates the sacraments of unity and with what

consequences is a central expression of episcopal care and pastoral oversight in the Church of

God. As bishops of the Anglican Communion we have a particular responsibility for securing those

elements in worship which nurture our identity and unity in Christ and which therefore have an

authority for us as Anglicans. (A parallel but significantly different resolution has been proposed by

the Anglican Consultative Council: Resolution 12 of ACC-7.) (See further paras 113-152 of the

Report on "Dogmatic and Pastoral Concerns.")
Resolution 47

Liturgical Freedom

This Conference resolves that each province should be free, subject to essential universal

Anglican norms of worship, and to a valuing of traditional liturgical materials, to seek that

expression of worship which is appropriate to its Christian people in their cultural context.
Resolution 69

Admission to Communion

This Conference requests all provinces to consider the theological and pastoral issues involved in

the admission of those baptized but unconfirmed to communion (as set out in the Report of ACC-

7), and to report their findings to the ACC.

This Resolution does what ACC-7 expected to be done, and is in line with a draft statement from

"Mission and Ministry." Whilst it comes as a private member's Resolution, it comes with the

goodwill of the "Mission and Ministry" Section.
Resolution 71

1988 Lambeth Call to Prayer

This Conference calls upon individuals, prayer groups, congregations, devotional organisations,

and religious communities to give renewed emphasis to the work of prayer. We call upon the

bishops of the Anglican Communion to give a strong lead in the ministry of prayer in all its forms,

so that we may know God's will for our time and be empowered for the mission of the Lord Jesus

Christ.

A Call to Prayer has been issued by the last two Lambeth Conferences. This encouragement for

prayer is even more essential as we meet the challenges of the coming years in the Anglican

Communion.
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Section II - Called to live and proclaim the good news

Resolution II.1

The Theological Foundations of Mission

This Conference:

a. believing that all our mission springs from the action and self-revelation of God in Jesus

Christ and that without this foundation, we can give no form or content to our proclamation

and can expect no transforming effect from it.

b. resolves to:

i. reaffirm our faith in the doctrines of the Nicene Creed as the basis of what is to be

believed, lived and proclaimed by the churches of the Anglican Communion;

ii. accept the imperative character of our call to mission and evangelism as

grounded in the very nature of the God who is revealed to us.
Resolution III.14

Inculturation of worship

This Conference, rejoicing in its own experience of multi-cultural worship, reaffirms Resolutions 22

and 47 of the 1988 Lambeth Conference encouraging the inculturation of worship and urges each

province to seek the best ways of inculturating its forms and practice of worship.
Resolution III.15

Co-ordinator for Liturgy

This Conference

a. thanks the Anglican Church of Canada for seconding the Revd Paul Gibson to the

Anglican Consultative Council (ACC) in 1989 and for funding his work, and is grateful for

his contribution to the Anglican Communion as its Co-ordinator for Liturgy in the years

since then;

b. urgently requests the Anglican Consultative Council to take steps to find, appoint and

sustain a successor to him on his retirement; and

c. calls upon all provinces to keep the Anglican Consultative Council fully informed about all

official liturgical revision through the Co-ordinator for Liturgy or other members of the

Council's staff as necessary.
Resolution III.16

International Anglican Liturgical Consultations

This Conference welcomes the emergence in the 1980s of the International Anglican Liturgical

Consultations (IALCs); endorses the recognition given to the IALCs by, first the Standing

Committee of the Anglican Consultative Council (ACC) and then in 1993, by the Joint Meeting of

the Primates and the ACC; requests the IALCs to report regularly to the Primates' Meeting;

commends to study of each diocese and province the publications of the IALCs; asks each

province to send representatives to the Consultations held every four years in orde that these may

represent the whole Communion; and commends to the provinces which can afford to send more

representatives the principle of funding bursaries for those provinces which cannot.
Resolution III.20

The daily offices

This Conference, affirming the importance of Bishops being faithful in the praying of the daily

offices, urges the bishops present at this Conference to re-commit themselves to this spiritual

discipline and to endeavour to encourage their clergy and people in the discipline of daily prayer.
Resolution IV.12

Implications of Ecumenical Agreements

This Conference:

a. encourages a fuller embodiment of the spirit and content of accepted agreed statements

in the life and teaching of the Provinces; and

b. urges that new Provincial liturgical texts and practices be consonant with accepted

ecumenical agreements reached in multilateral and bilateral dialogues, for example BEM

and ARCIC, and requests the Primates to consider appropriate ways for encouraging this

in consultation with the International Anglican Liturgical Consultation.
