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Union Among the Churches of the Anglican Communion - Encyclical Letter 1.9: Of

circulating information as to the Churches

It appears that the want has been much felt of some centre of communication among the

Churches in England, Ireland, Scotland, America, India, the colonies, and elsewhere, through

which ecclesiastical documents of importance might be mutually circulated, and in which copies of

them might be retained for reference. Your Committee would suggest that the Society for

Promoting Christian Knowledge might be requested to maintain a department for this purpose,

supported by special contributions; and also that provision might be made for the more general

dissemination, in each Church, of information respecting the acts and current history of all the rest.

They recommend that the Reports and other proceedings of this Conference, which it may think fit

to publish, should be communicated through this channel. They further think it desirable that the

official acts and other published documents of each representative body of this Communion should

be interchanged among the respective bishops and the officers of such bodies.
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Resolution 1

That this Conference, without pledging itself to all the statements and opinions embodied in the

Report of the Committee on Intemperance, commends the Report to the consideration of the

Church.
Resolution 7

That this Conference receives the Report drawn up by the Committee on the subject of Socialism,

and submits it to the consideration of the Churches of the Anglican Communion.
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Resolution 21

The Church and the Modern World - The Church and the Modern State

Recognising that in the quest for a just social order the differences between those who value

tradition and those who feel most urgently the need for change and reform may provoke enmity,

the Conference believes that, however strong these tensions are, the fellowship of the Christian

community should contain them, and that in times of controversy Church members can make this

significant contribution of unity in Christ to the life of neighbourhood or nation.
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Resolution 53

Anglican Communications

This Conference:

(a) Directs the ACC to explore the establishment of a telecommunications network linked to every

province in order to improve the communication and consultation process throughout the Anglican

Communion and to ensure that accurate information is available to the Churches.

(b) Urges the creation of a telecommunications centre for the Communion through the sharing of

resources between provinces and building on the experience of the Inter-Anglican Information

Network (IAIN).
Resolution 55

Conference Translation

This Conference warmly appreciates arrangements made for simultaneous translation of

Conference deliberations into French, Spanish, Japanese and Swahili, and requests that the final

Conference report be translated into these Conference languages.
Resolution 66

Handbook of Anglican Sources

This Conference encourages the publication of the proposed handbook of Anglican sources, which

will reflect the catholicity of our tradition from the beginning and the concerns of the world-wide

Anglican Communion today.

Plans are in hand for SPCK to publish such a handbook*, to be edited by J. Robert Wright and

G.R. Evans, with a consultative editorial board drawn from the Anglican provinces. It will involve no

cost to the Church. It will be useful for encouraging understanding of Anglicanism, both among

Anglicans and people of other traditions.
