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Resolution 46

The Unity of the Church - Co-operation in Evangelism

Meanwhile the Conference urges the desirability of organising and participating in efforts of

evangelism in co-operation with Christians of other Communions, both as a means of bearing

effective witness to the multitudes who are detached from all forms of organised Christianity, and

as a means of expressing and strengthening that sense of unity in the Gospel which binds together

in spiritual fellowship those who own allegiance to different Churches.
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Resolution 36

The Church and the Modern World - The Church Militant

The Conference, assured that the Gospel of Christ is the power of God unto salvation and that the

conversion of mankind to him is the only way whereby evil in the world today can be overcome,

and being convinced of the need for spiritual leadership and venture at this time, issues:

(a) a summons to all members of the Church to acknowledge their failure, both personal and

corporate, to make Christ universally known, and humbly to rededicate themselves to the task

committed to the people of God;

(b) a call to the individual members of every local church to strengthen the corporate life and

worship of their church, and so to increase its influence upon the life of the community;

(c) an appeal to all bishops of the Anglican Communion to take the initiative in this time of urgency,

calling both clergy and laity to survey and undertake the task set before the Church in their

immediate localities.

We would urge upon the clergy the importance of pastoral visitation, of making contacts in factory,

field, and office, and of fuller participation in the everyday life of the people, so as to win from them

a hearing which would result in a new approach to worship, and a new understanding of the

universal sovereignty of God.
Resolution 37

The Church and the Modern World - The Church Militant

The Conference urges all Church people to look upon their membership of Christ in the Church as

the central fact in their lives. They should regard themselves as individually sharing responsibility

for the corporate life and witness of the Church in the places where they live. They should

discharge this responsibility and give a distinctive witness

(a) by the regularity of their attendance at public worship and especially at the Holy Communion;

(b) by the practice of private prayer, Bible reading, and self-discipline;

(c) by bringing the teaching and example of Christ into their everyday lives;

(d) by the boldness of their spoken witness to their faith in Christ;

(e) by personal service to Church and community;

(f) by the offering of money, according to their means, for the support of the work of the Church, at

home and overseas.

Thus there will be in every locality a living centre of Christian faith, witness, and fellowship.
Resolution 39

The Church and the Modern World - The Christian Way of Life

The Conference affirms that wholeness of personality can be attained only in so far as a man is

consciously associated with Jesus Christ. This wholeness necessitates membership of the perfect

society, the Kingdom of God proclaimed by Christ. The growth of that Kingdom is advanced by all

honest and rightly directed work and service in every sphere of art and science, politics and

industry. But it is the calling of the Church to act as God's special instrument in its extension

everywhere. It is therefore in the society of their fellow Christians that men will find an adequate

purpose in life, an assurance of their individual worth, and the power to become true men.
Resolution 40

The Church and the Modern World - The Christian Way of Life

The Conference values the witness given by those who, in response to a special vocation, keep

themselves apart from the life of the world. But we believe that Christians generally are called by

God to take their part in the life of the world, and through the power of God's grace to transform it.
Resolution 41

The Church and the Modern World - The Christian Way of Life

The Conference believes that the unity in Christ which exists between Church people ought to find

more definite expression outside the church building, and we urge the members of every

congregation to seek for opportunities of expressing their unity by the undertaking of common

tasks.
Resolution 42

The Church and the Modern World - The Christian Way of Life

The Conference reminds members of the Church of the grievous fact that many among their

friends and neighbours are in no vital contact with the Christian religion; and we urge them so to

prepare themselves by prayer and thought that they may be able by the help of God to use every

opportunity to bring others to Christ in his Church.
Resolution 100

Baptism and Confirmation

The Conference, acknowledging that the Christian Church derives all its life from God, the Holy

and Eternal Trinity, and is dependent upon his creative, redeeming, and sanctifying activity, calls

upon the members of the Anglican Communion to pray for spiritual renewal throughout the world.
Resolution 101

Baptism and Confirmation

Believing that one and the same Spirit sustains and orders the life of the Church, the Conference

emphasises the essential unity and interdependence of the ministry of the word and the ministry of

the sacraments.
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Resolution 7

The Bible

The Conference affirms the importance of preaching, both evangelistic and

expository, ministered as a means of grace, by men who have experienced the power

of the Gospel in their own lives.
Resolution 11

The Bible

The Conference welcomes the new translations of the Scriptures in many languages, and would

encourage our people to give all possible support to those societies whose concern is the

distribution of the Scriptures to all lands. Much still remains to be done in this field and the need is

urgent.
Resolution 58

Progress in the Anglican Communion Missionary Appeal

The Conference calls on every Church member, clergy and laity alike, to take an active part in the

mission of the Church. It is a mission to the whole world, not only in area but in all the concerns of

mankind. It has no frontiers between "home" and "foreign" but is concerned to present Christ to

people everywhere.

Each generation needs to be evangelised and to this all-important task we summon the people of

God in every land.
Resolution 59

Progress in the Anglican Communion Missionary Appeal

The Conference affirms that while the Church of Jesus Christ transcends all national or racial

limitations, every Church should endeavour to share fully in the life of the people in the country in

which it exists. The Conference rejoices that, in all parts of the world, a strong ministry is growing

up from among the people. It notes with satisfaction that, under the guidance of the Holy Spirit,

and in accordance with Catholic practice, bishops are being appointed and elected without

reference to race or nationality.
Resolution 105

The Reconciling of Conflicts Between and Within Nations - Sharing Material Resources

The Conference draws attention to the widespread poverty in many parts of the world; it notes with

thankfulness the measures taken to help under-developed countries to become self-supporting,

and calls upon Christians in more favoured lands to use their influence to encourage their

governments in the task of relieving poverty by a generous sharing of their material and technical

resources with those in need.
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Resolution 28

The Ministry - Youth and Human Welfare

The Conference values the initiative shown by young people in witnessing to their faith in Christ;

and urges that they should be encouraged to do this in their own way and through their own

media, and that the Church should have regard to their concern for the renewal of society and of

the Church.
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Resolution 8

The Church's Ministry of Healing

The Conference praises God for the renewal of the ministry of healing within the Churches in

recent times and reaffirms:

1. that the healing of the sick in his name is as much a part of the proclamation of the Kingdom as

the preaching of the good news of Jesus Christ;

2. that to neglect this aspect of ministry is to diminish our part in Christ's total redemptive activity;

3. that the ministry to the sick should be an essential element in any revision of the liturgy (see the

Report of the Lambeth Conference of 1958, p.2.92).
Resolution 25

An Anglican Doctrinal Commission

The Conference endorses the proposal suggested in Resolution 8 of the third (Trinidad, 1976)

meeting of the Anglican Consultative Council, to set up an inter-Anglican theological and doctrinal

advisory commission, and asks the Standing Committee of the ACC to establish the commission

with the advice of the primates, and the primates and provinces, by whatever means they feel

best, to review its work after a period of not more than five years.
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Resolution 22

Christ and Culture

This Conference:

(a) Recognises that culture is the context in which people find their identity.

(b) Affirms that God's love extends to people of every culture and that the Gospel judges every

culture according to the Gospel's own criteria of truth, challenging some aspects of culture while

endorsing and transforming others for the benefit of the Church and society.

(c) Urges the Church everywhere to work at expressing the unchanging Gospel of Christ in words,

actions, names, customs, liturgies, which communicate relevantly in each contemporary society.
Resolution 23

Freedom of Religious Activity

This Conference calls upon all governments to uphold religious freedom, including freedom of

worship and freedom to teach and evangelise, as a fundamental human right, the denial of which

threatens all other liberties.

We are concerned for minority religious groups, but have a special concern for those in Islamic

states.
Resolution 42

Ministry of Lay People

This Conference recommends that provinces and dioceses encourage, train, equip and send out

lay people for evangelism and ministry.
Resolution 43

Decade of Evangelism

This Conference, recognising that evangelism is the primary task given to the Church, asks each

province and diocese of the Anglican Communion, in co-operation with other Christians, to make

the closing years of this millennium a "Decade of Evangelism" with a renewed and united

emphasis on making Christ known to the people of his world.
Resolution 44

Evangelism in the Anglican Communion

This Conference:

1. calls for a shift to a dynamic missionary emphasis going beyond care and nurture to

proclamation and service; and therefore

2. accepts the challenge this presents to diocesan and local church structures and patterns of

worship and ministry, and looks to God for a fresh movement of the Spirit in prayer, outgoing love

and evangelism in obedience to our Lord's command.
Resolution 45

Mission and Ministry of the Whole Church

This Conference:

1. acknowledging that God through the Holy Spirit is bringing about a revolution in terms of the

total ministry of all the baptized, thus enriching the Church and making Christ known to men and

women as the hope of the world;

2. urges each bishop with his diocese to take the necessary steps to provide opportunities, training

and support to ensure that this shared style of ministry becomes a reality.
Resolution 47

Liturgical Freedom

This Conference resolves that each province should be free, subject to essential universal

Anglican norms of worship, and to a valuing of traditional liturgical materials, to seek that

expression of worship which is appropriate to its Christian people in their cultural context.
Resolution 64

Human Rights for Those of Homosexual Orientation

This Conference:

1. Reaffirms the statement of the Lambeth Conference of 1978 on homosexuality, recognising the

continuing need in the next decade for "deep and dispassionate study of the question of

homosexuality, which would take seriously both the teaching of Scripture and the results of

scientific and medical research."

2. Urges such study and reflection to take account of biological, genetic and psychological

research being undertaken by other agencies, and the socio-cultural factors that lead to the

different attitudes in the provinces of our Communion.

3. Calls each province to reassess, in the light of such study and because of our concern for

human rights, its care for and attitude towards persons of homosexual orientation.
Resolution 65

Missions to Seamen

This Conference thanks God for the world-wide Missions to Seamen, which began its work in

1856. It supports and endorses the remarkable way in which the society has adapted its ministry to

changed circumstances, acknowledging the fact that there is no part of the Church which has

greater ecumenical involvement and experience; that it is deeply involved in dialogue with people

of other faiths every day; and that through the Centre for Seafarers' Rights and through almost

every member of staff, it is daily involved in issues of social justice. The Conference, encouraged

by the appointment of liaison bishops throughout the Anglican Communion, accepts the ministry

and mission of the society as the mission of the Church to all seafarers, regardless of creed, class

or colour.
Resolution 69

Admission to Communion

This Conference requests all provinces to consider the theological and pastoral issues involved in

the admission of those baptized but unconfirmed to communion (as set out in the Report of ACC-

7), and to report their findings to the ACC.

This Resolution does what ACC-7 expected to be done, and is in line with a draft statement from

"Mission and Ministry." Whilst it comes as a private member's Resolution, it comes with the

goodwill of the "Mission and Ministry" Section.

Section II - Called to live and proclaim the good news

Resolution II.1

The Theological Foundations of Mission

This Conference:

a. believing that all our mission springs from the action and self-revelation of God in Jesus

Christ and that without this foundation, we can give no form or content to our proclamation

and can expect no transforming effect from it.

b. resolves to:

i. reaffirm our faith in the doctrines of the Nicene Creed as the basis of what is to be

believed, lived and proclaimed by the churches of the Anglican Communion;

ii. accept the imperative character of our call to mission and evangelism as

grounded in the very nature of the God who is revealed to us.
Resolution II.2

Mission And The Structures Of The Anglican Communion

This Conference:

a. acknowledges gratefully the contribution of many individuals and agencies in serving,

stimulating and assessing the work of the Decade of Evangelism, particularly the Church

of Nigeria for its gift to the whole church through its role in initially resourcing the

involvement of the ACC in this work by seconding Canon Dr Cyril Okorocha, the

continuing contribution of MISSIO whose report we received, and whose work we wish to

see continued, and the Anglican Communion Global Conference on Dynamic Evangelism

beyond 2000 at Kanuga in 1995;

b. believes that the instruments of unity (the Archbishop of Canterbury; the Lambeth

Conference; the ACC and the Primates meeting) need to work much more closely

together and to review their mutual accountability (e.g. the ACC and the Primates

meetings should consider communicating the results of their deliberations to all Bishops in

the Communion);

c. considers that regional networks and relationships should be reinforced and encouraged

and their work be fully publicised;

d. requests that the Joint Standing Committee of the Primates' Meeting and the ACC

consider, as a matter of urgency, how the budget and staffing of the Communion's official

networks might come to reflect the priorities of mission and evangelism;

e. similarly requests that the MISSIO be instructed to study further the most efficient and

effective ways for the Communion to extend mission and evangelism (e.g. through a

mission and evangelism secretary);

f. suggests that the Lambeth Conference be recognised as a significant consultative body

which gives a sense of unity and direction to the whole Communion, which should receive

and review reports of significant activities carried out as part of the work of the

Communion.
Resolution II.6

Future Priorities In Mission

As it moves towards the third millennium of Christian Witness, this conference;

a. gives thanks to God for all the experience so far of the Decade of Evangelism, noting the

Testimonies and challenges from many churches across the Communion;

b. repents of our failures in mission and evangelism;

c. expresses its determination that the impetus should not be lost. The primary task of every

bishop, diocese and congregation in the Anglican Communion is to share in and show the

love of God in Jesus Christ - by worship, by the proclamation to everyone of the gospel of

salvation through Christ, through the announcing of good news to the poor and the

continuing effort to witness to God's Kingdom and God's justice in act and word and to do

so in partnership with Christians of all traditions;

d. urges that priority should be given at every level in our Communion to reaching out to

those who have never heard, or never responded to the gospel of Christ, and to

reawakening those whose love has grown cold;

e. commits ourselves to call our people to be a transforming church by practising Jubilee,

and by sharing financial resources between different regions of our Communion, not only

for responding to crises or disasters, but to enable local initiatives in outreach, service and

evangelism;

f. commits ourselves in the light of what is said in this Report to work to transform the

dioceses we serve into communities that share fully at every level in the mission of God.
Resolution II.7

Urbanisation

This Conference:

a. calls upon the Member Churches of the Anglican Communion to address the processes of

urbanisation across the world, both in our cities and all other communities;

b. asks our Member Churches to give urgent attention to "Living and Proclaiming the Good

News" in our cities so that all that destroys our full humanity is being challenged, the

socially excluded are being welcomed and the poor are hearing the Good News (Matthew

11:3); and in order to assist this priority in mission

c. resolves;

i. to ask the Anglican Consultative Council to give support to the formation of an

Anglican Urban Network to share information and experience on urbanisation and

urban mission;

ii. to support the establishment of a "Faith in an Urban World" Commission, after

due consultation with ecumenical bodies.
Resolution III.14

Inculturation of worship

This Conference, rejoicing in its own experience of multi-cultural worship, reaffirms Resolutions 22

and 47 of the 1988 Lambeth Conference encouraging the inculturation of worship and urges each

province to seek the best ways of inculturating its forms and practice of worship.
Resolution V.4

On Transformation and Renewal

This Conference:

a. noting that while Lambeth 1988 called for a Decade of Evangelism during which we have

witnessed welcome changes in the world and enhanced efforts to share the Gospel of

Christ many other injustices still disfigure our world and challenge our commitment to

share the love of God;

b. therefore calls our Church to build on what has been achieved in the Decade of

Evangelism by working for a transformed humanity, transformed cultures, a transformed

mission for the Church, and transformed relationships with other Christian communities.

This will require a fair sharing of God's resources of personnel and funds.

c. proclaiming the Gospel of the Kingdom of God, forgiveness through the cross of Christ

and deliverance from the power of Satan, will seek:

i. Spiritual renewal of God's people;

ii. Transformation in the lives of children and youth, who form most of our growing

churches;

iii. Transformation in the relations between ethnic groups and the nations;

iv. Transformation in Christian relations with Muslims, Hindus, Buddhists and other

religions
True freedom of religion

  Study of the history of other major religions including Islam/Christian

relations

  Assistance for converts from Islam and other religions

  Support of new Dioceses within the Anglican Communion

v. Transformation in our churches, in our worship and in our proper use of

Scriptures.
