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Resolution 8

That this Conference receives the Report drawn up by the Committee on the subject of Emigration,

and commends the suggestions embodied in it to the consideration of the Churches of the

Anglican Communion.
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Resolution 57

That this Conference desires to draw renewed attention to the recommendation of the Committee

of the Lambeth Conference, 1888, on the subject of Emigrants, and recommends that every care

should be taken, by home teaching, by commendatory letters, and by correspondence between

the home dioceses and the dioceses to which emigrants go, to prevent them from drifting from the

Church of their fathers when they leave their old homes.
Resolution 58

That this Conference desires that every care should be taken by the Church at home to impress

upon emigrants the duty of helping to provide for the maintenance of the Church in the country to

which they emigrate.
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Resolution 13

The Church and the Modern World - The Church and War

The Conference, moved by the tragic plight of vast numbers of men and women who, owing to

political conditions, have been exiled from their home country, and believing that there is room in

which they may find new and permanent homes, urges the governments of all countries

represented in this Conference where such room can be found to take active steps for the

admission of as many as possible of those men and women with their families as new settlers; and

calls upon all Christian people within countries wherein they are permitted to settle to give them

every help in their power.
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Resolution 56

Church Unity and the Church Universal - Inter-Church Aid

The Conference commends to all members of the Anglican Communion the outstanding work of

relief and reconciliation carried out by the World Council of Churches Department of Inter-Church

Aid and Service to Refugees, in which they have gladly participated. It urges them to support it

wholeheartedly and, when possible, themselves to offer sanctuary and the deepest charity to those

who, for whatever cause, have lost their home and citizenship.
Resolution 65

Progress in the Anglican Communion Missionary Appeal

The Conference emphasises the importance of witness for Christ which can be borne when

Christians go from one country to another, especially to countries where Christians are a small

minority, and urges that ways and means be developed to assist both clergy and members of the

laity to do so effectively. It also urges that every effort be made, especially on the parochial level,

to practice Christian fellowship with people of other nations and races who come to live

permanently in a new land.
Resolution 127

The Family in Contemporary Society - Migratory Labour

The Conference, recognising the family as the God-given unit of human life and society, condemns

those systems of migratory labour that break up family life by enforcing the unjustified residential

separation of man and wife, or of parents and children.
Resolution 128

The Family in Contemporary Society - Refugees and Stateless Persons

The Conference calls the attention of churchmen to the tragic plight of refugees and stateless

persons, as a continuing feature of the world today.

It believes their plight is a cause both of intense personal suffering and of political unrest; and that

neither this, nor the size of the problem, is sufficiently appreciated. It therefore calls:

(a) for the continuing support, in the form of both gifts and personal service, for the Inter-Church

Aid and Refugee Service Department of the World Council of Churches, so that such people may

be assisted;

(b) for more sustained action through the United Nations and through governments concerned, to

finance migrants and place them in new countries; and

(c) for special care in keeping together the members of families in such distress.
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Resolution 56

Refugees

This Conference commends to the members of the Communion the Report of the ACC Refugee

and Migrant Ministry Network meeting held at Harare for study and action.
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Section I –Call to full Humanity

Resolution I.1

Affirmation and Adoption of the United Nations Universal Declaration of Human Rights

On the fiftieth anniversary of its proclamation in December of 1948, this Conference

(a) resolves that its members urge compliance with the United Nations Universal Declaration of

Human Rights by the nations in which our various member Churches are located, and all others

over whom we may exercise any influence; and

(b) urges extension of the provisions of the Declaration to refugees, uprooted and displaced

persons who may be forced by the circumstances of their lives to live among them.
Resolution I.5

Uprooted and Displaced Persons

This Conference commits its members to:

(a) promote within the Anglican Communion and beyond a greater awareness of the plight of

uprooted and forcibly displaced persons, including indigenous peoples, and the causes of such

disruption, including Third World Debt, religious conflict, economic deprivation, political oppression

and environmental degradation;

(b) recognise the plight of our brothers and sisters who are victims of forcible displacement, and

encourage prayer, worship, and study experiences which express the solidarity of the Anglican

Communion with uprooted and forcibly displaced persons, commending the exceptional courage

and leadership exercised on behalf of these victims by certain members of the Anglican

Communion;

(c) encourage effective advocacy on behalf of uprooted and forcibly displaced persons within the

Anglican Communion as well as within its individual provinces;

(d) promote greater co-operation within the Anglican Communion on behalf of uprooted and

displaced persons by designating contact persons in every province whose responsibility would be

to develop and guide this work, and by increasing the commitment of personal and material

resources for this work*; and

(e) encourage the revitalisation of the Anglican Communion International Migrant and Refugee

Network to assist the Anglican Communion in this work.

Resolution V.27

Millennium

This Conference calls on

a. all Provinces of the Communion to take concrete steps to celebrate the dawn of a new

millennium as a Christ-centered event, and to share these steps widely;

b. all countries to celebrate the millennium by inter alia freeing all slaves, returning refugees

to their homes, doing their utmost not to create any more refugees, and restoring land to

those that have been deprived thereof.
