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Resolution 80

Social and Industrial Questions

If the Church is to witness without reproach for justice and brotherhood in the world, it must show

itself serious and insistent in reforming abuses within its own organisation, and in promoting

brotherhood among its own members. Further, if Christian witness is to be fully effective it must be

borne by nothing short of the whole body of Christian people.
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Resolution 21

The Life and Witness of the Christian Community - Race

The Conference affirms that the principle of trusteeship as laid down by Article XXII of the League

of Nations Covenant cannot be duly applied in practice without full recognition of the fact that

partnership must eventually follow as soon as two races can show an equal standard of

civilisation. Accordingly, the Conference affirms that the ruling of one race by another can only be

justified from the Christian standpoint when the highest welfare of the subject race is the constant

aim of government, and when admission to an increasing share in the government of the country is

an objective steadfastly pursued. To this end equal opportunity and impartial justice must be

assured. Equal opportunity of development will result where the nation faithfully discharges its

responsibility for the education of all its citizens, in which the co-operation of both the Church and

the family with the state is essential; and Christian principles demand that equal justice be assured

to every member of every community both from the government and in the courts of law.
Resolution 22

The Life and Witness of the Christian Community - Race

The Conference affirms its conviction that all communicants without distinction of race or colour

should have access in any church to the Holy Table of the Lord, and that no one should be

excluded from worship in any church on account of colour or race. Further, it urges that where,

owing to diversity of language or custom, Christians of different races normally worship apart,

special occasions should be sought for united services and corporate communion in order to

witness to the unity of the Body of Christ.

The Conference would remind all Christian people that the ministrations of the clergy should never

be rejected on grounds of colour or race, and in this connection it would state its opinion that in the

interests of true unity it is undesirable that in any given area there should be two or more bishops

of the same Communion exercising independent jurisdiction.
Resolution 23

The Life and Witness of the Christian Community - Race

The Conference affirms that the guiding principle of racial relations should be interdependence and

not competition, though this interdependence does not of itself involve intermarriage; that the

realisation in practice of human brotherhood postulates courtesy on the part of all races towards

one another, co-operation in the study of racial relations and values, and a complete avoidance of

any exploitation of the weaker races, such as is exemplified in the liquor traffic among the natives

of Africa and enforced labour for private profit.

The Conference urges that the presence of Asiatic and African students at western universities

affords an opportunity for promoting friendliness between different races, and asks that Christians

should try to create such a public sentiment that these students may be received with sympathetic

understanding and enabled to share in all that is best in western social life.

Resolution 25

The Life and Witness of the Christian Community - Peace and War

The Conference affirms that war as a method of settling international disputes is incompatible with

the teaching and example of our Lord Jesus Christ.
Resolution 26

The Life and Witness of the Christian Community - Peace and War

The Conference believes that peace will never be achieved till international relations are controlled

by religious and ethical standards, and that the moral judgement of humanity needs to be enlisted

on the side of peace. It therefore appeals to the religious leaders of all nations to give their support

to the effort to promote those ideals of peace, brotherhood and justice for which the League of

Nations stands.

The Conference welcomes the agreement made by leading statesmen of the world in the names of

their respective peoples, in which they condemn recourse to war for the solution of international

controversies, renounce it as an instrument of national policy in their relations with one another,

and agree that the settlement of all disputes which may arise among them shall never be sought

except by pacific means; and appeals to all Christian people to support this agreement to the

utmost of their power and to help actively, by prayer and effort, agencies (such as the League of

Nations Union and the World Alliance for Promoting International Friendship through the

Churches) which are working to promote goodwill among the nations.
Resolution 29

The Life and Witness of the Christian Community - Peace and War

Believing that peace within the nation and among the nations is bound up with the acceptance of

Christian principles in the ordering of social and industrial life, the Conference reaffirms the

Resolutions (73-80) of the Lambeth Conference of 1920, which deal with that subject. While there

is in many countries an increasing desire for justice and therefore a growing will to peace, the

world is still faced with grave social and economic evils which are an offence to the Christian

conscience, and a menance to peace. All these evils call for the best scientific treatment on

international lines, and also for a practical application of the principle of united service and selfsacrifice

on the part of all Christian people.
Resolution 36

The Unity of the Church - The Separated Eastern Churches

1. The Conference thanks Bishop Tourian for taking counsel with one of its committees on

the relations between the Church* and the Anglican Communion, and assures him of its

deep sympathy with the sufferings of his nation.

2. The Conference expresses its deep sympathy with the Armenian, East Syrian (Assyrian)

and West Syrian Christians in the hardship and suffering which they have endured since

the war, and earnestly prays that they may be given strength and courage in their efforts

for self-preservation, as well as that their rights may be fully secured as religious or racial

minorities in the territories in which they live.

3. The Conference welcomes the development of closer relations between the Anglican

Communion and the Separated Churches of the East which is recorded in its Committee's

Report, and earnestly desires that these relations may be steadily strengthened, in

consultation with the Orthodox Church, in the hope that in due course full intercommunion

may be reached.
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Resolution 5

The Christian Doctrine of Man

The Conference believes that both the recognition of the responsibility of the individual to God and

the development of his personality are gravely imperilled by any claim made either by the state or

by any group within the state to control the whole of human life. Personality is developed in

community, but the community must be one of free persons. The Christian must therefore judge

every social system by its effect on human personality.
Resolution 22

The Church and the Modern World - The Church and the Modern State

The Conference calls the Church to think out afresh the Christian gospel of work in terms relevant

to modern working conditions, and calls on all Church members to find their incentive to work, not

only in security and gain, but chiefly in service and good workmanship, as an offering to the glory

of God.
Resolution 23

The Church and the Modern World - The Church and the Modern State

Since the state, industry, and community services are offering an increasing number of posts

which may be made spheres of Christian influence, the Conference calls upon Church members to

bring to such posts not only professional training and a sense of vocation but also a sound

knowledge of the Christian doctrine of God and man.
Resolution 41

The Church and the Modern World - The Christian Way of Life

The Conference believes that the unity in Christ which exists between Church people ought to find

more definite expression outside the church building, and we urge the members of every

congregation to seek for opportunities of expressing their unity by the undertaking of common

tasks.
Resolution 43

The Church and the Modern World - The Christian Way of Life

The Conference is convinced that discrimination between men on the grounds of race alone is

inconsistent with the principles of Christ's religion. We urge that in every land men of every race

should be encouraged to develop in accordance with their abilities; and that this involves fairness

of opportunity in trades and professions, in facilities for travelling and in the provision of housing, in

education at all stages, and in schemes of social welfare. Every churchman should be assured of a

cordial welcome in any church of our Communion, and no one should be ineligible for any position

in the Church by reason of his race or colour.
Resolution 45

The Church and the Modern World - The Christian Way of Life

The Conference stresses the urgency of providing that every family should have a home of its own

which provides for fellowship and privacy.
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Resolution 100

The Reconciling of Conflicts Between and Within Nations - The Church's Work of

Reconciliation

The Conference is convinced that the Church's work of reconciliation must be powerfully

expressed within the parish or local congregation. Consequently here it would lay emphasis upon

the following points:

(a) There is a need for Christians to understand more deeply the meaning of God's providence in

history and the ground of Christian hope, as distinct from a belief in automatic social progress. This

needs to be emphasised in preaching and teaching.

(b) There is need for persistent intercessory prayer, not only in general terms but specifically and

by name for those in positions of great responsibility. Such prayers should be offered for those in

nations which oppose us as well as those friendly to us.

(c) There is need to emphasise the disasterous effect on the common life of those who come to

the Lord's Table unreconciled to their neighbours and with bitterness towards them in their hearts.
We would recall that the Invitation to the Holy Communion is addressed to those who are "in love

and charity with their neighbours."

(d) Where there are divisions in the local community, the Christian congregation in that place

should face them fearlessly and, by the action of its members, should serve as an agent of

reconciliation.

(e) While there are many elements in the reconciling of conflicts, none are more important than the

character and conduct of individual people. Success or failure in any particular instance may in the

end depend on the individual: not only on his knowledge, his judgement, and his zeal, but also on

the spirit of Christ mirrored in a life which bears the marks of the cross and the fruits of the Spirit.
Resolution 111

The Reconciling of Conflicts Between and Within Nations - The Church in an Industrial Age

The Conference urges the provinces of the Anglican Communion to give special study to the task,

strategy, and ministry of the Church within industrial society, and by the use of bold and

imaginative experiments to strengthen the impact of the Christian faith upon the whole life and

pattern of industry.
Resolution 129

The Family in Contemporary Society - The Religious Duties of Churchmen

The Conference urges that the sections of the Report on the Family in Contemporary Society

dealing with industrial pressures on the family, and, by implication, upon the religious duties of

churchmen, should be carefully studied by Christians in industry and should be made a basis for

discussions between representatives of the Churches and industrial managers and trade unionists.
Resolution 130

The Family in Contemporary Society - Co-operation with Secular Agencies

The Conference believes it to be most desirable that the clergy and Church workers should take

every opportunity of meeting health and social workers, as well as teachers, in a locality, and

discussing with them the welfare of the community and its family life.
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Resolution 3

Human Rights

The Conference regards the matter of human rights and dignity as of capital and universal

importance. We send forth the following message as expressing our convictions in Christ for the

human family world-wide.

We deplore and condemn the evils of racism and tribalism, economic exploitation and social

injustices, torture, detention without trial and the taking of human lives, as contrary to the teaching

and example of our Lord in the Gospel. Man is made in the image of God and must not be

exploited. In many parts of the world these evils are so rampant that they deter the development of

a humane society. Therefore,

1. we call on governments to uphold human dignity; to defend human rights, including the exercise

of freedom of speech, movement, and worship in accordance with the United Nations Declaration

of Human Rights; the right to be housed, freedom to work, the right to eat, the right to be educated;

and to give human value and worth precedence over social and ethnic demarcations, regardless of

sex, creed, or status;

2. we thank God for those faithful Christians who individually and collectively witness to their faith
and convictions in the face of persecution, torture and martyrdom; and for those who work for and

advocate human rights and peace among all peoples; and we assure them of our prayers, as in

penitence and hope we long to see the whole Church manifesting in its common life a genuine

alternative to the acquisitiveness and division which surround it, and indeed penetrate it;

3. we pledge our support for those organisations and agencies which have taken positive stands

on human rights, and those which assist with refugee problems;

4. we urge all Anglicans to seek positive ways of educating themselves about the liberation

struggle of peoples in many parts of the world;

5. finally we appeal to all Christians to lend their support to those who struggle for human freedom

and who press forward in some places at great personal and corporate risk; we should not

abandon them even if the struggle becomes violent. We are reminded that the ministry of the

Church is to reveal the love of God by faithful proclamation of his Word, by sacrificial service, and

by fervent prayers for his rule on earth.
Resolution 5

War and Violence

1. Affirming again the statement of the Lambeth Conferences of 1930 (Resolution 25), 1948 and

1968 that "war as a method of settling international disputes is incompatible with the teaching and

example of our Lord Jesus Christ," the Conference expresses its deep grief at the great suffering

being endured in many parts of the world because of violence and oppression. We further declare

that the use of the modern technology of war is the most striking example of corporate sin and the

prostitution of God's gifts.

2. We recognise that violence has many faces. There are some countries where the prevaling

social order is so brutal, exploiting the poor for the sake of the privileged and trampling on people's

human rights, that it must be termed "violent." There are others where a social order that appears

relatively benevolent nevertheless exacts a high price in human misery from some sections of the

population. There is the use of armed force by governments, employed or held in threat against

other nations or even against their own citizens. There is the world-wide misdirection of scarce

resources to armaments rather than human need. There is the military action of victims of

oppression who despair in achieving social justice by any other means. There is the mindless

violence that erupts in some countries with what seems to be increasing frequency, to say nothing

of organised crime and terrorism, and the resorting to violence as a form of entertainment on films

and television.

3. Jesus, through his death and resurrection, has already won the victory over all evil. He made

evident that self-giving love, obedience to the way of the cross, is the way to reconciliation in all

relationships and conflicts. Therefore the use of violence is ultimately contradictory to the Gospel.

Yet we acknowledge that Christians in the past have differed in their understanding of limits to the

rightful use of force in human affairs, and that questions of national relationships and social justice

are often complex ones. But in the face of the mounting incidence of violence today and its

acceptance as a normal element in human affairs, we condemn the subjection, intimidation, and

manipulation of people by the use of violence and the threat of violence and call Christian people

everywhere:

(a) to re-examine as a matter of urgency their own attitude towards, and the complicity with,

violence in its many forms;

(b) to take with the utmost seriousness the questions which the teaching of Jesus places

against violence in human relationships and the use of armed force by those who would

follow him, and the example of redemptive love which the cross holds before all people;

(c) to engage themselves in non-violent action for justice and peace and to support others so

engaged, recognising that such action will be controversial and may be personally very

costly;

(d) to commit themselves to informed, disciplined prayer not only for all victims of violence,

especially for those who suffer for their obedience to the Man on the Cross, but also for

those who inflict violence on others;

(e) to protest in whatever way possible at the escalation of the sale of armaments of war by

the producing nations to the developing and dependent nations, and to support with every

effort all international proposals and conferences designed to place limitations on, or

arrange reductions in, the armaments of war of the nations of the world.
Resolution 6

Prayer

Since prayer, both corporate and personal, is central to the Christian life, and therefore essential in

the renewal of the Church, the fulfilling of the Christian mission, and the search for justice and

peace, the Conference gives thanks for all who are endeavouring to increase and strengthen the

companionship of prayer throughout the world, and joins in calling the whole Christian community

to share personal prayer daily and corporate services of prayer on regular and special occasions.

We also invite all who desire and labour for justice and peace in this world to join with us each day

in a moment of prayerful recollection of the needs for a just peace among all people.
Resolution 18

Public Ministry of the Bishop

The Conference affirms that a bishop is called to be one with the Apostles in proclaiming Christ's

resurrection and interpreting the Gospel, and to testify to Christ's sovereignty as Lord of lords and

King of kings. In order to do this effectively, he will give major attention to his public ministry.

Reflecting the ministry of the prophets, he will have a concern for the wellbeing of the whole

community (especially those at a disadvantage) not primarily for the advantage or protection of the

Church community. The bishop should be ready to be present in secular situations, to give time to

the necessary study, to find skilled advisers and to take sides publicly if necessary (in ecumenical

partnership if at all possible) about issues which concern justice, mercy, and truth. Members of the

Church should be prepared to see that the bishop is supported in such a ministry.
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Resolution 20

Inter-faith Dialogue

This Conference commends dialogue with people of other faiths as part of Christian discipleship

and mission, with the understanding that:

(1) dialogue begins when people meet each other; (2) dialogue depends upon mutual

understanding, mutual respect and mutual trust; (3) dialogue makes it possible to share in service

to the community; (4) dialogue becomes a medium of authentic witness.

Acknowledging that such dialogue, which is not a substitute for evangelism, may be a contribution

in helping people of different faiths to make common cause in resolving issues of peacemaking,

social justice and religious liberty, we further commend each province to initiate such dialogue in

partnership with other Christian Churches where appropriate.
Resolution 31

Voiceless Minority

This Conference, conscious of the work in many dioceses with deprived minorities in developed,

affluent countries, such as native Americans and Canadians, Australian aborigines and islanders,

ethnic Koreans in Japan, and black urban communities in Britain, asks the relevant Anglican

provinces to support work among such minorities who have difficulty in making their plight known

in national and world forums.
Resolution 35

Concerns of South Pacific Islands

This Conference, noting that in Churches of the South Pacific there is deep pain and anxiety in

many tiny island sovereign nations in the region regarding the abuse and exploitation of their lands

and seas by powerful external political and economic forces:

1. Affirms the desire of many indigenous peoples in the region to self-determination and to be in

control of their own affairs and especially of the use of the vital resources of their lands and seas.

2. Supports them in their opposition to the testing of nuclear weapons, the dumping of nuclear

waste and the establishment of further military bases in the region, and calls on France and the

superpowers to cease these activities forthwith.

3. Further supports them in their resistance to all those powerful states and multinational

corporations who, for immediate economic and political gain, rape and destroy the forests,

fisheries and mineral deposits in the region.

4. Wishes to be identified with the stand of the Churches in Australia, New Zealand and Japan in

support of these concerns and requests the member Churches of the Anglican Communion to

make these matters known in their own countries and congregations as a matter of urgency, to

pray for them and to press their governments for action.
Resolution 36

Poverty and Debt

This Conference:

1. Calls attention to the life-and-death urgency of the problems of world poverty.

2. Salutes the courage and solidarity of poor people who, at great personal cost, are struggling to

achieve their own liberation from poverty and oppression.

3. Calls for an international, co-operating settlement, negotiated by both industrial and developing

countries, that will establish policies to reduce interest charges and the level of indebtedness,
based on shared responsibility for the world debt and in accordance with Christian and

humanitarian principles of economic justice and social and ecological interdependence.

4. Calls on national governments, transnational corporations, the International Monetary Fund and

the World Bank together, to re-examine all principles governing trade relationships, the transfer of

technology and resources and all loan and aid policies in order to improve the economic viability

and local autonomy of developing countries.

5. Requests these bodies to consider these and other creative ways of involving the global

economy over time by:

(a)(i) correcting demand imbalances; (ii) reducing protectionism; (iii) stabilising exchange rates; (iv)

increasing resource transfers; (b) offering relief from debt incurred with commercial banks in ways

that will not leave debtor economies vulnerable to foreign manipulation, by (i) lending directly to

developing countries at reduced and subsidised interest rates; (ii) improved rescheduling of

existing debt repayments; (iii) debt conversion arrangements; (iv) establishing a multilateral body

to co-ordinate debt relief; (c) offering relief from official debts incurred with the World Bank and the

International Monetary Fund through (i) improved rescheduling of existing debt repayment; (ii)

lending on conditions oriented to development objectives; (iii) refraining from making demands on

debtor countries which would endanger the fabric of their national life or cause further dislocation

to their essential human services.
Resolution 39

South Africa

This Conference:

1. Reaffirms its belief that the system of apartheid in South Africa is evil and especially repugnant

because of the cruel way a tyrannical racist system is being upheld in the name of the Christian

faith.

2. Condemns the detention of children without just cause.

3. Calls upon the Churches to press their governments to (a) bring the maximum pressure to bear

on the South African regime in order to promote a genuine process of change towards the

establishment of democratic political structures in a unified state; (b) institute forms of sanction

calculated to have the maximum effect in bringing an end to the evil dispensation, and in

establishing a just peace among all citizens; (c) give direct aid to anti-apartheid organisations

within South Africa particularly with a view to assisting the unemployed and persecuted; (d) give

effective practical support to the Frontline States in order to ensure their economic survival and

welfare, as well as their military protection from the threat of South African aggression; (e) push for

the release of Nelson Mandela and all other political prisoners and detainees in South Africa, and

the unbanning of organisations like the African National Congress and the Pan Africanist Congress

which represent the majority of citizens; (f) give direct moral and humanitarian support to such

organisations in the pursuit of a just order which reflects Gospel values, and urges the Churches to

ensure that none of their own financial resources is [sic.] used to support the present regime in

South Africa and for this purpose to disinvest from all corporations which have a significant

financial stake in South Africa (ACC-7, Resolution 24).

4. Believes that to work for a just peace in South Africa is to work for the true liberation of all

peoples of the region, black and white.
Resolution 58

Civic and Land Rights for Indigenous People of the Americas

This Conference supports all efforts being made for the procuring of land and civic rights for native

indigenous people of the Americas, specially in the light of the forthcoming celebrations of the

500th anniversary of the arrival of Columbus in the New World in 1992.

In 1992 a great celebration is being proposed to commemorate the arrival of Europeans and their

culture, specially the Spanish conquest. That arrival meant the destruction of many indigenous

cultures and peoples as the Spanish, British, French, Portuguese and Dutch colonisers arrived.

Efforts are being made to highlight this suffering. Traditionally Anglicans have taken the side of the

Indians throughout the Americas and a lot of our work has been to improve their lot.

This Resolution is backed by: The Primate of the Southern Cone of South America, The Bishop of

Honduras (ECUSA), The Bishop of Guatemala (ECUSA), The Bishop of Western Mexico

(ECUSA), The Bishop of South Dakota (ECUSA), The Right Revd Robert Townshend, Suffragan

Bishop of Huron (Canada), The Primate of Brazil, and the Right Revd Martiniano Garcia-Montiel,

Suffragan Bishop of South and Central Mexico (ECUSA).
Resolution 61

Islamic Fundamentalism

This Conference:

1. Expresses concern that the emergence of Islamic religious fundamentalism has resulted in

serious violation of fundamental human rights, including the right of religious belief, practice and

propagation, as well as destruction of property of Christian Churches in such places as Northern

Nigeria and the Sudan.

2. Urges the ACC to find ways and means of bringing these concerns to international Islamic

organisations and the United Nations, and encourages dialogue with countries where pursuit of

Islamic religious fundamentalism has led to such violations of human rights.
Resolution 63

Shari'a Law in the Sudan

This Conference

1. Notes with great concern that the government of the Sudan wishes to reintroduce Shari'a Law

and impose it upon the people of the Sudan.

2. Respectfully requests the government of the Sudan to reconsider its decision on this matter and

replace Shari'a Law with some other more humane legislation for punishing offenders.
Resolution 73

Northern Ireland

This Conference:

1. Expresses solidarity with fellow Anglicans and with all the people of Northern Ireland in their

suffering.

2. In the circumstances of Northern Ireland condemns all violence.

3. Urges all political and community leaders to seize every opportunity to work together to bring

about a just and peaceful solution
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Resolution I.6

The Plight of the People of Northern and Western Uganda

This Conference, acknowledging the appalling suffering of the people of Northern and Western

Uganda as a result of continued civil war waged by rebels, known as LRA and ADF (Lord's

Resistance Army and Allied Democratic Forces), backed by forces from outside Uganda:

(a) urges the government of Uganda to continue to engage in a process which will lead to

reconciliation, peace and justice. The process must include the Governments of Sudan and the

Democratic Republic of Congo, representatives of the Rebels, representatives of main Religious

bodies and Opinion Leaders of the areas affected; and
(b) calls upon the Anglican Consultative Council and appeals to the United Nations organisations

to assist in bringing about a quick settlement of this armed conflict.
Resolution I.7

The Plight of the People of the Sudan, Rwanda and Burundi

This Conference, expressing its horror at the human disaster in the Sudan and Rwanda, urges

that:

(a) the Episcopal Church of the Sudan be encouraged to establish a dynamic network of reciprocal

communications with government bodies, sympathetic Muslims, and non-governmental

organisations, including the All Africa Conference of Churches, the Anglican Consultative Council,

the Primates of the Anglican Communion, the Anglican Observer at the UN, and specialised

organs of the UN and the UN Security Council;

(b) the member Churches of the Anglican Communion find ways to help provide technology,

equipment, vehicles and administrative support in order to make publicity about and response to

the urgent situation in the Sudan, Rwanda and Burundi possible;

(c) the member Churches of the Anglican Communion contribute as generously as possible of

expertise, labour, money, and material goods to aid in necessary rebuilding of these nations on all

levels; and

(d) help be sought from existing organisations whose mission is the facilitation of peace processes,

to aid in the implementation of this resolution.
Resolution IV.5

Ecclesiology and Ethics

This Conference:

a. recognising the centrality of ethical obedience and witness to life in Christ and hence to

the visible unity of the Church, welcomes the ecumenical work done since the last

Lambeth Conference on ecclesiology and ethics (Life in Christ [ARCIC, 1994], Church and

World (1990), Costly Unity (1993), Costly Obedience (1996), and Costly Commitment

(1995) [WCC]) and encourages the continuation of this work in the multilateral and

bilateral dialogue;

b. rejoices at the emerging consensus that racism, inequality between men and women,

global economic injustice and the degradation of the earth's ecology are incompatible with

the Christian faith; and
c. calls for continuing work to identify, study and come to a common mind concerning ethical

issues where contention threatens to divide the Anglican Communion and create new

division amongst the churches.
Resolution V.2

On International Debt Cancellation and the Alleviation of Poverty

This Conference:

a. noting that the beginning of a New Millennium affords the Church of Christ a timely

opportunity to propose concrete, Christ-centred means by which to combat poverty,

disease, unemployment and other forms of human suffering especially in the developing

world, and that cancellation of the unpayable International Debt by poor countries is one

such means;

b. aware that many countries in the developing world suffer under the weight of unpayable

external debt, unable to provide essential services;

c. believing in the principles championed by the Jubilee 2000 Coalition;

d. convinced that developed lender countries, institutions and individuals have the capacity

and means to cancel this crippling, unpayable debt, given the necessary concern and

goodwill;

e. therefore calls upon all concerned to join hands with our Anglican Communion in exploring

together the possible cancellation of debt, as well as other ways and means of enabling

the poor at grassroots level to escape the poverty cycle, for example by sponsoring

projects which will equip and empower the poor to provide for their families; and

f. noting that revolving micro-credit projects - such as those managed by Opportunity

International, Grameen Bank, and ECLOF and others - equip the poor with the credit

needed to start small businesses and create jobs with dignity, commends the efforts of

these various development agencies. It further welcomes new initiatives such as the Five

Talents Project, a micro-credit development initiative designed to combat world poverty,

and commends it for its implementation.
Resolution V.14

On Social Justice issues in the Oceania region

This Conference, noting that in the Churches of Oceania (Aotearoa, New Zealand and Polynesia,

Australia, Melanesia and Papua New Guinea) there continues to be much concern about a variety

of social justice issues affecting island nations, indigenous peoples and rural communities:

a. reaffirms the recommendations of the 1988 Lambeth Conference Resolution 35

(Concerns of South Pacific Islands) on the right of indigenous peoples to self

determination, that they "be in control of their own affairs and especially of the use of the

vital resources of their lands and seas", the development of a truly nuclear- free Pacific,

the cessation of unjust exploitation of the region's natural resources and the need for

international advocacy on these issues;
b. affirms its support for the recognition of indigenous land title;

c. expresses its concern that where existing indigenous land title is under threat whether

through domestic legislation, globalisation, structural adjustment programmes and debt

rescheduling, resulting in increased foreign ownership and control of indigenous land and

resources;

d. recognises the effect of unpayable international debt on island nations and calls for

immediate relief as outlined by the Jubilee 2000 campaign;

e. encourages the nations of Oceania to address corruption in government and business and

to participate in the establishment of an international code of practice for financial

management;

f. supports the actions of churches, governments and other organisations to challenge those

aspects of globalisation which are having a negative impact upon agriculture, forestry and

fishing throughout Oceania;

g.

i. stands in solidarity with Pacific island nations facing disaster because of global

warming and rising sea levels;

ii. encourages a broad range of research, education and action on global warming

and its effects;

iii. requests churches to urge their governments to fund this research, education and

action;
h. requests churches in Australia, Aotearoa/New Zealand, East Asia and other countries

engaged in trade and economic activities in Oceania,

i. to become more aware of these activities by their governments and multi-national

corporations in the region;

ii. where these activities are unjust and exploitative, to become strong advocates of

social justice to eliminate this exploitation.
Resolution V.16

An Appeal to the Churches and Governments of South Asia

This Conference, noting the complex situation that exists in South Asia, which has been

highlighted by recent events and is based upon ethnic and religious complexities, which have

become great impediments to the harmony and development of its people, and also noting that

such a milieu continues to be blatantly exploited by different political parties and fundamentalist

religious groups for their own ends, and that such a scenario causes havoc amongst communities,

especially the poor and the marginalised,

calls upon the churches of this region to live and preach the Gospel, to promote the right of God's

creation and to collaborate with other faith communities in acknowledging the sovereignty of God

and in sharing their common values and resources for harmony and justice, and further calls upon

the governments of this region to seek after serving its people, especially by providing universal
education and proper health care in an atmosphere of security and stability and urges them to

refrain from excessive militarisation and abuse of authority.
Resolution V.18

Economic needs of Asia

This Conference:

a. noting that the poverty and human deprivation in most parts of Asia (which is about 3/5 of

humanity) is acute and deplorable, that South Asia (c. 1.2 billion people) has recently

been declared by the UN as the poorest region in the world, displacing sub-Saharan

Africa, and that there are at least 400 million people in South Asia who live below the

acute poverty line;

b. urges the Western governments, Church bodies and aid agencies to give special attention

to the economic needs of this region and to strive towards the eradication of this misery.
Resolution V.19

On Pakistan

This Conference notes with deep concern the following resolution of the Church of Pakistan,

namely:

"The Church of Pakistan wishes to place before the Lambeth Conference their concern about the

deterioration of Christian/Muslim relations ever since the introduction of the Blasphemy Law into

the Pakistan Penal Code under Section 295 B and C.

While we affirm

a. our love for Pakistan as our homeland and our good wish for its safety and dignified

position among the community of nations;

b. our continued participation in the building of the nation which has been the hallmark of

individual Christians and our institutions;

c. our appreciation for Islamic moral values and the commonalities between the two faiths

enabling us to live together; We are deeply concerned with the increasing intolerance and

call upon the Conference to condemn:

i. the rise of intolerance towards minorities, especially Christians;

ii. the legal and judicial processes which marginalise minorities and isolate them

from the national mainstream, such as the separate electorates."

and therefore at the Church's request -

c. calls for

i. the repeal of the Blasphemy Law (PPC 295 B and C) which is the source

of victimization of the minorities in Pakistan;

ii. the release of all prisoners unjustly accused under the Blasphemy Law,

such as Ayub Misih; and

iii. the restoration of the rights of minorities as given in the 1973

Constitution;

d. requests the Anglican Consultative Council to use its good offices to promote and

develop harmony between the two major communities in Pakistan.
Resolution V.21

Iran

This Conference:

a. recording with gratitude the welcome received by the President Bishop of the Episcopal

Church in Jerusalem and the Middle East on his recent visit to Iran and the courtesy

accorded to him by the country's authorities,

b. re-affirms the following resolution of Lambeth 1988, namely:

"This conference, recognizing the positive development of recent events

in Iran, and in the light of a declared policy of religious tolerance in that

land, respectfully requests the Islamic Republic of Iran to facilitate a

positive response to the many requests, sent on behalf of the Diocese of

Iran, the Primates of the Anglican Communion, and the President Bishop

of the Episcopal Church in Jerusalem and the Middle East, concerning

all the claims of the Church in Iran;"

c. eagerly awaits the government of Iran's positive response to that resolution; and

d. respectfully requests the Archbishop of Canterbury to pursue these concerns.
Resolution V.22

Iraq and Libya

This Conference:

a. aware of the serious effects of economic sanctions on two of the major countries of the

Province of Jerusalem and the Middle East (i.e. Iraq and Libya);

b. concerned about the plight of the civilian populations of these countries, particularly those

who are vulnerable because basic medicines and food are lacking; calls upon the Security

Council of the United Nations urgently to review the situation.
Resolution V.25

Economic Difficulties in Asia

This Conference:

a. supports the actions and initiatives of the churches in the East Asia region for the

realization of economic justice through the restructuring of the economic system, including

debt cancellation for the poorest countries; and

b. expresses its concern to see that the economic difficulties in the countries in East Asia are

resolved.
Resolution V.31

Apartheid

This Conference:

a. gives thanks to God for the end of apartheid rule and of centuries of colonial oppression in

South Africa; and

b. welcomes the first democratically elected government under President Mandela and

sends greetings and good wishes to him and to all the people of South Africa.
Resolution V.36

On Relations with People of Other Faiths

This Conference:

a. having heard about situations in different parts of the world where relations between

people of different faiths vary from co-operation to conflict, believes that the approach of

Christians to people of other faiths needs to be marked by:

i. commitment to working towards genuinely open and loving human relationships,

even in situations where co-existence seems impossible;

ii. co-operation in addressing human concerns and working for justice, peace and

reconciliation for the whole human community;

iii. frank and honest exploration of both the common ground and the differences

between the faiths;

iv. prayerful and urgent action with all involved in tension and conflict, to understand

their situation, so that everything possible may be done to tackle the causes of

conflict;

v. a desire both to listen to people of all faiths and to express our own deepest

Christian beliefs, leaving the final outcome of our life and witness in the hands of

God.

vi. sharing and witnessing to all we know of the good news of Christ as our debt of

love to all people whatever their religious affiliation.

b. recognises that by virtue of their engagement with people of other faiths in situations all

over the world, Anglican Christians are in a special position to explore and develop

genuinely Christian responses to these faiths;
c. also recognises that the Network for Inter-Faith Concerns (NIFCON) has been established

by the ACC at the request of the last Lambeth Conference as a way for sharing news,

information, ideas and resources relating to these concerns between provinces of the

Anglican Communion;

d. recommends:

i. that NIFCON be charged to monitor Muslim-Christian relations and report

regularly to the Primates Meeting and the ACC;

ii. that the ACC consider how to resource NIFCON adequately both in personnel

and finance;

iii. that all the other official Anglican networks should be encouraged to recognise

the inter-faith dimensions to their work.
