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Recommendation 2

Union Among the Churches of the Anglican Communion - Encyclical Letter 1.6: Of Church

Organization

Inasmuch as the sufficient and effective organisation of the several parts of the Church tends to

promote the unity of the whole, your Committee would, with this view, repeat the recommendation

in the sixth Report of the first Lambeth Conference, that those dioceses which still remain isolated

should, as circumstances may allow, associate themselves into a province or provinces, in

accordance with the ancient laws and usages of the Catholic Church.

Recommendation 3

Union Among the Churches of the Anglican Communion - Encyclical Letter 1.7: Of common

work

Believing that the unity of our Churches will be especially manifested and strengthened by their

unity together in common work, your Committee would call attention to the great value of such cooperation

wherever the opportunity shall present itself; as, for example, in founding and

maintaining, in the missionary field, schools for the training of a native ministry, such as that which

is now contemplated in Shanghai, and, generally, as far as may be possible, in prosecuting

missionary work, such as that which the Churches in England and Scotland are maintaining

together in Kaffraria.
Recommendation 6

Union Among the Churches of the Anglican Communion - Encyclical Letter 1.10: Of of Day

of Intercession

Remembering the blessing promised to united intercession, and believing that such intercession

ever tends to deepen and strengthen that unity of his Church for which our Lord earnestly pleaded

in his great intercessory prayer, your Committee trust that this Conference will give the weight of

its recommendation to the observance, throughout the Churches of this Communion, of a season

of prayer for the unity of Christendom. This recommendation has been, to some extent, anticipated

by the practice adopted of late years of setting apart a Day of Intercession for Missions. Your

Committee would by no means wish to interfere with an observance which appears to have been

widely accepted, and signally blessed of God. But, as our divine Lord has so closely connected the

unity of his followers with the world's belief in his own mission from the Father, it seems to us that

intercessions for the enlargement of his Kingdom may well be joined with earnest prayer that all

who profess faith in him may be one flock under one Shepherd. With respect to the day, your

Committee have been informed that the Festival of St. Andrew, hitherto observed as the Day of

Intercession for Missions, is found to be unsuitable to the circumstances of the Church in many

parts of the world. They, therefore, venture to suggest that, after the present year, the time

selected should be the Tuesday before Ascension Day (being a Rogation Day), or any of the

seven days after that Tuesday; and they hope that all the bishops of the several Churches will

commend this observance to their respective dioceses.
Recommendation 10

Missionary Bishops and Missionaries of Various Branches

Your Committee have had before them the question of providing Books of Common Prayer for

converts from heathenism, suitable to the special wants of various countries, and they recommend

as follows:

• They think it very important that such books should not be introduced or multiplied without

proper authority; and, since grave inconvenience might follow the use of different Prayer

Books in the same district, in English and American missions, they recommend that,

whenever it is possible, one Prayer Book only should be in use.

• It is expedient that Books of Common Prayer, suitable to the needs of native

congregations in heathen countries, should be framed; that the principles embodied in

such books should be identical with the principles embodied in the Book of Common

Prayer; and that the deviations from the Book of Common Prayer in point of form should

only be such as are required by the circumstances of particular Churches.

• In the case of heathen countries not under English or American rule, any such book

should be approved by a board consisting of the bishop or bishops under whose authority

the book is intended to be used, and of certain clergymen, no less than three where

possible, from the diocese or dioceses, or district, and should then be communicated by

such bishop or bishops, or by the metropolitan of the province to which any such bishop

belongs, to a board in England, consisting of the Archbishops of England and Ireland, the
Bishop of London, the Primus of the Scottish Episcopal Church, together with two bishops

and four clergymen selected by them, and also to a board appointed by the General

Convention of the Protestant Episcopal Church in the United States of America.

• No such book should be held to have been authorised for use in public worship, unless it

have [sic] received the sanction of these two boards.

• In any diocese of a country under English rule, all such new books, being modifications or

versions of the Book of Common Prayer, should be submitted, after approval by local

authority, to the board in England only.
Missionary Bishops and Missionaries of Various Branches

Your Committee have considered the case of missions in countries not under English or American

rule, and they recommend as follows:

• In cases where two bishops of the Anglican Communion are ministering in the same

country, as in China, Japan, and Western Africa at the present time, your Committee are

of opinion that under existing circumstances each bishop should have control of his own

clergy, and their converts and congregations.

• The various bishops in the same country should endeavour, as members of the same

Communion, to keep up brotherly intercourse with each other on the subject of their

missionary work.

• In countries not under English or American rule, the English or American Church would

not ordinarily undertake to establish dioceses with strictly defined territorial limits; although

either Church might indicate the district in which it was intended that the missionary

bishop should labour. Bishops in the same country should take care not to interfere in any

manner with the congregations or converts of each other.

• It is more undesirable that either Church should for the future send a bishop or

missionaries to a town or district already occupied by a bishop of another branch of the

Anglican Communion.

• When it is intended to send forth any new missionary bishop, notification of such an

intention should be sent beforehand to the Archbishop of Canterbury, to the Presiding

Bishop of the Protestant Episcopal Church in the United States of America, and to the

metropolitan of any province near which the missionary bishop is to minister.

Recommendation 12

Anglican Chaplains and Chaplaincies - Encyclical Letter 4.1-5

Your Committee have to report that they have agreed the following recommendations:

1. That it is highly desirable that Anglican congregations, on the continent of Europe and

elsewhere, should be distinctly urged not to admit the stated ministrations of any

clergyman without the written licence or permission of the bishop of the Anglican

Communion who is duly authorised to grant it; and that the occasional assistance of

strangers should not be invited or permitted without some satisfactory evidence of their

ordination and character as clergymen.

2. That it is desirable, as a general rule, that two chapels shall not be established where one

is sufficient for the members of both Churches, American and English; also that where

there is only one church or chapel the members of both Churches should be represented

on the committee, if any.

3. That it be suggested to the societies which partly support continental chaplaincies that, in

places where English and American churchmen reside or visit, and especially where

Americans out-number the English, it may be desirable to appoint a properly accredited

clergyman of the American Church.

4. That your Committee, having carefully considered a Memorial addressed to the

archbishops and bishops of the Church of England by four priests and certain other

members of "the Spanish and Portuguese Reformed Episcopal Church," praying for the

consecration of a bishop, cannot but express their hearty sympathy with the memorialists

in the difficulties of their position; and, having heard a statement on the subject of the

proposed extension of the episcopate to Mexico by the American Church, they venture to

suggest that, when a bishop shall have been consecrated by the American Church for

Mexico, he might be induced to visit Spain and Portugal, and render such assistance, at

this stage of the movement, as may seem to him practicable and advisable.
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Resolution 19

That, as regards newly constituted Churches, especially in non-Christian lands, it should be a

condition of the recognition of them as in complete intercommunion with us, and especially of their

receiving from us episcopal succession, that we should first receive from them satisfactory

evidence that they hold substantially the same doctrine as our own, and that their clergy subscribe

articles in accordance with the express statements of our own standards of doctrine and worship;

but that they should not necessarily be bound to accept in their entirety the Thirty-Nine Articles of

Religion.
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Resolution 14

That while we heartily thank God for the missionary zeal which he has kindled in our Communion,

and for the abundant blessing bestowed on such work as has been done, we recommend that

prompt and continuous efforts be made to arouse the Church to recognise as a necessary and

constant element in the spiritual life of the Body, and of each member of it, the fulfilment of our

Lord's great commission to evangelise all nations.
Resolution 16

That a more prominent position be assigned to the evangelisation of the Jews in the intercessions

and almsgiving of the Church, and that the various boards of missions be requested to take

cognisance of this work; and particularly to see that care be taken for the due training of the

missionary agents to be employed in the work.
Resolution 17

That in view:

1. of the success which has already attended faithful work among the Mohammedans,

2. of the opportunity offered at the present time for more vigorous efforts, especially in India

and in the Hausa district*, and

3. of the need of special training for the work, it is desirable:

a. that men be urged to offer themselves with a view to preparation by special study

for mission work among Mohammedans;

b. that attention be called to the importance of creating or maintaining strong

centres for work amongst Mohammedans, as, for instance, in the cities of Delhi,

Lucknow, and Hyderabad (Deccan), and elsewhere.

*Central Sudan
Resolution 18

That while we feel that there is much to encourage us in what has been done, and is now in

progress, for the establishment and development of native Churches, we consider it to be of the

utmost importance that from the very beginning the idea that the Church is their own and not a

foreign Church should be impressed upon converts, and that a due share of the management and

financial support of the Church should be theirs from the first. But we hold that the power of

independent action, which is closely connected with the establishment of a native episcopate,

ought not as a rule to be confided to native Churches until they are also financially independent.
Resolution 19

That it is important that, so far as possible, the Church should be adapted to local circumstances,

and the people brought to feel in all ways that no burdens in the way of foreign customs are laid

upon them, and nothing is required of them but what is of the essence of the faith, and belongs to

the due order of the Catholic Church.
Resolution 20

That while the converts should be encouraged to seek independence of foreign financial aid, and

to look forward to complete independence, care should be taken to impress upon them the

necessity of holding the Catholic faith in its integrity, and of maintaining at all times that union with

the great body of the Church which will strengthen the life of the young Church, and prevent any

departure from catholic and apostolic unity, whether through heresy or through schism.
Resolution 21

That due care should be taken to make the diocese the centre of unity, so that, while there may be

contained in the same area under one bishop various races and languages necessitating many

modes of administration, nothing shall be allowed to obscure the fact that the many races form but

one Church.
Resolution 22

That bishops and clergy engaged in missionary work should give to those of their flock who may

travel to other countries letters of commendation in each case, to persons who will interest

themselves in the spiritual welfare of such travellers.
Resolution 23

That this Conference desires to give expression to its deep sense of the evils resulting from the

drink traffic on the west coast of Africa and elsewhere, and of the hindrance which it presents not

only to the development of native Churches, but also to the acceptance of Christianity by heathen

tribes.
Resolution 24

That, while it is the duty of the whole Church to make disciples of all nations, yet, in the discharge

of this duty, independent Churches of the Anglican Communion ought to recognise the equal rights

of each other when establishing foreign missionary jurisdictions, so that two bishops of that

Communion may not exercise jurisdiction in the same place, and the Conference recommends

every bishop to use his influence in the diocesan and provincial synods of his particular Church to

gain the adhesion of the synods to these principles, with a view to the framing of canons or

resolutions in accord therewith. Where such rights have, through inadvertence, been infringed in

the past, an adjustment of the respective positions of the bishops concerned ought to be made by

an amicable arrangement between them, with a view to correcting as far as possible the evils

arising from such infringement.
Resolution 25

That when any particular Church contemplates creating a new foreign missionary jurisdiction, the

recommendation contained in Resolution 1 of the Conference of 1867 ought always to be followed

before any practical steps are taken.
Resolution 26

That this Conference earnestly commends to the consideration of the Churches of the Anglican

Communion the suggestions contained in the Report of the Committee on Foreign Missions as to

the relation of missionary bishops and clergy to missionary societies.
Resolution 27

That in the foreign mission field of the Church's work, where signal spiritual blessings have

attended the labours of Christian missionaries not connected with the Anglican Communion, a

special obligation has arisen to avoid, as far as possible without compromise of principle, whatever

tends to prevent to due growth and manifestation of that "unity of Spirit" which should ever mark

the Church of Christ.
Resolution 51

That this Conference welcomes heartily the proposal for the temporary employment of younger

clergy in service abroad as likely to lead to the great benefit of the Church at home, of the Church

in the colonies, and of the Church at large.
Resolution 52

That the Conference requests the bishops of the Church of England to grant the same privilege to

clergymen temporarily serving in any of the missionary jurisdictions of the United States, with the

consent of their diocesan, which they accord to clergymen serving in the colonies.
Resolution 53

That it is the duty of Church people in England to give aid to education in the colonies, whether

generally or in the training for the ministry and for the work of teaching:

a. in the establishment and strengthening of Church schools and colleges;

b. in the establishment of studentships in England and in the colonies tenable by men living

in the colonies, and under preparation for Colonial work.
Resolution 54

That the endowment of new sees wherever needed, and the augmentation of the endowment of

existing sees wherever inadequate, deserve the attention and support of the Church at home.
Resolution 55

That, in the judgement of this Conference, it is the bounden duty of those who derive income from

colonial property or securities to contribute to the support of the Church's work in the colonies.
Resolution 56

That while the principle of gradual withdrawal of home aid to the Church in the colonies, according

to its growth, is sound policy, the greatest circumspection should be used, and the special

circumstances of each case most carefully examined before aid is withdrawn from even longestablished

dioceses.
Resolution 59

That it is the duty of the Church to aid in providing for the moral and spiritual needs of our seamen

of the mercantile service, who in vast numbers visit colonial ports, by means of Sailors' Homes and

like institutions, and by ministrations of clergy specially set apart for this work.
Resolution 60

That it is the duty of the Church to give all possible assistance to the bishops and clergy of the

colonies in their endeavour to protect native races from the introduction among them of

demoralising influences and from every form of injustice or oppression, inasmuch as these,

wherever found, are a discredit to Christian civilisation and a hindrance to the spread of the Gospel

of Christ our Lord.
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Resolution 3

Whereas our Lord Jesus Christ and his Apostles made it of first importance that the Church's

ministers should be men of spiritual character and power, full of faith and of the Holy Ghost; and

whereas our Lord has taught us to pray to the Lord of the harvest that he will send forth labourers

into his harvest; this Conference desires to emphasise the need of more earnest prayer on the part

of the Church generally, especially at the Ember seasons, that God would call and send forth such

men to the work of the ministry.
Resolution 9

Since it is generally acknowledged that the system of encouraging men to work abroad for a period

of three or five years has proved successful, it should be continued and carried out more

thoroughly and systematically, and a greater reciprocity of service might be established to the

benefit of all concerned.
Resolution 13

It is our duty as Christians to be alert to use in all schools every opportunity which the state affords

us for training our children in the faith of their parents, and to obtain adequate opportunities for

such teaching in countries where they do not already exist.
Resolution 15

It is of vital importance that the Church should establish and maintain secondary schools,

wherever they are needed, for children of the English-speaking race in all parts of the Anglican

Communion; and the Conference earnestly supports the plea which reaches it for the

establishment of such schools.
Resolution 21

Every effort should be made to train native churches and congregations in self-support and selfgovernment;

and in view of the great importance of the establishment of a native episcopate in all

countries where the Church is planted, this Conference urges the necessity of providing an

advanced theological and practical training for the ablest of the native clergy in the mission field.
Resolution 23

The Conference commends to the consideration of the Church the suggestions of the Committee

on Foreign Missions, contained in their Report, for correlation and co-operation between missions

of the Anglican Communion and those of other Christian bodies.
Resolution 24

While the educative value of the Book of Common Prayer and the importance of retaining it as a

bond of union and standard of devotion should be fully recognised, every effort should be made,

under due authority, to render the forms of public worship more intelligible to uneducated

congregations and better suited to the widely diverse needs of the various races within the

Anglican Communion.
Resolution 25

National and local Churches are at liberty to adopt native forms of marriage and consecrate them

to a Christian use, provided that:

a. the form used explicitly states that the marriage is life-long and exclusive;

b. the form is free from all heathen and idolatrous taint;

c. provision is made for the due registration of the marriage, and for other formalities

according to the law of the land.
Resolution 26

This Conference also desires to express its deep sense of the missionary value of the recent Pan-

Anglican Congress; and commends to the careful study of the whole Anglican Communion the

solemn facts of duty, opportunity, and responsibility, in regard to the non-Christian world, which

that Congress elicited and affirmed.
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Resolution 32

Missionary Problems

The Conference declares its conviction that the present critical position of the world calls, as

perhaps never before, for the presentation of Jesus Christ and his redemption to every race and

individual; and, in view of the urgent need for workers in many dioceses overseas, earnestly

appeals to men, both clerical and lay, and to women, to dedicate themselves to the service of the

Church in those dioceses.
Resolution 33

Missionary Problems

The normal method of missions is that in which the whole Church, within any area, acts as a

missionary body expressly organised for that function, and the principle which underlies this

method is capable of universal application. While we humbly thank God for the work of the

missionary societies, we consider that these societies, where they exist, should not stand outside

the one organisation, but should be elements in it, co-ordinated, whether by a central advisory

council or otherwise, under the supreme synodical authority, but retaining severally such degrees

of independence as the conditions of their efficiency demand.
Resolution 34

Missionary Problems

The Conference thankfully recognises the practical steps which missionary societies and boards

have taken towards the realisation of the ultimate aim of all mission work, namely, the

establishment of self-governing, self-supporting, and self-extending Churches, from which outside

control has been withdrawn at the earliest moment, so as to allow the free expression of their

national character.

It would urge further that the call for such action is in the present day more insistent than ever

before, and believes that, generally speaking, the societies and boards can best achieve their

purpose by making their work centre from the first in the Church rather than in the mission

organisation, and in particular:

1. by the establishment of councils which shall be fully representative of the congregations,

and have real responsibilities of government;

2. by substituting for committees and councils representative chiefly of the mission and its

subscribers, diocesan boards and committees, and in general associating all their work

with the diocesan organisation;

3. by entrusting to these local bodies a real share in the financial control and general

direction of the work of the mission;
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4. by giving the widest freedom to indigenous workers to develop the work in their own

countries on lines in accordance with their national character.
Resolution 35

Missionary Problems

The territorial episcopate has been the normal development in the Catholic Church, but we

recognise that difference of race and language sometimes requires that provision should be made

in a province for freedom of development of races side by side; the solution in each case must be

left with the province, but we are clear that that ideal of the one Church should never be obscured.
Resolution 36

Missionary Problems

While maintaining the authority of the Book of Common Prayer as the Anglican standard of

doctrine and practice, we consider that liturgical uniformity should not be regarded as a necessity

throughout the Churches of the Anglican Communion. The conditions of the Church in many parts

of the mission field render inapplicable the retention of that Book as the one fixed liturgical model.
Resolution 37

Missionary Problems

Although the inherent right of a diocesan bishop to put forth or sanction liturgical forms is subject to

such limitations as may be imposed by higher synodical authority, it is desirable that such authority

should not be too rigidly exercised so long as those features are retained which are essential to

the safeguarding of the unity of the Anglican Communion.
Resolution 38

Missionary Problems

The Conference recommends the appointment of a committee of students of liturgical questions

which would be ready to advise any diocese or province on the form and matter of services

proposed for adoption, and requests the Archbishop of Canterbury to take such steps as he deems

best to give early effect to this Resolution.
Resolution 39

Missionary Problems

It is of very real importance that the marriage law of the Church should be understood and

administered as far as possible consistently, in all parts of the Anglican Communion, and the

Conference commends to the consideration of the Church the suggestions of the Committee on

Missionary Problems dealing with this subject which have been made after consultation with

experts, and are contained in their Report.
Resolution 40

Missionary Problems

Whereas from time to time restrictions on missionary freedom have been imposed by

governments, we desire to reaffirm the duty which rests on every Christian man and woman of

propagating the faith of Christ, and to claim that any restrictions should be of a strictly temporary

nature only, so that freedom of opportunity to fulfil this spiritual obligation may be afforded to

Christians of all nationalities.
Resolution 41

Missionary Problems

On the subject of the relation of governments and government officials to Christianity and other

faiths, the Conference gives its approval to the words used in paragraphs 2 and 3 on page 92 in

the Report on Missionary Problems*, and commends them to the careful consideration of all

concerned.

*"In dealing with the large number of persons in their colonies and

dependencies who profess different faiths, the policy of the British and American governments has

always been that of strict religious neutrality. We heartily endorse this policy, having no desire to

see any kind of political influence brought to bear upon people to induce them to change their

religion. But we cannot fail to notice that in certain instances the ferment produced among primitive

races who have received the Gospel of Christ has led to hindrances being placed in the way of

missionaries in the prosecution of their work, and to a preference being shown for other faiths. The

Church would be failing in her work if the acceptance of the truths did not awaken in her converts a

higher sense of their dignity as human beings, of their rights as well as their duties, and any

government which has the real interest of subject races at heart will be glad of such awakening

even though, in civil life, it raises new problems to be solved.

"We hold it to be the duty of missionaries to look at their work from the government point of view,

as well as from their own, and to adapt their methods, as far as is consistent with Christian morality

and justice and with the faith and order of the Church, to the policy which the government is

following in dealing with such peoples. On the other hand, we claim that no discrimination should

be shown against the Christian faith, and that the greatest care should be taken by public officials,

lest they be betrayed into doing or saying anything which is bound to be interpreted by the people

in a sense which does dishonour to our Lord. Further, we feel it is necessary to urge that the

religious sentiments of Christians are entitled to be treated with the same consideration that is so

markedly, and rightly, shown to those of men professing other faiths."
Resolution 42

Missionary Problems

We gratefully acknowledge the valuable work done by British and American missionary

conferences in safeguarding missionary interests, and believe that such conferences, both national

and international, while claiming no coercive power, have a great part to play in fostering

international understanding and goodwill, co-ordinating work, formulating common policies, and

serving as a practical medium of communication between missions and governments in matters of

general missionary concern.
Resolution 43

Development of Provinces

Whereas it is undesirable that dioceses should remain indefinitely in isolation or attached only to a

distant province, the gradual creation of new provinces should be encouraged, and each newly

founded diocese should as soon as possible find its place as a constituent member in some
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neighbouring province. The fact that dioceses proposing to form a province owe their origin to

missions of different branches of the Anglican Communion need be no bar to such action.

a. In the opinion of the Conference four is the minimum number of dioceses suitable to form

a province. No number should be considered too great to form a province, so long as the

bishops and other representatives of the diocese are able conveniently to meet for mutual

consultation and for the transaction of provincial business.

b. In the initiation of any province in the future, the organisation which the Conference

deems essential to provincial life is a house or college of bishops to which the

metropolitans or the presiding bishops concerned have conveyed their authority for the

consecration of bishops. It is desirable that when a new province is formed the bishops of

the constituent dioceses should transfer their allegiance to the metropolitan of the

province or other authority constitutionally appointed to receive it, and thereafter all

bishops consecrated for the service of the province should take the oath of canonical

obedience to the metropolitan or make a declaration of conformity to other authority

before mentioned.

c. In newly established provinces arrangements should be made whereby the province

should have some distinct voice in the election of its metropolitan.

d. As to the sedes of the metropolitan, customs vary and the decision must depend on local

circumstances.

e. Until a missionary diocese becomes largely self-supporting and is self-governed by a

synod the appointment of its bishop should rest with the province to which it is attached,

after consultation with the diocese and in such a way as the province may decide.

f. A newly constituted synod of bishops shall proceed as soon as possible to associate with

itself in some official way the clergy and laity of the province, provided that in the case of

provinces including missionary dioceses this procedure shall be subordinate to local

circumstances. It is understood that each national and regional Church will determine its

own constitutional and canonical enactments.
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Resolution 4

The Christian Doctrine of God

The revelation of Christ was presented to the world under the forms of Jewish life and thought. It

has found fuller expression, not without some admixture of misunderstanding, through the thought

of Greece and Rome, and the sentiment of the Teutonic and Slavonic races. We anticipate that

when this same revelation possesses their minds, the nations of Asia and Africa will still further

enrich the Church of Christ by characteristic statements of the permanent Gospel, and by

characteristic examples of Christian virtue and types of Christian worship.

We welcome such unfolding of the truth of the Gospel as one of the ways by which the nations

may bring their riches into the service of Christ and his Church.
Resolution 22

The Life and Witness of the Christian Community - Race

The Conference affirms its conviction that all communicants without distinction of race or colour

should have access in any church to the Holy Table of the Lord, and that no one should be

excluded from worship in any church on account of colour or race. Further, it urges that where,

owing to diversity of language or custom, Christians of different races normally worship apart,

special occasions should be sought for united services and corporate communion in order to

witness to the unity of the Body of Christ.

The Conference would remind all Christian people that the ministrations of the clergy should never

be rejected on grounds of colour or race, and in this connection it would state its opinion that in the

interests of true unity it is undesirable that in any given area there should be two or more bishops

of the same Communion exercising independent jurisdiction.
Resolution 23

The Life and Witness of the Christian Community - Race

The Conference affirms that the guiding principle of racial relations should be interdependence and

not competition, though this interdependence does not of itself involve intermarriage; that the

realisation in practice of human brotherhood postulates courtesy on the part of all races towards

one another, co-operation in the study of racial relations and values, and a complete avoidance of

any exploitation of the weaker races, such as is exemplified in the liquor traffic among the natives

of Africa and enforced labour for private profit.

The Conference urges that the presence of Asiatic and African students at western universities

affords an opportunity for promoting friendliness between different races, and asks that Christians

should try to create such a public sentiment that these students may be received with sympathetic

understanding and enabled to share in all that is best in western social life.

Resolution 41

The Unity of the Church - The Church in Persia

The Conference has heard with deep sympathy of the steps towards union which have been

proposed in Persia; it desires to express its sincere appreciation of the missionary zeal of the

Church in Persia, and it generally approves the sections in the Report of its Committee dealing

with this subject.
Resolution 42

The Unity of the Church - Special Areas

The Conference, maintaining as a general principle that intercommunion should be the goal of,

rather than a means to, the restoration of union, and bearing in mind the general rule of the

Anglican Churches that "members of the Anglican Churches should receive the Holy Communion

only from minsters of their own Church," holds, nevertheless, that the administration of such a rule

falls under the discretion of the bishop, who should exercise his dispensing power in accordance

with any principles that may be set forth by the national, regional or provincial authority of the

Church in the area concerned. The bishops of the Anglican Communion will not question the

action of any bishop who may, in his discretion so exercised, sanction an exception to the general

rule in special areas, where the ministrations of an Anglican Church are not available for long

periods of time or without travelling great distances, or may give permission that baptized

communicant members of Churches not in communion with our own should be encouraged to

communicate in Anglican churches, when the ministrations of their own Church are not available,

or in other special or temporary circumstances.

Explanatory Note: In view of the dangers of misconception, we think it desirable to say that in

recognising that a bishop of the Anglican Communion may under very strict regulations and in very

special circumstances permit individual communicants to join with members of other Christian

bodies in their services of the administration of the Lord's Supper, we felt bound to consider the

difficulties created by present conditions, especially in some parts of the mission field. But we

would point out that the very special circumstances and the very strict regulations specified in this

Resolution of themselves show that we are not departing from the rule of our Church that the

minister of the sacrament of Holy Communion should be a priest episcopally ordained.
Resolution 46

The Unity of the Church - Co-operation in Evangelism

Meanwhile the Conference urges the desirability of organising and participating in efforts of

evangelism in co-operation with Christians of other Communions, both as a means of bearing

effective witness to the multitudes who are detached from all forms of organised Christianity, and

as a means of expressing and strengthening that sense of unity in the Gospel which binds together

in spiritual fellowship those who own allegiance to different Churches.
Resolution 52

The Anglican Communion - Provincial Organisation

Saving always the moral and spiritual independence of the divine society, the Conference

approves the association of dioceses or provinces in the larger unity of a "national Church," with or

without the formal recognition of the civil government, as serving to give spiritual expression to the

distinctive genius of races and peoples, and thus to bring more effectively under the influence of

Christ's religion both the process of government and the habit of society.
Resolution 53

The Anglican Communion - Provincial Organisation

a. In view of the many advantages of the organisation of dioceses into provinces and the

difficulties and dangers of isolation, the formation of provinces should everywhere be

encouraged.

b. The minimum organisation essential to provincial life is a college or synod of bishops

which will act corporately in dealing with questions concerning the faith, order and

discipline of the Church.

c. The minimum number of dioceses suitable to form a province is four.

d. The balance between provincial authority and diocesan autonomy may vary from province

to province according to the constitutions agreed upon in each case.
Resolution 54

The Anglican Communion - Provincial Organisation

Without prejudice to the provisions of any constitution already adopted by any province or regional

Church, the Conference advises that when the bishops of a group of dioceses under the oversight

of the Archbishop of Canterbury or attached to some other province have prepared and accepted a

tentative constitution for a province, they should notify this to the authorities under which they have

hitherto worked, and request that the new province be recognised as such and that they be

released from obedience to other authority, as far as is necessary to enable them to subscribe to
the constitution of the new province, and (if so required) take the oath of canonical obedience to its

metropolitan. If this request be granted, the new province may then be formally constituted. The

proper procedure would be that the bishops and clergy should subscribe to its constitution and that

the bishops (if so required) should take the oath of canonical obedience to its metropolitan. The

metropolitan or presiding bishop should thereupon notify all metropolitans and presiding bishops in

the Anglican Communion of the formation of the province.
Resolution 55

The Anglican Communion - Provincial Organisation

Where the office of metropolitan is attached to a particular see, the other dioceses of the province

should have some effective voice in the election of a bishop to that see.
Resolution 56

The Anglican Communion - Provincial Organisation

a. The successive stages at which a newly founded diocese can be entrusted with greated

responsibility, whether for legislation and general government, or for the election of its

bishop, should be determined by the provincial authorities or the Archbishop of

Canterbury (as the case may be) in consultation with the bishop.

b. Where the appointment of a bishop still remains with the provincial authorities or the

Archbishop of Canterbury, it is generally desirable that the diocese should in some way be

consulted before such appointment is made.
Resolution 57

The Anglican Communion - Provincial Organisation

The Conference recognises with thankfulness the provincial organisation attained in Japan and

China, whereby the Nippon Sei Kokwai and the Chung Hua Sheng Kung Hui have become

constituent Churches of the Anglican Communion, and welcomes the Japanese and Chinese

bishops now present for the first time in the history of the Lambeth Conference as bishops of these

Churches.
Resolution 58

The Anglican Communion - Provincial Organisation

The Conference welcomes the measure of progress already made towards the formation of a

single province in East Africa.
Resolution 59

The Anglican Communion - Provincial Organisation

In view of differences of standard and qualification for Holy Orders demanded in various provinces,

the Conference considers the principle of discrimination involved in such regulations as the

Colonial Clergy Act to be legitimate, not only in England, but in any province which so desires.
Resolution 60

The Anglican Communion - Provincial Organisation

The Conference requests the Archbishop of Canterbury to appoint a committee of persons

representing each Church concerned to confer with the Church of England Pensions Board on the

comprehensive scheme of reciprocal arrangements for clergy pensions which has been submitted

by the Board, so that such representatives may report thereon to their respective Churches.
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Resolution 24

The Church and the Modern World - The Church and the Modern State

Welcoming recent declarations of more humane governmental policy towards the peoples of

undeveloped countries, we call upon the governments concerned to ensure to these peoples their

economic rights and the best elements of the spiritual and cultural heritage of their own lands and

of other civilisations, so that they may take their rightful part in the whole family of nations, and we

urge all Christians, whether in government service or as private citizens, to see that these

declarations of policy are put into practice.
Resolution 28

The Church and the Modern World - Education

The Conference gratefully recognises the admirable work done by Christian teachers throughout

the world and urges churchmen to bring the opportunity of this high calling to the attention of

young men and women.
Resolution 80

The Anglican Communion - An Advisory Council

(a) The Conference is of opinion that the setting up of an advisory council on missionary strategy

would enable the whole Anglican Communion to deal effectively with matters of world-wide

strategy which concern the task God has entrusted to it and the welfare of the whole Communion;

that the organisation and work of the council should follow the lines suggested in the Committee's

Report; and that such an advisory council should be established as soon as possible.

(b) We recommend that the proposed advisory council on missionary strategy shall work in close

conjunction with all Councils on Foreign Relations which are or may be set up by constituent

Churches of the Anglican Communion.
Resolution 82

The Anglican Communion - Recruiting

The Conference gives thanks to Almighty God for the faithful witness of many martyrs in recent

years. It urges Christian people everywhere to accept the challenge of this witness as a call to a

new self-offering in prayer, sacrifice, and service, for the extension of Christ's Kingdom in all lands.
Resolution 84

The Anglican Communion - Recruiting

The Conference urges all bishops and clergy constantly to keep before their people world-wide

evangelisation as the primary and still unfulfilled duty of the Church; and calls all the younger

members of the Anglican Churches, clerical and lay, to consider seriously whether missionary

service is God's will for them.
Resolution 95

The Church's Discipline in Marriage

Mindful of the needs of those who are in deep distress and claim the Church's sympathy, the

Conference urges that provincial and regional Churches should consider how best their pastoral

responsibility towards those who do not conform to our Lord's standard can be discharged.
Resolution 96

The Church's Discipline in Marriage

Confirmed members of the Church who marry contrary to the law of the Church, as accepted in the

provincial or regional Church to which they belong, should be regarded as subject to the discipline

of the Church in respect of admission to Holy Communion. Their admission to Holy Communion

lies within the discretion of the bishop, due regard being had to their own spiritual good and the

avoidance of scandal to others. It is important that the practice within each province or regional

Church in this matter should be uniform. We restate Resolution 11(b) of the Lambeth Conference

1930, as follows:

That in every case where a person with a former partner still living is remarried and desires to be

admitted to Holy Communion the case should be referred to the bishop, subject to provincial or

regional regulations.
Resolution 99

The Church's Discipline in Marriage

The Conference stresses the importance of building up a sound Christian tradition of family life in

the younger Churches of the Anglican Communion, and therefore urges their members to observe

loyally the marriage canons and rules of their provinces or dioceses.

Resolution 11

The Bible

The Conference welcomes the new translations of the Scriptures in many languages, and would

encourage our people to give all possible support to those societies whose concern is the

distribution of the Scriptures to all lands. Much still remains to be done in this field and the need is

urgent.
Resolution 58

Progress in the Anglican Communion Missionary Appeal

The Conference calls on every Church member, clergy and laity alike, to take an active part in the

mission of the Church. It is a mission to the whole world, not only in area but in all the concerns of

mankind. It has no frontiers between "home" and "foreign" but is concerned to present Christ to

people everywhere.

Each generation needs to be evangelised and to this all-important task we summon the people of

God in every land.
Resolution 59

Progress in the Anglican Communion Missionary Appeal

The Conference affirms that while the Church of Jesus Christ transcends all national or racial

limitations, every Church should endeavour to share fully in the life of the people in the country in

which it exists. The Conference rejoices that, in all parts of the world, a strong ministry is growing

up from among the people. It notes with satisfaction that, under the guidance of the Holy Spirit,

and in accordance with Catholic practice, bishops are being appointed and elected without

reference to race or nationality.
Resolution 60

Progress in the Anglican Communion Missionary Appeal

The Conference accepts the recommendations of the Committee on Progress in the Anglican

Communion concerning the Advisory Council on Missionary Strategy, and respectfully requests

that action be taken by His Grace the President as soon as possible.
Resolution 61

Progress in the Anglican Communion Missionary Appeal

The Conference, while reaffirming the opinion expressed in Resolution 44 of the Lambeth

Conference of 1920 that the Consultative Body is of the nature of a continuation committee of the

Lambeth Conference, recommends that its duties and composition should be redefined as follows:

(a) The duties of the Consultative Body shall be:

(i) to carry on work left to it by the preceding Conference;

(ii) to assist the Archbishop of Canterbury in the preparation of business of the ensuing

Conference;

(iii) to consider matters referred to the Archbishop of Canterbury on which he requests its aid and

to advise him;

(iv) to advise on questions of faith, order, policy, or administration referred to it by any bishop or

group of bishops, calling in expert advisers at its discretion, and reserving the right to decline to

entertain any particular question;

(v) to deal with matters referred to it by the Archbishop of Canterbury or by any bishop or group of

bishops, subject to any limitations upon such references which may be imposed by the regulations

of local and regional Churches;

(vi) to take such action in the discharge of the above duties as may be appropriate, subject to the

condition that with regard to Churches, provinces and dioceses of the Anglican Communion its

functions are advisory only and without executive or administrative power.
(b) The Consultative Body shall consist of:

(i) The Archbishop of Canterbury as ex officio Chairman, and the Archbishop of York;

(ii) The primates or presiding bishops of national or provincial Churches in the following countries

or areas: Wales; Ireland; Scotland; USA; Canada; India, Pakistan, Burma, and Ceylon; Australia;

New Zealand; South Africa; West Indies; Japan; China; West Africa; Central Africa; Middle East.

(iii) Such members to represent other dioceses under the jurisdiction of the Archbishop of

Canterbury as he may appoint.

Each member shall have the right to nominate a bishop to take his place at any meeting which he

is unable to attend.

(c) The Archbishop of Canterbury with the approval of the Consultative Body shall appoint a

secretary, to serve under the directions of the Archbishop, who may, if the Advisory Council so

agrees, be also the Secretary of that Council.

(d) The Consultative Body shall meet when summoned by the Archbishop of Canterbury or on his

behalf; and in between meetings may conduct business by correspondence. All minutes and

papers shall be sent to every member and if so desired to alternates also.

(e) Expenses incurred on behalf of the Consultative Body shall be borne by the fund provided for

the Advisory Council on Missionary Strategy, if that Council so agrees.
Resolution 62

Progress in the Anglican Communion Missionary Appeal

The Conference urges that every opportunity be taken, at the local and provincial level, to make

effective use of such channels of communication as television, radio, films, religious drama, and

the secular and religious press.
Resolution 63

Progress in the Anglican Communion Missionary Appeal

The Conference suggests that through the Advisory Council on Missonary Strategy there could be

an exchange of material, talent, skill, and technical knowledge between regional Churches of the

Anglican Communion.
Resolution 64

Progress in the Anglican Communion Missionary Appeal

The Conference recalls Church people to the duty and privilege of stewardship, of which sacrificial,

planned, and systematic giving is a part, to the end that the souls of the people may be enriched,

and the needs of the Church met, including the adequate support of its ministry and provision for

the extension of its work. The Conference urges that the Church in every field be encouraged to

become self-supporting.
Resolution 65

Progress in the Anglican Communion Missionary Appeal

The Conference emphasises the importance of witness for Christ which can be borne when

Christians go from one country to another, especially to countries where Christians are a small

minority, and urges that ways and means be developed to assist both clergy and members of the

laity to do so effectively. It also urges that every effort be made, especially on the parochial level,

to practice Christian fellowship with people of other nations and races who come to live

permanently in a new land.
Resolution 67

Progress in the Anglican Communion Missionary Appeal

The Conference is deeply concerned by restrictions upon religious freedom in many areas,

imposed in some cases by the state alone and in others by the state influenced by a dominant

religious group. To those who suffer under these conditions the Conference extends the assurance

of its sympathy and support. If affirms its conviction that freedom of religion includes not only

freedom to worship but also freedom to propagate and to teach, as essential parts of the Christian

faith.
Resolution 68

Progress in the Anglican Communion Missionary Appeal

The Conference, holding the Anglican Congress to be of great value to the life of the Anglican

Communion,

(a) reaffirms the desire expressed at the Anglican Congress of 1954 that another such

Congress be held;

(b) respectfully requests the Archbishop of Canterbury and the Presiding Bishop of the

Protestant Episcopal Church in the United States of America to appoint a committee of

bishops, priests, and lay persons to make arrangements, in accordance with the

resolution of the Anglican Congress 1954;

(c) asks that special consideration be given by this committee to the question of holding this

Congress outside the English-speaking countries;

(d) suggests that the date of the Congress be 1963; and

(e) recommends that the major topic should be "The World-wide Mission of the Church."

The Conference calls attention to the Anglican Communion Cycle of Prayer prepared by the

request of the Lambeth Conference 1948, and commends it for the widest possible use in all our

Churches by circulation in the dioceses.
Resolution 70

Progress in the Anglican Communion Missionary Appeal

The Conference appreciates the value of the "Pan-Anglican" review, and commends it to the

attention of the Churches and provinces of the Anglican Communion, as a means of disseminating

information about the Anglican Communion.
Resolution 71

Progress in the Anglican Communion Missionary Appeal

The Conference recommends that literature should be recognised as an important instrument of

the Church in fulfilling its mission; and that steps should be taken to secure that in every language

area suitable literature is made available for the training of ordinands, the use of the clergy, the

instruction and equipment of the laity, and not least for the commending of Christianity to those

outside the Church.
Resolution 72

Progress in the Anglican Communion Missionary Appeal

The Conference urges that men and women ready to devote themselves to Christian literary work,

including journalism, should be enlisted and trained to regard such work as a true vocation in the

service of the Church.
Resolution 82

Ministries and Manpower - Areas of Special Need

The Conference desires to emphasise that there is a continuing need in "missionary" provinces

and dioceses for a supply of men for the ordinary ministerial needs of the Church from outside

their own area.

It recognises that from time to time there is need also for men of mature experience, sound

learning, and pastoral gifts, to undertake work of special responsibility. It therefore recommends

that the missionary agencies of the Church throughout the Anglican Communion should keep this

in mind, and seek to have available priests and lay workers for this purpose.
Resolution 105

The Reconciling of Conflicts Between and Within Nations - Sharing Material Resources

The Conference draws attention to the widespread poverty in many parts of the world; it notes with

thankfulness the measures taken to help under-developed countries to become self-supporting,

and calls upon Christians in more favoured lands to use their influence to encourage their

governments in the task of relieving poverty by a generous sharing of their material and technical

resources with those in need.
Resolution 120

The Family in Contemporary Society - Polygamy

(a) The Conference bears witness to the truth that monogamy is the divine will, testified by the

teaching of Christ himself, and therefore true for every race of men.

(b) It acknowledges that the introduction of monogamy into societies that practice polygamy

involves a social and economic revolution and raises problems which the Christian Church has as

yet not solved.

(c) The Conference urges upon Church members the continuance of thorough study and earnest

prayer that God may lead his Church to know the manner of its witness and discipline in this issue.

(d) The Conference, recognising that the problem of polygamy is bound up with the limitations of

opportunities for women in society, urges that the Church should make every effort to advance the

status of women in every possible way, especially in the sphere of education.

(e) The Conference further requests His Grace the President to refer this problem to the Advisory

Council on Missionary Strategy.
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Resolution 19

The Study of Social and Political Change

The Conference recommends:

(a) That, recognising that for the foreseeable future the greater part of the earth will retain agrarian

forms of society, the provinces of the Anglican Communion co-operate with the World Council of

Churches and other agencies to carry out the regional surveys necessary to determine specific

technological and other development needs in both agrarian and industrial areas; and further, that

the local Church in agrarian communities be urged to promote or co-operate in appropriate

political, economic, and social development projects as its witness to the Gospel of the incarnate

Lord; and that in both agrarian and industrial areas the structures of the Church, devised for static

and pre-industrial societies, be renewed for more effective impact on rapidly changing societies.

(b) That the normal pattern for the missionary structure of the Church be that of ecumenical action

and that every use be made of consultants from the social sciences and related fields.

(c) That the Church increasingly call on the skills of full-time professionals in such fields as social

work, community organisation, education, recreational activities, and the mass media, and that

they be regarded as members of the integral staff of the Church.

(d) That the Church increasingly work for social goals which really benefit human beings, eg. in

housing, education, health, and adequate wages, using both secular agencies and, where

appropriate, its own social agencies.

(e) That the Church increasingly give itself seriously to the redeployment of resources of men and

money so as to take the initiatives that effective mission requires both at home and abroad.

(f) That, in consequence of the last recommendation, a serious study be made of existing buildings

and the planning of new ones.
Resolution 64

The Role of the Anglican Communion - The Anglican Presence in Latin America

The Conference records its conviction that, in the light of the growing importance of Latin America

and the rapid social, economic, political, and religious changes there taking place, there is an

urgent need for an increasing Christian witness and involvement in which the Anglican Churches

must make their unique and full contribution.

The Conference rejoices in the growth and indigenisation of Anglican witness in Latin America

since Lambeth 1958 and in the increased participation and awareness of some parts of the

Anglican Communion, and hopes that this participation and interest will extend to the whole

Anglican Communion.

The Conference recommends that the member Churches of the Anglican Communion should

place prominent emphasis upon Latin America in their missionary education, their prayers, and

their commitment to the world mission, as outlined in the document entitled "The Anglican

Communion and Latin America."
Resolution 69

The Role of the Anglican Communion - Anglican Consultative Council

The Conference accepts and endorses the appended proposals concerning the Anglican

Consultative Council and its Constitution and submits them to the member Churches of the

Anglican Communion for approval. Approval shall be by a two-thirds majority of the member

Churches and shall be signified to the Secretary of the Lambeth Consultative Body not later than

31 October 1969.

Anglican Consultative Council ANGLICAN CONSULTATIVE COUNCIL Functions 1. To share

information about developments in one or more provinces with the other parts of the Communion

and to serve as needed as an instrument of common action.

2. To advise on inter-Anglican, provincial, and diocesan relationships, including the division of

provinces, the formation of new provinces and of regional councils, and the problems of extraprovincial

dioceses.

3. To develop as far as possible agreed Anglican policies in the world mission of the Church and to

encourage national and regional Churches to engage together in developing and implementing

such policies by sharing their resources of manpower, money, and experience to the best

advantage of all.

4. To keep before national and regional Churches the importance of the fullest possible Anglican

collaboration with other Christian Churches.

5. To encourage and guide Anglican participation in the ecumenical movement and the ecumenical

organisations; to co-operate with the World Council of Churches and the world confessional bodies

on behalf of the Anglican Communion; and to make arrangements for the conduct of pan-Anglican

conversations with the Roman Catholic Church, the Orthodox Churches, and other Churches.
6. To advise on matters arising out of national or regional Church union negotiations or

conversations and on subsequent relations with united Churches.

7. To advise on problems on inter-Anglican communication and to help in the dissemination of

Anglican and ecumenical information.

8. To keep in review the needs that may arise for further study and, where necessary, to promote

inquiry and research.

Constitution Membership

1. The Council shall be constituted initially with a membership according to the Schedule below.

With the assent of two-thirds of the metropolitans, it shall have power to make alterations in the

Schedule as changing circumstances may require.

2. Members shall be chosen as provincial, national, or regional machinery provides. Alternates

shall be named by each Church and shall be invited to attend if a Church would otherwise be

unrepresented for a whole session of the Council.

3. The Council shall have power to co-opt as set out in the Schedule of Membership.

4. The term of office for members appointed according to the Schedule, and for co-opted

members, shall be six years. Except as provided in the recommendation below for the initial

period, members shall be ineligible for immediate re-election. Bishops and other clerical members

shall cease to be members on retirement from ecclesiastical office, and all members shall similarly

cease to be members on moving to another regional Church or province of the Anglican

Communion. Casual vacancies shall be filled by the appointing bodies, and persons thus

appointed shall serve for the unexpired term.

5. The Council shall have the right to call in advisers, Anglicans or others, at its discretion.

6.Officers.

(a) The Archbishop of Canterbury shall be President of the Council and, when present, shall

preside at the inaugural session of each meeting of the Council. He shall be ex officio a member of

its committees.

(b) The Council shall elect a Chairman and Vice-Chairman from its own number, who shall hold

office for six years.

(c) The Council shall appoint for a specified term a Secretary, who shall be known as the Secretary

General of the Council, and shall determine his duties.

7.Frequency of Meetings.

The Council shall meet every two years at the call of the Chairman in consultation with the

President and the Secretary General.

8.Standing Committee

The Council shall appoint a Standing Committee of nine members, which shall include the

Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the Council. The Secretary General shall be its Secretary. The

Standing Committee shall meet annually. It shall have the right to call advisers.

9.Locality of Meetings.

As far as possible, the Council and its Standing Committee shall meet in various parts of the world.

10.Budget

The Council shall produce an annual budget, including the stipend and expenses of the Secretary

General, his staff, and office, and this shall be apportioned among the member Churches of the

Anglican Communion.

Amendment of the Constitution 11. Amendments to this Constitution shall be submitted by the

Council to the constitutional bodies of the member Churches and must be ratified by two-thirds of

such bodies.
membership, at the beginning one-third of the delegates shall be appointed as elected for a twoyear

period, one-third for a four-year period, and the remaining third for a single period of six

years. Those elected for a two-year or four-year period shall be eligible for appointment for one

further period of six years. Thereafter all appointments or elections shall be for six years.

Schedule of Membership The membership of the Council shall be as follows:

(a) The Archbishop of Canterbury (b) Three from each of the following, consisting of a bishop, a

priest or deacon, and a lay person: The Church of England; The Episcopal Church of the United

States of America; The Church of India, Pakistan, Burma, and Ceylon; The Anglican Church of

Canada; The Church of England in Australia.

(c) Two from each of the following, consisting of a bishop, and a priest, deacon, or lay person: The

Church in Wales; The Church in Ireland; The Episcopal Church in Scotland; The Church of the

Province of South Africa; The Church of the Province of West Africa; The Church of the Province

of Central Africa; The Church of the Province of East Africa; The Church of the Province of

Uganda, Rwanda, and Burundi; The Church of the Province of New Zealand; The Church of the

Province of the West Indies; Nippon Sei Ko Ki; The Archbishopric in Jerusalem; The Council of the

Church of South-East Asia; The South Pacific Anglican Council; Latin America; any province of the

Anglican Communion not at present represented.

(d) Co-opted members: The Council shall have power to co-opt up to six additional members, of

whom at least two shall be women and two lay persons not over 28 years of age at the time of

appointment.
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Resolution 8

The Church's Ministry of Healing

The Conference praises God for the renewal of the ministry of healing within the Churches in

recent times and reaffirms:

1. that the healing of the sick in his name is as much a part of the proclamation of the Kingdom as

the preaching of the good news of Jesus Christ;

2. that to neglect this aspect of ministry is to diminish our part in Christ's total redemptive activity;

3. that the ministry to the sick should be an essential element in any revision of the liturgy (see the

Report of the Lambeth Conference of 1958, p.2.92).
Resolution 15

Partners in Mission

The Conference commends the "Partners in Mission" process to the member Churches of the

Anglican Communion and asks them to plan future consultations in accordance with the principles

set out in Resolution 27 of the second (Dublin, 1973) meeting of the Anglican Consultative Council

and Resolution 17 of its third (Trinidad, 1976) meeting, and in recommendations 1-8 below:

1. The consultation process is concerned with the meaning of mission as well as its

implementation. This point is made clear in the Trinidad report (p.57, para.2(b)(ix)), but has not yet

been widely received. PIM consultations may be weakened or confused by the failure to recognise

that their purpose is to bring about a renewed obedience to mission and not simply to make an

existing system efficient. We therefore recommend that each province seek to educate Anglicans

in the meaning of the PIM process and of the significant reorientation of mission strategy which is

involved.

2. One way of achieving this is to encourage the Church to experience the PIM principle at many

levels of its life: eg. between provinces in large national Churches, between dioceses, between a

group of parishes, or between parochial and sector ministries.

3. We draw attention to the weakness of the ecumenial dimension in many past consultations and

urge the correction of this in the future. Anglicans in any place cannot undertake mission

effectively without consulting and planning with fellow Christians.

4. Churches should not be content with inviting partners only from those areas which share a

natural or racial affinity with them. The insights of other cultures, and of various understandings of

mission are vital to growth in a true and balanced theology of mission, and to ensuring the

possibility of a creative exchange of resources both personal and material.

5. Representatives of partner Churches do not always have long enough in the host Church and

country before the consultation begins. We believe that a period of two weeks, or even longer,

would be helpful and appropriate in most situations. Forward planning should allow invitations to

be sent out well in advance.

6. We believe the PIM process can help all of us to catch the vision of an interdependent world as

well as an interdependent Church. To this end we underline how essential it is that, where

possible, the key secular issues should also be well presented in each consultation and by those in

society who understand them best.

7. PIM has helped us to develop the concept of sharing rather than of some giving and others

receiving. Yet there is an ever-present danger of lapsing into the "shopping list" way of thinking. At

the same time we are sure that consultations should always contain the opportunity for the frank

stating of specific needs.

8. Within the Anglican Communion as a whole, thought needs to be given to follow-up as well as

co-ordination of response to PIM consultations. We recommend that the ACC gives particular

attention to this matter.
Resolution 16

Sharing Resources

The Conference asks the Anglican Consultative Council to assist the member Churches to develop

a more effective system for responding to needs identified in Partners In Mission consultations,

including the sharing of resources, both of people and of material things.
Resolution 17

New Dioceses

The Conference urges that, when a new diocese is created,

1. adequate financial support should be underwritten by the member Churches concerned, and/or

by the Partners in Mission of the new diocese, to insure against unforeseen financial difficulties;

2. adequate provision should be made for the stipend of the bishop, preferably through the

creation of an episcopal endowment fund;

3. when, owing to unforeseen circumstances, a new diocese is faced with financial problems and

deficits, it should be aided financially by the member Church concerned and/or by the Partners in

Mission of the new diocese;

4. these matters be referred for the consideration of the Anglican Consultative Council at its

earliest convenience.
Resolution 21

Women in the Priesthood

1. The Conference notes that since the last Lambeth Conference in 1968, the Diocese of Hong

Kong, the Anglican Church of Canada, the Episcopal Church in the United States of America, and

the Church of the Province of New Zealand have admitted women to the presbyterate, and that

eight other member Churches of the Anglican Communion have now either agreed or approved in

principle or stated that there are either no fundamental or no theological objections to the

ordination of women to the historic threefold ministry of the Church.

We also note that other of its member Churches have not yet made a decision on the matter.

Others again have clearly stated that they do hold fundamental objections to the ordination of

women to the historic threefold ministry of the Church.

2. The Conference acknowledges that both the debate about the ordination of women as well as

the ordinations themselves have, in some Churches, caused distress and pain to many on both

sides. To heal these and to maintain and strengthen fellowship is a primary pastoral responsibility

of all, and especially of the bishops.

3. The Conference also recognises

(a) the autonomy of each of its member Churches, acknowledging the legal right of each

Church to make its own decision about the appropriateness of admitting women to Holy

Orders;

(b) that such provincial action in this matter has consequences of the utmost significance for

the Anglican Communion as a whole.

4. The Conference affirms its commitment to the preservation of unity within and between all

member Churches of the Anglican Communion.

5. The Conference therefore

(a) encourages all member Churches of the Anglican Communion to continue in communion

with one another, notwithstanding the admission of women (whether at present or in the

future) to the ordained ministry of some member Churches;

(b) in circumstances in which the issue of the ordination of women has caused, or may cause,

problems of conscience, urges that every action possible be taken to ensure that all

baptized members of the Church continue to be in communion with their bishop and that

every opportunity be given for all members to work together in the mission of the Church

irrespective of their convictions regarding this issue;

(c) requests the Anglican Consultative Council

(i) to use its good offices to promote dialogue between those member Churches

which ordain women and those which do not, with a view to exploring ways in

which the fullest use can be made of women's gifts within the total ministry of

the Church in our Communion; and

(ii) to maintain, and wherever possible extend, the present dialogue with

Churches outside the Anglican family.

6. Consistent with the foregoing, this Conference

(a) declares its acceptance of those member Churches which now ordain women, and urges

that they respect the convictions of those provinces and dioceses which do not;

(b) declares its acceptance of those member Churches which do not ordain women, and

urges that they respect the convictions of those provinces and dioceses which do.

(c) With regard to women who have been ordained in the Anglican Communion being

authorised to exercise their ministry in provinces which have not ordained women, we

recommend that, should synodical authority be given to enable them to exercise it, it be

exercised only

(i) where pastoral need warrants and

(ii) where such a ministry is agreeable to the bishop, clergy, and people where the

ministry is to be exercised and where it is approved by the legally responsible

body of the parish, area, or institution where such a ministry is to be exercised.

7. We recognise that our accepting this variety of doctrine and practice in the Anglican Communion

may disappoint the Roman Catholic, Orthodox, and Old Catholic Churches, but we wish to make it

clear

(a) that the holding together of diversity within a unity of faith and worship is part

of the Anglican heritage;

(b) that those who have taken part in ordinations of women to the priesthood

believe that these ordinations have been into [sic.] the historic ministry of the

Church as the Anglican Communion has received it; and

(c) that we hope the dialogue between these other Churches and the member

Churches of our Communion will continue because we believe that we still

have understanding of the truth of God and his will to learn from them as

together we all move towards a fuller catholicity and a deeper fellowship in

the Holy Spirit.

8. This Conference urges that further discussions about the ordination of women be held within a

wider consideration of theological issues of ministry and priesthood.

Voting: For 316; Against 37; Abstentions 17.
Resolution 25

An Anglican Doctrinal Commission

The Conference endorses the proposal suggested in Resolution 8 of the third (Trinidad, 1976)

meeting of the Anglican Consultative Council, to set up an inter-Anglican theological and doctrinal

advisory commission, and asks the Standing Committee of the ACC to establish the commission

with the advice of the primates, and the primates and provinces, by whatever means they feel

best, to review its work after a period of not more than five years.
Resolution 26

An Association of French-speaking Dioceses

The Conference gives thanks to God for the special role and witness of the French-speaking

dioceses of our Communion. We learned with deep interest of the emergence of a Frenchspeaking

province in Central Africa. We recognise the special difficulties of French-speaking

dioceses in communication, in the production of literature, and in training for the ministry. We call

for the active encouragement, under the Partners in Mission scheme, for all forms of support from

the dioceses of our Communion to French-speaking provinces and dioceses.
Resolution 27

Service in the World-wide Church

The Conference requests that in order to encourage world-wide service by the clergy and lay

servants of the Church, all member Churches be asked to make adequate provision for the future

service of those returning to their home province after a term of duty elsewhere, and also to ensure

that ultimate retirement and other relevant provisions are fully protected, either in their home

country or in the country of service.
Resolution 36

Cultural Identity

The Conference recognises with thanksgiving to God the growth of the Church across the world

and encourages every particular Church to strengthen its own identity in Christ and its involvement

with the community of which it is part, expressing its faith through the traditions and culture of its

own society except where they are in conflict with the essentials of the Gospel.

Resolution 25

Iran

This Conference, recognising the positive development of recent events in Iran, and in the light of

a declared policy of religious tolerance in that land, respectfully requests the Islamic Republic of

Iran to facilitate a positive response to the many requests, sent on behalf of the Diocese of Iran,

the Primates of the Anglican Communion, and the President Bishop of the Episcopal Church in

Jerusalem and the Middle East, concerning all the claims of the Church in Iran.
Resolution 26

Church and Polygamy

This Conference upholds monogamy as God's plan, and as the ideal relationship of love between

husband and wife; nevertheless recommends that a polygamist who responds to the Gospel and

wishes to join the Anglican Church may be baptized and confirmed with his believing wives and

children on the following conditions:

(1) that the polygamist shall promise not to marry again as long as any of his wives at the time of

his conversion are alive;

(2) that the receiving of such a polygamist has the consent of the local Anglican community;

(3) that such a polygamist shall not be compelled to put away any of his wives, on account of the

social deprivation they would suffer;

(4) and recommends that provinces where the Churches face problems of polygamy are

encouraged to share information of their pastoral approach to Christians who become polygamists

so that the most appropriate way of disciplining and pastoring them can be found, and that the

ACC be requested to facilitate the sharing of that information.
Resolution 48

Mission to Youth

This Conference:

1. Encourages every diocese to conduct an evaluation of existing mission and ministry among its

youth*, as far as possible in co-operation with other Churches, which should include an

examination of the current nature and extent of youth involvement in the life of the diocese and

provinces and at every level.

2. Suggests that this should include the following questions to be investigated:

(a) What occasions or venues for meeting are provided for young people who have no

contact whatever with the Church or the Christian faith?

(b) What proportion of diocesan and parish budgets is set aside for youth ministry, compared

with other activities?

(c) What relationships exist between the diocese and its clergy on the one hand, and the local

schools and state education authorities on the other, if any?

(d) How are the dioceses and parishes making use of the skills and gifts of local Christian

teachers, youth leaders, young people who have a ministry among their peers, and what

opportunities for encouragement and training in Christian witness are being provided?

Resolution 58

Civic and Land Rights for Indigenous People of the Americas

This Conference supports all efforts being made for the procuring of land and civic rights for native

indigenous people of the Americas, specially in the light of the forthcoming celebrations of the

500th anniversary of the arrival of Columbus in the New World in 1992.

In 1992 a great celebration is being proposed to commemorate the arrival of Europeans and their

culture, specially the Spanish conquest. That arrival meant the destruction of many indigenous

cultures and peoples as the Spanish, British, French, Portuguese and Dutch colonisers arrived.

Efforts are being made to highlight this suffering. Traditionally Anglicans have taken the side of the

Indians throughout the Americas and a lot of our work has been to improve their lot.

This Resolution is backed by: The Primate of the Southern Cone of South America, The Bishop of

Honduras (ECUSA), The Bishop of Guatemala (ECUSA), The Bishop of Western Mexico

(ECUSA), The Bishop of South Dakota (ECUSA), The Right Revd Robert Townshend, Suffragan

Bishop of Huron (Canada), The Primate of Brazil, and the Right Revd Martiniano Garcia-Montiel,

Suffragan Bishop of South and Central Mexico (ECUSA).
Resolution 64

Human Rights for Those of Homosexual Orientation

This Conference:

1. Reaffirms the statement of the Lambeth Conference of 1978 on homosexuality, recognising the

continuing need in the next decade for "deep and dispassionate study of the question of

homosexuality, which would take seriously both the teaching of Scripture and the results of

scientific and medical research."

2. Urges such study and reflection to take account of biological, genetic and psychological

research being undertaken by other agencies, and the socio-cultural factors that lead to the

different attitudes in the provinces of our Communion.

3. Calls each province to reassess, in the light of such study and because of our concern for

human rights, its care for and attitude towards persons of homosexual orientation.
Resolution 65

Missions to Seamen

This Conference thanks God for the world-wide Missions to Seamen, which began its work in

1856. It supports and endorses the remarkable way in which the society has adapted its ministry to

changed circumstances, acknowledging the fact that there is no part of the Church which has

greater ecumenical involvement and experience; that it is deeply involved in dialogue with people

of other faiths every day; and that through the Centre for Seafarers' Rights and through almost

every member of staff, it is daily involved in issues of social justice. The Conference, encouraged

by the appointment of liaison bishops throughout the Anglican Communion, accepts the ministry

and mission of the society as the mission of the Church to all seafarers, regardless of creed, class

or colour.
Resolution 69

Admission to Communion

This Conference requests all provinces to consider the theological and pastoral issues involved in

the admission of those baptized but unconfirmed to communion (as set out in the Report of ACC-

7), and to report their findings to the ACC.

This Resolution does what ACC-7 expected to be done, and is in line with a draft statement from

"Mission and Ministry." Whilst it comes as a private member's Resolution, it comes with the

goodwill of the "Mission and Ministry" Section.
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Section II - Called to live and proclaim the good news

Resolution II.1

The Theological Foundations of Mission

This Conference:

a. believing that all our mission springs from the action and self-revelation of God in Jesus

Christ and that without this foundation, we can give no form or content to our proclamation

and can expect no transforming effect from it.

b. resolves to:

i. reaffirm our faith in the doctrines of the Nicene Creed as the basis of what is to be

believed, lived and proclaimed by the churches of the Anglican Communion;

ii. accept the imperative character of our call to mission and evangelism as

grounded in the very nature of the God who is revealed to us.
Resolution II.2

Mission And The Structures Of The Anglican Communion

This Conference:

a. acknowledges gratefully the contribution of many individuals and agencies in serving,

stimulating and assessing the work of the Decade of Evangelism, particularly the Church

of Nigeria for its gift to the whole church through its role in initially resourcing the

involvement of the ACC in this work by seconding Canon Dr Cyril Okorocha, the

continuing contribution of MISSIO whose report we received, and whose work we wish to

see continued, and the Anglican Communion Global Conference on Dynamic Evangelism

beyond 2000 at Kanuga in 1995;

b. believes that the instruments of unity (the Archbishop of Canterbury; the Lambeth

Conference; the ACC and the Primates meeting) need to work much more closely

together and to review their mutual accountability (e.g. the ACC and the Primates

meetings should consider communicating the results of their deliberations to all Bishops in

the Communion);

c. considers that regional networks and relationships should be reinforced and encouraged

and their work be fully publicised;

d. requests that the Joint Standing Committee of the Primates' Meeting and the ACC

consider, as a matter of urgency, how the budget and staffing of the Communion's official

networks might come to reflect the priorities of mission and evangelism;

e. similarly requests that the MISSIO be instructed to study further the most efficient and

effective ways for the Communion to extend mission and evangelism (e.g. through a

mission and evangelism secretary);

f. suggests that the Lambeth Conference be recognised as a significant consultative body

which gives a sense of unity and direction to the whole Communion, which should receive

and review reports of significant activities carried out as part of the work of the

Communion.
Resolution II.6

Future Priorities In Mission

As it moves towards the third millennium of Christian Witness, this conference;

a. gives thanks to God for all the experience so far of the Decade of Evangelism, noting the

Testimonies and challenges from many churches across the Communion;

b. repents of our failures in mission and evangelism;

c. expresses its determination that the impetus should not be lost. The primary task of every

bishop, diocese and congregation in the Anglican Communion is to share in and show the

love of God in Jesus Christ - by worship, by the proclamation to everyone of the gospel of

salvation through Christ, through the announcing of good news to the poor and the

continuing effort to witness to God's Kingdom and God's justice in act and word and to do

so in partnership with Christians of all traditions;

d. urges that priority should be given at every level in our Communion to reaching out to

those who have never heard, or never responded to the gospel of Christ, and to

reawakening those whose love has grown cold;

e. commits ourselves to call our people to be a transforming church by practising Jubilee,

and by sharing financial resources between different regions of our Communion, not only

for responding to crises or disasters, but to enable local initiatives in outreach, service and

evangelism;

f. commits ourselves in the light of what is said in this Report to work to transform the

dioceses we serve into communities that share fully at every level in the mission of God.
Resolution II.7

Urbanisation

This Conference:

a. calls upon the Member Churches of the Anglican Communion to address the processes of

urbanisation across the world, both in our cities and all other communities;

b. asks our Member Churches to give urgent attention to "Living and Proclaiming the Good

News" in our cities so that all that destroys our full humanity is being challenged, the

socially excluded are being welcomed and the poor are hearing the Good News (Matthew

11:3); and in order to assist this priority in mission

c. resolves;

i. to ask the Anglican Consultative Council to give support to the formation of an

Anglican Urban Network to share information and experience on urbanisation and

urban mission;

ii. to support the establishment of a "Faith in an Urban World" Commission, after

due consultation with ecumenical bodies.
Resolution III.11

Religious Freedom

This Conference challenges Anglicans, as servants of Jesus Christ, our Lord and Saviour -

a. to respect the rights and freedom of all faiths to worship and practise their ways of life;

b. to work with all people of good will to extend these freedoms of worship, religious practice

and conversion throughout the world;

c. to stand by those who are being persecuted for their faith by our prayers, protests and

practical support;

d. to enter into dialogue with members of other faiths, to increase our mutual respect and

explore the truths we hold in common and those on which we differ;

e. to witness to our faith in the reconciling and saving activity of God in our Lord Jesus Christ

working in us now through the power of the Holy Spirit; and

f. to equip ourselves for our witness, dialogue and service by becoming better versed in the

teaching and practice of our own faith, and of at least one other faith.
Resolution IV.6

Churches in Communion

This Conference:

a. recommends that the proposed Inter-Anglican Standing Commission on Ecumenical

Relations reflect upon the implications of being in communion with the See of Canterbury

with particular reference to the United Churches and Churches in Communion;

b. welcomes the fact that the International Bishops' Conference of the Union of Utrecht and

the ACC have agreed to the establishment of an Anglican-Old Catholic International Coordinating

Council;

c. recommends that consideration be given to ways of deepening our communion with the

Old Catholic Churches beyond the Bonn Agreement, including means of taking counsel

and making decisions together; the anomaly of overlapping jurisdictions; the implications

of wider ecumenical relationships, particularly with the Roman Catholic, Orthodox and

Lutheran Churches; and the importance of work together on issues of mission and

common witness;

d. welcomes the adoption by both churches of the Concordat between the Episcopal Church

in the Philippines and the Philippine Independent Church (1997), which establishes a

relationship of full communion;

e. welcomes the relationship of communion established in Northern Europe between six

Lutheran churches (Estonia, Finland, Iceland, Lithuania, Norway and Sweden) and four

Anglican churches (England, Ireland, Scotland and Wales) by the signing of the Porvoo

Declaration in 1996, and recognises the enrichment brought through the presence of

Finnish, Norwegian and Swedish bishops at this Conference as bishops in communion;

and
f. welcomes the decision by the Porvoo Church Leaders Meeting in 1998 that the Lusitanian

Catholic Apostolic Evangelical Church of Portugal and the Spanish Episcopal Reformed

Church should be regarded as being covered by the Preamble to the Porvoo Declaration

subject to their Synods' approval of the Declaration.
