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Resolution 75

Youth and its Vocation

The Conference commends the Report of the Committee on Youth and its Vocation to the careful

attention of the Church and hopes that in all parts of the Anglican Communion the bishops, with

the assistance of the clergy and laity, particularly those qualified to represent youth, will face the

facts of the situation and the challenge which they constitute to the whole Christian Church;

believing that the great tasks before the Church today call for a new measure of devotion to Christ

and his Church on the part of all, both young and old.
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Resolution 30

The Church and the Modern World - Education

The Conference affirms that the Church owes a deep debt of gratitude to Sunday and day school

teachers and youth leaders who, in the face of increasing difficulties, have forwarded the Church's

teaching ministry to children and young people with devoted service. The Conference emphasises

the responsibility of individual clergymen and parishes in the work of Christian education.
Resolution 34

The Church and the Modern World - Education

Recognising the great influence of films and broadcasting both for good and for evil, we welcome

the efforts now being made to improve their quality; sharing the anxiety of many teachers and

educational authorities lest the films shown to children should undermine sound educational

influences, we particularly welcome the provision of wholesome films and broadcasts for children.
Resolution 35

The Church and the Modern World - Education

The Conference urges further investigation and experiment on the part of the Church in film

production and radio programmes as a means of religious and missionary education, and full cooperation

with experts in these fields.
Resolution 41

The Church and the Modern World - The Christian Way of Life

The Conference believes that the unity in Christ which exists between Church people ought to find

more definite expression outside the church building, and we urge the members of every

congregation to seek for opportunities of expressing their unity by the undertaking of common

tasks.
Resolution 47

The Church and the Modern World - The Christian Way of Life

The Conference affirms that work ought to be a vocation. Therefore all possible guidance should

be given to young people in their choice of a life work, in order to foster their sense of vocation and

to ensure that they are enabled to take up work which they can rightly regard as a form of service

to God and their fellow men.
Resolution 48

The Church and the Modern World - The Christian Way of Life

The Conference, recognising that marriage and motherhood remain the normal vocation of

women, urges the importance of fostering in girls the sense of the dignity of this calling and the

need to prepare for it. At the same time it welcomes the great contributions now being made by

women in many walks of life, and urges that girls and young women be given the fullest possible

opportunities for vocational training.
Resolution 84

The Anglican Communion - Recruiting

The Conference urges all bishops and clergy constantly to keep before their people world-wide

evangelisation as the primary and still unfulfilled duty of the Church; and calls all the younger

members of the Anglican Churches, clerical and lay, to consider seriously whether missionary

service is God's will for them.
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Resolution 114

The Family in Contemporary Society - Marriage

The Conference welcomes, with thankfulness, the increasing care given by the clergy to

preparation for marriage both in instructing youth, through confirmation classes and other means,

and also immediately before marriage.

It urges that the importance of this ministry should continue to be emphasised and that special

attention should be given to our Lord's principle of life-long union as the basis of all true marriage.
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Resolution 28

The Ministry - Youth and Human Welfare

The Conference values the initiative shown by young people in witnessing to their faith in Christ;

and urges that they should be encouraged to do this in their own way and through their own

media, and that the Church should have regard to their concern for the renewal of society and of

the Church.
Resolution 29

The Ministry - Youth and Human Welfare

The Conference, thankful for the intensified interest of young people in human welfare, conscious

of the value of their informed insights, and recognising the need to involve them more directly in

decision-making, in both secular and ecclesiastical society, requests provinces, dioceses, and

parishes to promote this involvement in every way possible.
Resolution 69

The Role of the Anglican Communion - Anglican Consultative Council

The Conference accepts and endorses the appended proposals concerning the Anglican

Consultative Council and its Constitution and submits them to the member Churches of the

Anglican Communion for approval. Approval shall be by a two-thirds majority of the member

Churches and shall be signified to the Secretary of the Lambeth Consultative Body not later than

31 October 1969.

Anglican Consultative Council ANGLICAN CONSULTATIVE COUNCIL Functions 1. To share

information about developments in one or more provinces with the other parts of the Communion

and to serve as needed as an instrument of common action.

2. To advise on inter-Anglican, provincial, and diocesan relationships, including the division of

provinces, the formation of new provinces and of regional councils, and the problems of extraprovincial

dioceses.

3. To develop as far as possible agreed Anglican policies in the world mission of the Church and to

encourage national and regional Churches to engage together in developing and implementing

such policies by sharing their resources of manpower, money, and experience to the best

advantage of all.

4. To keep before national and regional Churches the importance of the fullest possible Anglican

collaboration with other Christian Churches.

5. To encourage and guide Anglican participation in the ecumenical movement and the ecumenical

organisations; to co-operate with the World Council of Churches and the world confessional bodies

on behalf of the Anglican Communion; and to make arrangements for the conduct of pan-Anglican

conversations with the Roman Catholic Church, the Orthodox Churches, and other Churches.
6. To advise on matters arising out of national or regional Church union negotiations or

conversations and on subsequent relations with united Churches.

7. To advise on problems on inter-Anglican communication and to help in the dissemination of

Anglican and ecumenical information.

8. To keep in review the needs that may arise for further study and, where necessary, to promote

inquiry and research.

Constitution Membership

1. The Council shall be constituted initially with a membership according to the Schedule below.

With the assent of two-thirds of the metropolitans, it shall have power to make alterations in the

Schedule as changing circumstances may require.

2. Members shall be chosen as provincial, national, or regional machinery provides. Alternates

shall be named by each Church and shall be invited to attend if a Church would otherwise be

unrepresented for a whole session of the Council.

3. The Council shall have power to co-opt as set out in the Schedule of Membership.

4. The term of office for members appointed according to the Schedule, and for co-opted

members, shall be six years. Except as provided in the recommendation below for the initial

period, members shall be ineligible for immediate re-election. Bishops and other clerical members

shall cease to be members on retirement from ecclesiastical office, and all members shall similarly

cease to be members on moving to another regional Church or province of the Anglican

Communion. Casual vacancies shall be filled by the appointing bodies, and persons thus

appointed shall serve for the unexpired term.

5. The Council shall have the right to call in advisers, Anglicans or others, at its discretion.

6.Officers.

(a) The Archbishop of Canterbury shall be President of the Council and, when present, shall

preside at the inaugural session of each meeting of the Council. He shall be ex officio a member of

its committees.

(b) The Council shall elect a Chairman and Vice-Chairman from its own number, who shall hold

office for six years.

(c) The Council shall appoint for a specified term a Secretary, who shall be known as the Secretary

General of the Council, and shall determine his duties.

7.Frequency of Meetings.

The Council shall meet every two years at the call of the Chairman in consultation with the

President and the Secretary General.

8.Standing Committee

The Council shall appoint a Standing Committee of nine members, which shall include the

Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the Council. The Secretary General shall be its Secretary. The

Standing Committee shall meet annually. It shall have the right to call advisers.

9.Locality of Meetings.

As far as possible, the Council and its Standing Committee shall meet in various parts of the world.

10.Budget

The Council shall produce an annual budget, including the stipend and expenses of the Secretary

General, his staff, and office, and this shall be apportioned among the member Churches of the

Anglican Communion.

Amendment of the Constitution 11. Amendments to this Constitution shall be submitted by the

Council to the constitutional bodies of the member Churches and must be ratified by two-thirds of

such bodies.
membership, at the beginning one-third of the delegates shall be appointed as elected for a twoyear

period, one-third for a four-year period, and the remaining third for a single period of six

years. Those elected for a two-year or four-year period shall be eligible for appointment for one

further period of six years. Thereafter all appointments or elections shall be for six years.

Schedule of Membership The membership of the Council shall be as follows:

(a) The Archbishop of Canterbury (b) Three from each of the following, consisting of a bishop, a

priest or deacon, and a lay person: The Church of England; The Episcopal Church of the United

States of America; The Church of India, Pakistan, Burma, and Ceylon; The Anglican Church of

Canada; The Church of England in Australia.

(c) Two from each of the following, consisting of a bishop, and a priest, deacon, or lay person: The

Church in Wales; The Church in Ireland; The Episcopal Church in Scotland; The Church of the

Province of South Africa; The Church of the Province of West Africa; The Church of the Province

of Central Africa; The Church of the Province of East Africa; The Church of the Province of

Uganda, Rwanda, and Burundi; The Church of the Province of New Zealand; The Church of the

Province of the West Indies; Nippon Sei Ko Ki; The Archbishopric in Jerusalem; The Council of the

Church of South-East Asia; The South Pacific Anglican Council; Latin America; any province of the

Anglican Communion not at present represented.

(d) Co-opted members: The Council shall have power to co-opt up to six additional members, of

whom at least two shall be women and two lay persons not over 28 years of age at the time of

appointment.
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Resolution 34

Marriage and Family

This Conference:

1. Reaffirming the 1978 Lambeth statement on marriage and the family, calls the Churches of the

Anglican Communion to ministries that prepare couples for marriage, sustain them throughout their

lives together with the spiritual, pastoral, and community life of the Church and, in the face of

increasing stresses, encourage and support them with the resources of the Church as an extended

family.

2. Recognises that the same range of pressures no less affect clergy marriages and families and

recommends that each diocese identify some means of providing confidential counselling and

support services for clergy families; 3. Noting the gap between traditional Christian teaching on
pre-marital sex, and the life-styles being adopted by many people today, both within and outside

the Church:

(a) calls on provinces and dioceses to adopt a caring and pastoral attitude to such people; (b)

reaffirms the traditional biblical teaching that sexual intercourse is an act of total commitment

which belongs properly within a permanent married relationship; (c) in response to the

International Conference of Young Anglicans in Belfast, urges provinces and dioceses to plan with

young people programmes to explore issues such as pre-marital sex in the light of traditional

Christian values.

4. Recognising the political, economic and social pressures on family life: (a) affirms the family in

its various forms, as the fundamental institution of human community; (b) calls our Churches to the

development of support systems for families at every level within the Church and to the advocacy

of public policies supportive of family life; (c) commends in particular the developing Family

Network inaugurated by the Anglican Consultative Council and encourages participation in the

continuing educational and pastoral work of the Network; (d) recognises that these pressures

serve to diminish the economic wellbeing and status of women, welcomes the World Council of

Churches "Decade for Solidarity with Women," and encourages dioceses to consider how they

might through their theological, structural and pastoral approaches help to achieve a fuller

recognition of the contribution and status of women in the Church and society.

5. Affirms that effective ministries to families and to individuals, who are thereby enabled to

experience the Church as an extended family, are signs of life and hope and are central to

evangelism that proclaims and models the oneness that Christ wills for all people.
Resolution 48

Mission to Youth

This Conference:

1. Encourages every diocese to conduct an evaluation of existing mission and ministry among its

youth*, as far as possible in co-operation with other Churches, which should include an

examination of the current nature and extent of youth involvement in the life of the diocese and

provinces and at every level.

2. Suggests that this should include the following questions to be investigated:

(a) What occasions or venues for meeting are provided for young people who have no

contact whatever with the Church or the Christian faith?

(b) What proportion of diocesan and parish budgets is set aside for youth ministry, compared

with other activities?

(c) What relationships exist between the diocese and its clergy on the one hand, and the local

schools and state education authorities on the other, if any?

(d) How are the dioceses and parishes making use of the skills and gifts of local Christian

teachers, youth leaders, young people who have a ministry among their peers, and what

opportunities for encouragement and training in Christian witness are being provided?

Resolution 67

Youth Network

This Conference:

1. Endorses the recent developments that have taken place concerning the youth of the Anglican

Communion, particularly the establishment of a Youth Network and the holding of the first

International Conference of Young Anglicans in Belfast in January 1988.

2. Urges each diocese to ensure that the momentum created by these developments is continued.
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Resolution II.8

Young People

This Conference;

a. recognises and celebrates the dynamic work of God among young people, and their

infinite value in the human family. They are for us in the church, as they were for Jesus,

signs of the Kingdom of God among us. Their presence and ministry in the church is

essential for the whole family of God to be complete. As adults, we confess with deep

humility and sorrow that the adult world has created children of war, children abused by

neglect and sexual exploitation, and children who are victims of aggressive advertising. In

joyful obedience to God we reaffirm our apostolic commitment to all young people

everywhere.

b. recognises the faithful and creative work by many Church members in ministry with

children both within and beyond the church's borders

c. resolves, for the health and welfare of the whole Church;

i. that the bishops of the Anglican communion will commit themselves, and will give

leadership in their diocese, to ensure that the church is a safe, healthy, and

spiritually enriching community for children and young people;

ii. that the bishops will give more attention to the furtherance of ministry to children

as a recognition of their importance to God and as a foundation for all future

ministry;

iii. that the bishops will commit themselves to give significant time over the next

twelve months to meet with young people in their dioceses, listening to them,

praying with them searching the Scriptures and breaking bread together with

them, and providing ways for them to be trained in leadership skills and to

exercise that leadership in the life and mission of the church;
iv. that such meetings should open out into attempts to meet and hear young people

who have not yet been touched by the Gospel;

v. that teams of adults and young people in as many congregations as possible be

trained for holistic ministry to young people outside the church, so as to speak of

God's love in Christ in ways that can be heard, and that Christian young people

be equipped, in the power of the Holy Spirit, for service in Church and

Community;

vi. that young people should be helped to find or maintain their spiritual home in the

Anglican Church by giving particular attention to matters of liturgy including the

use of music and silence; and

vii. That urgent consideration be given to how best international Anglican networks of

young people may be strengthened and serviced by the structures of the

Communion.
Resolution V.24

Young People

This Conference, recognising the active participation and contribution of young people and young

adults in the Churches of East Asia, calls on the Anglican Churches to continue to provide

challenges and opportunities for young people to serve in the ministry of the Church.
