He has taught courses and workshops in public speaking at several institutions and corporations. Prior to entering the field of academia, Dr. Richter worked in television and radio.  Being a good public speaker is important no matter what your future career goals.  According to the New York Times, “Total avoidance [of public speaking] is a luxury many Americans no longer have.” Research has also shown a direct correlation exists between public speaking and one’s income and between public speaking and one’s education level.





Most people don’t consider themselves “public speakers” but a recent study has shown that 55% of the people questioned had spoken to a group of 10 or more at least once in the last 2 years.  Of those, 70% had delivered 4 or more speeches…once you are comfortable…you’ll keep doing it.
