Attendance is very important! If your child misses school, please remember to write a note or call the office telling why your child was absent.  A doctor’s excuse is even better.  We have lots of contests for people with perfect attendance…including bike giveaways at the end of each month.

Always check your child's Book bag every day!  Please talk to your child about getting everything out of his/her backpack when they first get to school in the morning.  I cannot go through every backpack!  I also have a mailbox for any notes, permission slips, forms, etc.   Every child's Birthday is important.  Please contact me if you'd like to send in a special snack. We will recognize summer birthdays at the end of the school year.  Students will be expected to know the month and number day of their special day! 

 Communication is important. Feel free to contact me whenever you have a question or concern. Please keep the communication card in a convenient place for future reference!

Our system for Discipline is simple. We work hard to make the classroom a positive and safe place for all. Rules are agreed upon during the first week of school and read and discussed daily. Problems are looked upon as just that--problems to be solved.
Please help your child learn to Enter and Exit the building safely. They should always be escorted by a grown-up when crossing the parking lot. 

We will be going on Field trips. We always like for parents to go with us, make sure to fill out an approval form ASAP!  We also have Friday Folders that should be gone through every Friday and sent back on Monday.
 
G is for the good times we will have learning all year!  
Students will have Homework, mainly later in the year when reading really takes off! 

It is Important to keep all records current. If you move, get a new phone number, or change babysitters, please be sure to inform the school.  Also, don't forget to send the Important Paper envelope back!

Don't forget to Join the Ryland Heights PTA! Parent participation is important and valued. 

The Keys to a successful school year include good communication between home and school, a positive attitude, and good attendance.

We will be working on a Letter of the alphabet each week.  I will ask you to send things in for our environmental print book…like a McDonald’s bag (for M) or a tootsie roll wrapper (for T).   Later in the year we will have a classroom Library. 

Money is difficult for a child to keep track of. Please send in any money in a sealed, labeled envelope.  For Lunch Money, It is a great idea to send in a check and pay for the week if you can do so.
Our school Nurse is on staff several days a week to take care of any emergencies and needed medications.   If your child has a fever or has been sick the night before, please do not send him/her to school. 

Always sign your child in and out of the Office when picking him/her up or dropping off.  Please be prompt when picking your child up. 
                               
Parent/teacher conferences will be held in the fall.   I look forward to talking with each parent individually!   Please make sure that we have your current Phone number at home and at work. We also need a number of a trusted friend or family member to call if we can not reach you.   It's important that we be able to reach you in case of an emergency.  The students will also be working on learning their Phone number.
We will have 15 – 20 minutes of Quiet time daily.  We usually listen to music or stories.
Always let me know if you have any Questions or concerns.  I'll gladly address them!  
Please review our school Rules with your child. It's important that your child understands and follows our classroom rules.  Reading is very important.  Please read to your child as often as possible. 

 
Snacks!  The Students love Snacks!  It is great for the students to have an afternoon snack.  I provide snacks at times, but cannot do it everyday.  If you can send something in, please be sure to send enough for the entire class.  In the past things like pretzels, cookies, or crackers have been sent.
 Our School starts promptly at 8:30 and ends at 3:15.  If you or someone else is picking your child up from school, please send a signed, dated note to me that morning or prior to it. That way, I can make sure that if your child rides the bus, he will leave school with the right person and on the right mode of transportation. 


Please help your child learn to Tie his/her shoes. We hope that everyone knows how by December!


Your child is important to us! We will always treat your child with lots of love, respect, and Understanding!! 

I love parent Volunteers. If you have some time to offer--either in the classroom or at home, please fill out and return the PTA parent volunteer form.   Help is always needed and appreciated.  If you aren't able to come for any reason, please give as much notice as possible.  I count and plan on you!!  

You must always sign in at the office and get a Visitor's pass.  Strangers on campus cause concern and will be asked to report to the office. Remember, --not everyone knows you. 


Have your child Wear practical clothes to school.  I will make every effort to protect your child's clothes. Also, please label all jackets, sweaters, backpacks, and lunch pails with permanent ink. 

I have eXtra clothes if your child has an accident, or gets wet, etc.  If your child needs a change, I have some articles of clothing that I can lend. The supply is very limited! These clothes need to be washed and returned as soon as possible. NOTE: If you have any old clothes to donate to the school, it would be greatly appreciated.


Please remember that you are your child's first and most important teacher. No one can influence your child's life in the way that you can! 

Z is for zoom! Sit back and watch your child's skills take off! You will be amazed and surprised at the changes this year.
