Dear Principal and teachers,

Good afternoon! I am Chris Wong, Chairman of the Student Association. As all of you may have heard, there is a progressive increase in complaints about our school rules. This has aroused a great controversy among our schoolmates about whether a certain school rule is justified and whether some of them should be cancelled. After conducting a survey among our schoolmate, I have drawn up a detailed plan to streamline our school rules. In the rest of my speech, I am going to examine my proposal on revising the school rules.

First of all, several rules concerning school uniform should be reviewed. At present boys are required to wear trousers with a straight cutting. However, I can tell you that it is extremely difficult to buy the required trousers. We can only buy the standard one from the uniform contractor of the school. But, the quality of the fabric provided by it is usually bad. The trousers can be torn easily upon frequent wear and tear. Many of my classmates declare that the trousers they have bought from the manufacturer can only be worn for a year. How ridiculous it is! Should we tolerate the poor quality of those rough trousers? Thus, we suggest that the school should relax this rule by consulting the opinions of our classmates. We may ask them about which kind of styling and cutting fit them most. In this way, the number of students who violate this rule will be greatly reduced.

On the other hand, girls should be allowed to use five hairclips instead of the three at present. According to the results of our survey, more than two-third of the girls need at least four hairclips to fix their hair tidily. Nearly all of them admit that using three hairclips is not sufficient. They said they need to use two hairclips on each side of their heads so that their hair would not fall down so easily. Permitting them to use four hairclips can ensure a smart appearance. Thus, we sincerely hope that the school can consider this point.

In addition, many students complain that there is insufficient time for them to study after school as the time to clear the school premises is too early. They claim that there is only 50 minutes between the clearance time and the end of lessons. It hinders them from doing long revision for tests after school. Sports lovers also raise the idea that it always take more than an hour for them to play ball games. It is useless to practise for less than an hour because they neither enjoy nor achieve any enhancement on their physical health. Thus, we hope that the school can extend the clearance time to about five o’clock so that students can enjoy their time at school. Their sense of belonging can be boost too.

Some teachers always complain that our students are not keen enough on extra-curricular activities. They cannot achieve an all-round development in this way. At present, all students are required to join at least one school club and the nature of it is unlimited. However, I can observe that many of our schoolmates are members in name only. They seldom join the activities organized by the clubs. This trend is observed to be soaring among junior form students. Should we still sit idly without implementing any approach to remedy the situation? Would our achievements in extra-curricular activities stay at the bottom in the district forever? I remember that our orchestra won a lot of prizes in the past. Our fame gradually faded because no new members join the club. I suggest that the school should re-introduce the policy of requiring students to join at least one skill-based club. The policy is effective in encouraging music lovers or sport talents to join the school teams. With more new members for the teams, our school can join more inter-school contests and revive its reputation.

Last but not least, the school should consider introducing a better ‘merit’ system based on the degree of work performance to replace the old one. At present, when students shoulder a position of responsibility and can satisfy the basic requirement of the teacher-advisors, they can be awarded a merit. However, no matter how diligent you have worked and how much time you have devoted to it, you can just receive one merit. I think that it is unfair to those who have dedicated themselves completely to their posts. This may frustrate them. Thus, I think it is better to award the number of merit in accordance to the work performance of the students. If one’s performance is better than another one in the same club, the former should receive more merit marks. Some teachers may think that may quantify the work of a student and this is not the objective of taking up a post. However, if we genuinely introduce this system, all students would be motivated to contribute more to their work. It will raise their spirits.

I have tabled all my suggestions toward the improvement of the school rules. I hope that the school authority can consider my proposal in depth so as to achieve a brilliant future in the new millennium.
