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  “I have no friends. I feel hopeless and helpless,” a new student in our school told me.

  After talking with him, I felt very sad. I still remembered when I was promoted to this school from primary six, I felt very excited and happy as I became a secondary student. I could make lots of friends and learn more from the teachers.

  I always think that all the students have a happy school life and they would enjoy it. However, there are still some students who face many problems but they do not know how to solve them. If the new students have confidence to face this challenge, everything will be fine. At last, I hope they can solve all of their problems soon and have a happy and meaningful school life.
