Reading of the Minutes:  The minutes from the 9 April 2005 session was read by the District Royal Executor, SDDGHP Brown. With there being no correction to be made, it was motioned by Companion Mathis and seconded by ADDGHP Connolly that the read minutes be adopted.

Motion carried.

Reading of Correspondence:  None.
Reading of Reports: No reports rendered.
Reading of Financial Report:  See attached report.  It was motioned by HP Blackman and seconded by Companion Hosey to accept the report.  Motion carried.
Previously Discussed Business:  None.
Current Business:  

- DDGHP Brown fined Chapter’s #35 and #47 $25 each for not being present at the session. 
- DDGHP Brown discussed and explained District Policy Letter #1, Requirement to receive the PHP Degree.  The DDGHP emphasized the importance of the HP having a plan for the year and structure.  He stated that the HP’s should bring their team together to work on good ideas.

- DDGHP Brown stated that only companions who are past King’s and Scribe’s are eligible for the position of HP.  In addition, if there is no past King or Scribe, authorization must come from the DDGHP to pull name from the membership.

- DDGHP Brown discussed District Policy Letter #2, Incentive Program for Companion, HP, Secretary and HP of the year.

- DDGHP Brown stated that all HP’s need to be prepared to give a summary of their tenure at the October session.

- DDGHP Brown announced the following administrative changes that will be effective at the October session:

- Chapters are no longer required to pay District Taxes.

Chapters are now required to pay a Per Capita Tax at $7 per member on rolls quarterly.

Chapters will pay a $200 Hospitality Fee due in December.

Chapters will charge no more than $150 for Exaltations.

$50 will stay with the Chapter and $100 will go to the district in return for the following items, Dues Card, Patent, Ritual, Mark, and Red Bow tie, Apron and Crown.  Chapters are to purchase Companion starter kits in advance.
- Chapters will turn in 2 copies of all new or reinstated members with MBA’s.

- The District Constitution and By-Laws were disseminated via e-mail to the HP’s for review with feed back due at the October Session.

- DDGHP Brown stated that he has concerns with the chapter’s opening and closing procedures.  Are chapter’s actually opening and closing?

- DDGHP Brown stated that there should be no cross contamination between HRAM and any other house.  This house shall stay pure, clean and holy.  Companions need to become as proficient in the Red house as they are in the blue house.
- DDGHP Brown stated that the district as a hold needs to administratively proficient so the the district can focus on ritualistic proficiency.
- DDGHP Brown stated that the October Session would open ritualistically.

- DDGHP Brown informed the body that the Grand Secretary R.E. Derrick W. Riley.  R.E. Winford E. William is now the Grand Secretary.
Open Forum:  Comments were made by the following:

- DDDGHP Fountain stated the district’s problem is lack of knowledge.  He also suggested that the district staff put together a guide for companions and hold a District Exaltation.
- Companion Meneses rendered a committee report on the upcoming October District Session.

- ADDGHP Connolly gave a lecture on the emblem of HRAM.
Closing:  DDGHP Brown thanked all the Companions for their attendance and stated that he looks forward to working with and visiting the Chapters in the future.  He also wanted to expand and improve upon the very successful legacy left by PDDGHP Hakim Anbiya. There being no other business, DDGHP Brown closed the HRAM session at 1130 hours.

Conclusion:  The Chapters, Commanderies, Courts, and Palaces meet and held their respective sessions; lunch was prepared and served by the host Chapter, Court, and Commandery.  The Joint Session re-adjourned to provide final remarks and close.  Final remarks provided by  DDMAGM Carter, DDGPC Brownlee, SDDGEC Johnson, DDDGHP Fountain and DDGHP Brown.  All business being complete and nothing further on the table for discussion, a benediction was given by DDGHP Brown and he closed the session at 1430 hours.
