Reading of the Minutes:  No minutes recorded for the 4th quarter 2004 District Convocation.

DDGHP Brown presented the members assembled with his Masonic philosophy; he also gave two goals, 1. Establish a Chapter in Belgium and 2. Regain control of down range exaltations.

Open Forum:  A Companion rose to request a leadership flowchart so Companions could see the chain of command from the MEGHP to the MEHP.  DDGHP Brown said “this was a good request and it will be no problem in putting chart together and disseminating it to the Chapters.

Closing:  DDGHP Brown thanked all the Companions for their attendance and stated that he looks forward to working with and visiting the Chapters in the future.  He also wanted to expand and improve upon the very successful legacy left by PDDGHP Hakim Anbiya. There being no other business, DDGHP Brown closed the HRAM session at 1130 hours.
