How to Perform CPR on Dogs

Have you ever been in a situation where a dog needed CPR but you had no idea how to perform it on the dog? You have performed CPR on a human being before, but you think a dog is different. You are right about that. Dog CPR and Human CPR are totally different. Here are the steps on how to properly perform CPR on a dog, so you can help your four legged friend next time he is in need.

Make sure you clear the airway before you do anything else. To do this, gently lay the dog down on its right side. After this is done, gently tilt its head back so the neck is extended out. Then, pull the tongue out of the mouth just a little, and place it between the dog’s front teeth.
Now that you have the head set, it is time to open the airway. First, place your mouth over the animal’s nose and breathe into it. Give the nose around 5 breaths, and then check if the dog is breathing on its own. If the animal is not breathing without your help, then continue giving the dog breaths for approximately 20 minutes or until the animal can get the proper Veterinarian care that it needs. 

If the dog does not have a pulse or a heartbeat, kneel on the floor with the dogs back towards you. You must remember that the dog has to be on its right side for this. Compress the dog’s chest at the point where the dogs left elbow is sitting when it is pulled back to the dog’s chest. After this, compress so the chest moves around 3 inches per compression. If you are the only one working this procedure, do about 5 compressions for every breath, the check the dog for a pulse.
Now that you know how to do CPR on dogs, you can save a life, or give the dog enough time to get to a Veterinarian for real treatment. Now, take all of this in. Now, you know that you can help someone in need.
