Calvin uses cut as if he wanted to say that he’s doing it himself. What he really means is that he is going to the salon to have his hair cut.
There are a number of constructions in English which show that you have something done to you or for you by somebody else. These constructions use the verb have and the past participle of another verb. 


I made this dress myself.

But
I had this dress made.


He built his home.

But
He had a beautiful house built.
