What you need to know about PAPER 2

We talked about HKCEE Paper 1 in 20. In this lesson, we will be looking at Paper 2. You will be reminded of what you should pay attention to in this paper.

PAPER 2  (2 hours) (30%)

POINTS TO NOTE

· The test will be conducted by means of a radio broadcast. You are required to provide your own radio with earphones. Candidates may use Walkmans/Discmans equipped with a FM radio or radio-cassette players. However, MP3 players with recording functions are not allowed. You will not be permitted to use a radio with dimensions greater than 46 cm x 15 cm x 15 cm. Also, you will not be permitted to place your radio on the floor.

· If your radios have both stereo and non-stereo modes, use the non-stereo mode in order to have a better reception.

· There will be ample time (about 40 minutes) for you to tune your radio to the best frequency before the test. The Centre Supervisors will indicate on the blackboard what the school considers the best frequency for that particular locality. [It is probably FM 95.3 MHz (RTHK Radio 2) for Fanling.]

· Make sure that your radio can function properly. Equip your radio with new batteries. If you use a Walkman/radio-cassette or disc player, make sure that there is no cassette tape/disc inside.

· Candidates are not allowed to leave the examination centre during the test.
· Penalties will be imposed on candidates with the following problems:
· no radios;

· no earphones or batteries;

· arriving 30 minutes or more after the reporting time (9:15 am);

· bringing in an MP3 player with a recording function.

· The exam will begin at 10:00 am.
RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Candidates can only score marks if their answers are legible. You should use a pencil for Tasks 1 - 3 (listening tasks) and a pen for Tasks 4 - 6 (Integrated tasks).
2. Copying indiscriminately will also cause candidates to lose marks. Do not include any irrelevant information.

3. Keep in mind your role and the purpose of the writing tasks.

4. Make sure all writing is appropriate in style as well as content.
5. Always revise your work. In addition to checking for grammatical errors in your pieces of writing, check that they have a variety of sentence structures and a smooth flow of ideas.
6. Make sure all writing has an appropriate opening and ending.
