Logos: The God-man


I. John refers to the beginning of time and who was there. VV.1-2

a. The Word- Grk. ‘o s It is the Greek word for the divine mind or reason.

A. Indicates his own existence

B. The existence of God (Genesis 1:1)

C. Shows the Logos’ existence in the presence of God

D. Shows his equality with God.

E. Refers back to His existence with God in the beginning

1. He had community with God

2. He was at the Father’s side

3. He was around before Creation.

II. The Description of Logos’ divine attributes. VV.3-5

a. The Creatorship of Logos (demonstrated positively)

A. Makes reference back to “the Word” and confers Creatorship to him.

B. One could rightly say that He is the reason for all things.
1. Definition of Logos- Logic or reason

2. He is the Divine Mastermind of Creation

C. It is because of Him everything exists.

b. The Creatorship of Logos (demonstrated negatively)

A. Shows us what would have happened with no God or Logos

1. No Logos=no universe

2. Universe depends on Logos for everything to hold together.

B. Shows us the Logos’ authority in Creation.

1. Everything we see exists by his doing

2. Nothing exists w/out his doing.

3. Nothing would exist without him-believers and unbelievers, mean animals, nice animals, anything.

c. The Location of Life- the Logos

A. Life refers to activity as opposed to death and decay.

1. spiritual vitality is in the Logos

2. Purpose in life in the Logos

3. He is the one who gives light to men.

B. The shining of Christ’s light

1. It cuts through the darkness to reveal what is really there.

2. The darkness did not understand it.

a. It was confused by it.

b. It did not recognize Him
