Pastor Kwashie & Catherine Davi Amenudzie
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My name is Kwashie Amenudzie, and my wife Davi Catherine and I are missionaries serving with CrossWorld in Senegal, West Africa. We have two boys, Elom who is 25 and Mawuli who is 23 year old, and a daughter Yayra who is 18. I had been in the pastorate for 14 years before joining CrossWorld (a mission with offices in Bala-Cynwyd, PA and Mississauga, ON) in 2002.
I was born in Togo, West Africa to parents who were not Christians.  In 1974, at the age of 17, I was invited to an evangelistic meeting at a local Baptist church, where I heard the gospel preached for the first time.  That night, I believed and accepted Jesus as my personal Savior and Lord.

In 1985, the Lord called me to the ministry.  I gave up my work, went to seminary and graduated in 1988.  I served as pastor-church planter for 14 years before responding to my missionary call to Senegal, which is a four and a half hour flight from my home country Togo.
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Senegal is situated on the northwestern coast of Africa and is referred to as the Western Gateway to the 10/40 Window. With a population of 10.5 million and is 94% Muslim mixed with animist, about 5% Catholic and less than 1% evangelical Christian, Senegal us Muslim but moderate, and its doors are open to the gospel. 

We are involved in evangelism and church planting among the Muslim Sereer people. I’m also involved in leadership training, as I teach at the bible institute in Dakar.  We are using the chronological bible approach to evangelize and disciple in five different localities at the moment.   We have new church plants and have trained a handful of leaders who are actively involved in ministry. 
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My wife Davi Catherine is a gifted evangelist; she is involved in child evangelism and ministry to pastors’ wives.  Moreover, because Davi is a nurse, we have been able to develop a medical outreach program. Many people have seen God's love through this ministry and therefore other villages have been opened to hear the word.
