Monday, May 10th; Tuesday, May 11th; and Thursday, May 13th from 3-5 pm

Tryouts in front of judges, Friday, May 14th from 3:00-5:30pm

James Madison H.S. Dance Studio (room #1 near the large gym)

Judging will be held on Friday, May 14th in the dance room.  One routine combining dance and flag moves will be performed in small groups.  Tryout attire is black shorts or pants and a white shirt.  All tryout candidates must have the information packet and FCPS emergency care form completed/signed upon arrival.  Results will be given to individuals Friday after tryouts from 5-5:30pm.  Individuals must be present to receive their results.

Practices & Performances:

Practices will be held two to three days per week.  In the fall the Guard performs with the JMHS Marching Band at football games, competitions, and parades.  During the winter the Guard will perform in 4-5 competitions, a possible pep rally, Tiny Tots, JMHS Exhibition night, and on the spring trip.  The tentative schedules for JMHS Marching Band Camp and the fall season are included.  

Fundraising:

The JMHS Band program has mandatory and additional fundraising.  If fundraising is not completed, there are additional fees which will be implemented by the JMHS Band Parents Association.     

Costs:

Be aware of financial obligations.  All members of the Color Guard will buy a uniform, t-shirts, and shoes (approximate cost $200).  The uniform should last for a few seasons and the shoes should last all four years.  Members of the Color Guard are encouraged (but not required) to take a dance class at their own expense. There is a JMHS Marching Band Camp fee (approximately $150) and a winter guard fee of $100.  

Conduct:

As a member of the Color Guard, and a student of James Madison High School, you are required to follow the extra-curricular activities policy.  You will need to be familiar with this policy and will sign the extra-curricular policy statement in school during the fall.  It is important to set a good example for Vienna residents and the James Madison High School community.

Academics:

Color Guard is an extra-curricular activity, and your first commitment is to your academics.  Members whose grades and school performance are at an unacceptable level could be asked not to participate.  At any time if a member has an unacceptable grade, they could be required to take a probationary period (determined by coach) until grades are at an acceptable level. Members with Ds or Fs will be required to complete a weekly progress report.  Unexcused absences from class will also result in a probationary period with the Guard.    

Attendance:

Please be aware that being a member of the Guard is a commitment.  Full commitment and participation are required and expected out of each guard member.  This includes all practices and performances.  Unexcused absences or tardies will result in loss of performance privileges and possible removal from the organization.

Please be sure to review and discuss the commitment to the Color Guard with your parents before you tryout.
