
The assessment test has placed me into the Visual/Non-verbal category. This would mean that I learn best with visual aids. Some examples would include films, diagrams and charts. It indicates that I prefer to work in a quiet room, and group work might not be my preference. As far as this description goes, it is essentially correct. I do learn well from diagrams and charts. I usually work best alone and where there are few distractions. I can work in groups, but it must be a focused group, as I tend to get distracted easily if the topic bores me.

What the test fails to address is that I learn best when shown something, and then repeat that thing with corrective supervision. However, this only really applies to situations where I am trying to learn something physical in nature: how to take something apart, or use a certain tool. As far as this literary analysis class is concerned, that shouldn’t be a problem. Somebody already showed me how to use a pencil.
