Josef Stalin was a Bolshevik revolutionary and became the general secretary in 1922. During the power struggles of the 1920’s he overcame Leon Trotsky and came to full power with “The Great Purge” which was an extreme repression. A victory for the USSR in World War II helped form the Warsaw pact and established the Soviet Union as one of the two world powers. Stalin exiled Leon Trotsky. Stalin is thought of as the cruelest ruler ever. His rule is characterized by violence. He had a secret police – the Cheka aka the KJB

Leon Trotsky was born on November 7, 1879 in Ukraine.  The real name his parents gave him was Lev Davidovich Bronstein.  As a college student Leon was fascinated by Marxism.  In 1897 he was exiled to Siberia for forming the Southern Russian Worker’s Union.  After two years he had escaped from his exile and married a Marxist named Alexandra Sokolovskaya and soon after fled to England.  He was a great orator and became popular in the party he joined called the Social-Democrat party.  In 1903 in a debate he disapproved of Lenin’s, Bolsheviks.  Leon Trotsky thought it was necessary to keep the democracy step in Marx’s theory for Communism to work.  He returned to the Russian Revolution in 1905 and gained even more popularity.  Trotsky was arrested and sentenced to banishment again, though, when the revolution attempt failed.  He escaped along the way in 1907, and in 1914 he moved to Paris with his family.  He went to many countries and finally arrived in New York where he wrote articles on the Russian Revolution.  In 1917 he tried to get back to his home where a revolution was about to begin but was taken and held by the British government.  Ironically he escaped this fate by being set free by the new government he was later to fight against.  Finally back in Russia he joined Lenin and the Bolsheviks.  He was an excellent ruler, although violent, but faced difficulty in defeating the Leftists he had betrayed.  Trotsky was asked by Lenin to become the new ruler of the revolution but Trotsky declined and became a commissioner of foreign affairs.  He also formed his famous Red Army.  This Communist idol was admired for being the savior of the Bolshevik Revolution.  Trotsky remained the second in command until Lenin’s death but lost power to Stalin when he took over.  Stalin saw him as a threat, though, and eventually by a slow and steady process had him kicked out of the country in 1929.  Leon Trotsky still worried Stalin, so in 1932 he had his Soviet nationality taken away.  Later, on August 20, 1940, Lenin had Trotsky assassinated in Mexico.  This assassination was partly due to Trotsky having published many anti-Stalin and revolutionary books that Stalin saw as a threat to his power.

Karl Marx was born May 5, 1818 in Trier, Germany. He went to study law in college, but instead decided on philosophy and earned his PhD at Jena. Later he went to Paris, became a socialist, and met another key man in Communism, Friedrich Engels.  Along with Engels he wrote The German Ideology, which showed his view of the official philosophy of Communism. In 1847, he associated himself with the Communist League.  In 1848, he wrote the famous Communist Manifesto, which was an effort to stir the minds of the working class by proving his belief on the struggle of the working class. He moved to London in 1849 where he suffered from chronic illnesses and the death of several of his children, while also being extremely poor. In 1864, formed the International Workingmen’s Association (IWA) and Marxism, his doctrine, became the premier doctrine in European and radical thinking. Was feared by the public, but in his later years, became a consultant on socialism with various socialist leaders. He died March 14th, 1883.

Stalin’s “purges” was his way of attaining near absolute power for himself. According to Stalin’s government however, Stalin was trying to unify the party in case of an anticipated conflict with Germany.  The anchor of his purges was The Great Purge in the 1930’s where he killed any body he deemed an opponent of his politics or ideas. Article 58 disallowed anti-soviet activities, and was enforced in the broadest sense. The accused person was given a fake trial by the NKVD, Russian secret police, then imprisoned in labor camps or executed. Guns executed hundreds of thousands, and millions were put into labor facilities. The purge almost led to the destruction of the majority of the Bolshevik Central Committee that took over the Russian government in 1917. Direct orders were often given for the actions by Stalin’s politburo, the official law making body.

The Soviet Secret Police was officially called the Cheka on December 1917. The job of the Cheka was to “sniff out treason and sweep it away”. During the summer of 1918, there was a period called the Red Terror. During the red terror, the Cheka assassinated the German ambassador to Russia and shortly after that, they started mass executions. 350 Social Revolutionaries and 512 hostages were shot by the Secret Police after Lenin was almost assassinated. There was an estimate saying that 100,000 to 500,000 people were executed during the Red Terror. The Cheka’s worst action was when they had a campaign to execute and starve the peasants. The Cheka executed individuals, families, and even villages during the “bread war.”
