Protangonist - main character

Character - a person in the story

Characterization - how or what we learn about a character


-Direct - author specificly tells you about the character


-Indirect - learn through what they do and what others do around them

Diction - an author's word choice

Syntax - author's grammatical choices, sentence length, puncutation, spelling, etc.

Connotation - the extended or implied meaning of a word

Denotation - the dictionary meaning of a word

Details(concrete/specific)- bits of infornation that the author gives us.....why did the author give us the bit of information?

Foil - a secnondary character that is used to compliment or compare to another character i.e. Watson (Sherlock Holmes), Tom Swayer  (Huck Finn)

Parallelism - repeated words, phrases, or situations in a work for the purpose of comparison 

Figurative language - language that is not literal


-metaphor - comparison b/w two dissmiliar things i.e.he is a tree


-simile - comparison b/w two dissmiliar things using like or as i.e. he is like a tree


-symbol - something that represent more than what it is i.e. Mockingbirds (To Kill A Mockingbird)


-personification - giving living characteristics to nonliving things

achetype - a universal symbol or pattern

forshadowing - giving hints to what will happen later in the book

image (ry) - the use of words that appeal to the senses

irony - unexpected twist


-situational -ironic based on the situation


-dramatic - the audience* knows something that the people in the story do not 


-verbal - saying one thing and doing the opposite

point of view - the point of which the story is told from


-1st person - the person telling the story is involved in the story


-3rd person limited - the person telling the story is not in the story


-3rd person omniscent - the person telling the story is not in the story and knows all

plot - the main story line


-subplot - the story within the story, the minor stories

theme  - a repeated idea within a story

tone - feeling or emotion we get from reading a passage or a book
