The tone of John Steinbeck's short novel "Cannery Row" is nonjudgemental. Mr. Steinbeck never expresses disapproval of the antics of Mack and his band of bums. Rather, he treats them with unflagging kindness








Detail








language that tells information or tells what is happening








The miller, for example, is described as being brawny and big-boned, able to win wrestling contests or to break a door with his head, and having a wart on his nose on which grew a "tuft of hairs red as the bristles of a sow's ears."�








Imagery








Language that actively involves the reader’s senses. Imagery shows; it doesn’t just tell. The kinds of imagery include: auditory, tactile, visual, olfactory, kinetic, and taste
