TPCASTT: Mending Wall

T: The title suggests that there was once a wall and now it is being fixed. 

P: The narrator and his neighbor walk the line and replace the fallen rocks. He wonders why that there is a wall between them and the neighbor says that good fences make good neighbors.

A: The narrator’s attitude toward the wall seems as though he thinks the wall in the way and no one wants it there. The narrator enjoys the neighbor’s company and looks up to him. Winter represents death and in the winter, hunters come with their dogs and break the wall down. Spring represents rebirth and that is when the narrator and the neighbor rebuild the wall. Nature is like the wall itself. In winter, everything dies as does the wall. In spring, everything comes back to life and the wall is rebuilt. 
S: The narrator shifts his attitude on the wall. First, he says that there is no need to the wall and he doesn’t see a reason to have it. Then when the neighbor says “Good fences make good neighbors”, the narrator changes his attitude toward walls. He then sees a reason for a wall and he likes. 
T: The wall keeps the narrator and the neighbor together as well as apart. They each have their own space, while still being friendly to one another. [physical barriers can build emotional barriers; good fences create neighbors who don’t know each other]
