SJI sent in a team of fencers to participate in the Fencing Masters (FM) Open organized by Coach Lopez. The team consist of the following fencers: Joseph Lim (408), Kevin Kong (305), Eddie Seow (2e12) and Matthew Lam (2e11). The team did SJI glory by winning Gold and Silver medal in the Under-16 category. They are Matthew Lam and Kevin Kong respectively.

FM Open is a competition which consists of schools such as CJC, members of FM and many Singapore National fencers such as Daniel Chia (NUS), Benjamin Tan (in NS), Kevin Hung and many others. 
Eddie Seow won the first Direct Elimination (DE) bout with a stunning score of 15-2 against a member from FM but in the second DE bout, he lost to Daniel Chia by a score of 15-7. Fortunately, he had lost with dignity as he had put up a hard fight.
Joseph Lim won a member from FM by a score of 15-10 after an exciting battle but unfortunately, in the second DE bout, he met a strong member of FM and lost by a score of 15-9 after much effort.
